AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 2, ENTITLED ADMINISTRATION
OF THE CODE OF THE COUNTY OF MONTGOMERY, VIRGINIA
BY AMENDING SECTION 2-32 AND 2-33 TO ALLOW PERSONS OWNING
OR LEASING A MOTOR VEHICLE WHO PREVIOUSLY FILED A
PERSONAL PROPERTY TAX RETURN TO NOT BE REQUIRED
TO FILE ANOTHER RETURN IF NO CHANGE IN STATUS AND
BY ESTABLISHING A MONETARY CIVIL PENALTY INSTEAD
OF A CRIMINAL VIOLATION FOR FAILING TO FILE ARETURN

BE IT ORDAINED, By the Board of Supervisors of the County of
Montgomery, Virginia, that Chapter 2, entitled Administration, Section 2-32 and
2-33 of the Code of the County of Montgomery, Virginia shall be amended and
reordained as follows:
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Sec. 2-32. Filing of personal property tax returns—Generally.

(a) Every person in the county subject by law to tangible personal property
taxation shall file a tangible personal property tax return with the
commissioner of the revenue of the county on forms furnished by such office
on or before May 1 of each calendar year with the exception of motor vehicles
and trailers that acquired a situs within the county or are transferred to a new
owner in the county after January 1, for which the deadline shall be sixty (60)
days following the date of such transfer or acquisition of situs in the county.
Any person failing to file such return on or before the due date shall incur a
penalty thereon of five (5) percent of the tax assessable on such return or ten
dollars ($10.00), whichever is greater, which shall be added to the amount of
taxes or levies due from such taxpayer and which, when collected by the
treasurer, shall be accounted for in his settlements; provided, however, that the

penalty shall in no case exceed the amount of tax assessable.

(b) Notwithstanding the filing requirements described above, any person owning
or leasing a motor vehicle, who has previously filed a personal property tax
return_with the commissioner of revenue for that vehicle, and for which
vehicle there has been no change in the situs or status, shall not be required to
file another personal property tax return on such vehicle, until and if such situs
or status changes.

For the purpose of this section, the term "change in status" shall mean one (1) or
more of the following:

(1) A change occurs in the name or address of the person or persons, or
entity, owning or leasing such tangible personal property.

(2) A change occurs in the taxable situs of tangible personal property.

(3) Any action which causes personal property to acquire situs in the county
occurs, for which no personal property tax return has been filed by the owner.
(4) Any change affecting the assessment or levy of the personal property tax
occurs for which a tax return has been previously filed, or the use of a
personal vehicle has changed to business use, thereby affecting application of
the Personal Property Tax Relief Act.

(c) The commissioner of revenue may grant extensions of time, not to exceed
ninety (90) days, for filing returns on tangible personal property, machinery
and tools and merchants' capital whenever good cause exists. The
commissioner shall keep a record of every such extension. If any taxpayer
who has been granted an extension of time for filing his return fails to file his
return within the extended time, his case shall be treated the same as if no
extension had been granted.
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Penalty for failure to file a return shall not be imposed if such failure was not
the fault of the taxpayer. The treasurer shall make such determinations of fault
relating exclusively to failure to pay a tax and the commissioner of revenue
shall make such determinations relating exclusively to failure to file a return.

(d) (b) All taxes or levies on tangible personal property in the county shall be due
and payable during the year for which the same are assessed, and shall be paid
to the treasurer of the county on or before December 5 of such year.

(e) €e) All taxes or levies on real estate in the county shall be due and payable
during the year for which the same are assessed, and shall be paid to the
treasurer of the county in two (2) approximately equal installments as follows:
one-half on or before June 5 and one-half on or before December 5 of such
year.

Sec. 2-33. Failure to file; late payment; interest; etc.

A penalty is hereby imposed and shall be exacted, not exceeding ten (10) percent
of the tax past due on such property, for nonpayment of taxes in time; provided,
however, that in no case shall the penalty exceed the amount of tax due. The
penalty for failure to pay any tax may be assessed on the day after such is due.
Except as may be provided by law, no penalty shall be imposed for any
assessment made later than two (2) weeks prior to the day on which the taxes are
due, if such assessment is made thereafter through the fault of a local official and
if such assessment is paid within two (2) weeks after the notice thereof is mailed.

Interest on delinquent taxes is hereby imposed and shall be exacted at the
maximum rate authorized by state law. Interest shall commence on the first day of
the month following the month in which such taxes are due to be paid.

JUSTIFICATION: To allow persons owning or leasing a motor vehicle
who previously filed a personal property tax return
to not be required to file another return if no change
in status and by establishing a monetary civil
penalty instead of a criminal violation for failing to
file a return.

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Montgomery County Health Insurance Update

The County Administrator reported that the County moved towards a self-insured health
insurance plan from a fully-insured health insurance plan in 2013. The County is currently
reviewing the possibility of combining County and School’s health insurance under one contract.
He introduced Tom MacKay with Marsh & McLennan Agency, to provide an update on the
proposed consolidation of health insurance plans.

Mr. MacKay provided a brief history of the County’s health insurance plan and the decision to
move towards a self-insured plan. Currently, Marsh & McLennan is developing a renewal
projection for the County’s medical/dental plan for an October 2014 renewal and will negotiate
renewal terms with Anthem and Delta Dental. They have also submitted a proposal to analyze
the benefits of consolidation of the County and School’s health insurance plans. The cost for the
analysis is $24,755.

Following discussion, the Board of Supervisors by consensus agreed to proceed with issuing a
combined RFP for insurance consolidation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

DELEGATION

Virginia Department of Transportation

David Clarke, VDOT Residency Administrator, provided an update on road projects/issues in
Montgomery County. Mr. Clarke reported VDOT has mainly been working with weather related
issues. He provided a list of road projects that VDOT will be working on in the near future:

- Mt. Pleasant Road (SR 639) Bridge reconstruction and road upgrade.

- Dry Branch Road (SR 787) replace beams and deck of the northernmost bridge

- Coal Bank Hollow and Lick Run Road — Box Culvert replacement

- Six-Year Improvement Plan for Secondary Roads — Joint Public Hearing will be held
Monday, April 28, 2014. VDOT will advertise.
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Supervisor Biggs had the following concerns:

- Brush Mountain Road ( SR 777) — Request to have guardrails installed along a
section of Brush Mountain Road. Board Consensus for VDOT to install guardrails at
a section along Bruch Mountain Road. David Clarke estimated the cost at $10,000
and it will be funded out of the County’s secondary maintenance budget.

- Intersection at North Main Street and 460 Bypass in Blacksburg. In December 2013
a vehicle was attempting to turn left off North Main Street onto the 460 bypass when
it was hit on the driver side, killing the driver. Friends of the deceased wish to erect a
memorial and maintain the site. David Clarke stated there is a program through
VDOT where a memorial sign can be purchased. The citizens may contact him.

Supervisor Biggs also requested VDOT to investigate this intersection to determine if
it qualifies for a traffic signal.

David Clarke will get with VDOT’s Traffic Engineer to initiate a safety study to

review this intersection to see if it meets the federal guidelines for a signal or some
type of safety measure.

PUBLIC ADDRESS

Sue Farrer, Montgomery Museum, thanked the Board for their one-time contribution in FY 14 to
help cover the cost of the roof replacement at the Museum. Ms. Farrer stated that the Museum
will be requesting additional funding in the FY 14 Budget in order to retain the marketing
position at the Museum.

Sherri Blevins addressed safety concerns with the Falling Branch Park and Ride Lot. Ms.
Blevins stated that concerns were addressed a year ago and to date nothing has been done to
move the Park and Ride to another location. Issues with the park and ride started when the site
became a bus stop for the Mega Bus. 70 reports of trespassing were made on Falling Branch
Elementary School in one year after passengers of local busses attempted to use the schools
public facilities.  She expressed appreciation for the safety measures that have been
implemented; however, the Falling Branch Elementary School does not have a School Resource
Officer to provide the extra security needed. Ms. Blevins stressed the need to provide a safe
environment for the children attending FBES.

Tracey Hurst, Falling Branch Elementary School PTA President, urged the Board of Supervisors
to take action to get the Park and Ride moved from the current location next to the school. She is
getting calls daily from parents who are concerned with their child’s safety due to the safety
issues. Ms. Hurst stated she, along with others, are again addressing another Board for help, to
only be directed to someone else. She stated someone needs to take control and quit passing the
buck. Ms. Hurst also requested the Board consider funding a School Resource Officer for FBES.
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Jennifer Hatcher addressed safety issues with the Falling Branch Park and Ride lot being so
close to an elementary school. She expressed concern that convicted felons are riding the Mega
Bus. Ms. Hatcher stated they have spoken to the School Board, Board of Supervisors, Virginia
Department of Transportation and to representatives in Richmond about getting the Park and
Ride moved to another location.

Jim Politis updated the Board on his venture to get laws adopted in Virginia to allow the farming
of industrial hemp. Mr. Politis reported a new federal farm bill was adopted which allows state
departments of agriculture, colleges and universities to grow hemp for research purposes,
provided state law allows for hemp cultivation. Virginia currently does not have laws in place.
He is working with the Virginia Department of Agriculture and State legislators to get a bill
entered for 2015. Mr. Politis reported that Virginia Tech and the University of Virginia are
interested in pursuing industrial hemp research. He thanked the Board for their support.

Jack Selovitz supports the relocation of the Falling Branch Park and Ride Lot. He also
addressed the Board regarding the School Board’s FY 2015 Budget request. He believes the
School Board budget is a wants based budget instead of a needs based budget and cuts need to be
made. The citizens of Montgomery County need a break from tax increases.

Sheriff Tommy Whitt addressed the Board regarding the safety issues at the Falling Branch Park
and Ride lot and supports the relocation of the lot. Sheriff Whitt reported on the apprehension of
a U.S. fugitive at the Falling Branch Park and Ride lot just last week. It was an unfortunate
timing issue when the bus arrived at the end of the school day, with the U.S. Marshalls and local
law enforcement having their guns aimed at the bus. He cannot say that this situation did not
have any danger to the school event though the fugitive did not have a weapon and surrendered
without a fight. Will this be the case if there is a next time he cannot say.

Skills Gap Analysis Report — New River/Mount Rogers Workforce Investment Board

Whitney Bonham, Virginia Tech Office of Economic Development, reported on behalf of the
New River-Mount Rogers Workforce Investment Area (WIB) Consortium Board, that the
Virginia Tech Office of Economic Development (OED) has undertaken research to assess
regional workforce skills levels and training resources, identify current and potential gaps, and
suggest strategies to address these gaps that build on existing resources. The Workforce
Investment Board serves the thirteen jurisdictions in the New River and Mount Rogers Planning
Districts.  The mix of industry sectors and worker skills vary greatly among the region’s
communities, and each jurisdiction has a range of workforce programs at local institutions.

OED focused primarily on the regional characteristics of the workforce in the manufacturing and
health care sectors, which are important sources of employment in the WIB’s service area
jurisdictions. The key recommendations of the skills gap process center around four central
strategies:  developing the regional “workforce pipeline” of younger workers; improving
regional workforce system coordination; tailoring regional training resources to meet business
needs; and improving data collection and outcome measurements.

The School Board’s FY 15 budget request shows an increase of $7,595,355 over the FY 14
budget. To fund the entire request the County will need to increase the real estate tax rate by 7.4

cents.
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Senate Bill 252 - Insurance; employees of public institutions of higher education or
localities

The County Administrator reported on the proposed SB252 introduced to the Senate. A
summary of the proposed bill is as follows:

Insurance; state and local employees. Requires the state health plan to provide means for
coverage of one additional adult. The total cost for such additional adult must be paid for by the
state employee. The bill also expands the list of people who may be provided certain types of
insurance by a locality, adding the dependents of officers and employees of a locality, as well as
the dependents of those employed by commissions and other entities controlled by or working
closely with a locality, to the list of people to whom a locality may provide accident and health
insurance. The bill expands the potential eligibility for health insurance programs to include the
dependents of eligible members of volunteer fire or rescue companies and the dependents of
retired officers and employees. The bill requires any locality providing insurance to dependents
of employees to provide the same programs to dependents of constitutional officers in some
cases.

The fiscal impact cannot be determined at this time because it is not possible to estimate the
expected number of newly covered individuals.

When asked for their position on SB 252, the Virginia Association of Counties responded they
have not taken a position on this bill. VACo did respond tha,t according to the Department of
Human Resource Management (DHRM), Senate Bill 252 could lead to adverse selection.
Currently, employees must document their legal relationship with their dependents before the
dependents are covered; therefore, there is no certainty that dependents newly eligible under this
bill will have a legal relationship to document. This leaves open the possibility that employees
will attempt to cover individuals, such as friends or neighbors, with serious illnesses. Senate Bill
252 will also create additional state costs because the state contributes toward the cost of
dependent coverage.

Supervisor King reported that residents along Old Sourwood Road (SR 717) are not happy with
the outcome of the dirt glue project on Old Sourwood Road. The County Administrator reported
that Dan Brugh, MPO Directore, is scheduled to tour the road and make note of any and all
problems. The weather is an issue at the moment, and any pothole repairs will have to wait until
warmer weather.

Supervisor Creed received a call from a citizen regarding the County’s tax relief program for
the elderly and disabled. An elderly citizen qualified for tax relief; however, when her daughter
moved in the home to take care of her the Commissioner of the Revenue counted the daughter’s
income and the citizen is no longer qualified to receive tax relief. If the citizen had a home
health nurse/caregiver to come to take care of her then she would still qualify for relief.

Supervisor Creed believes the County should not punish people for doing good. He asked if the
Ordinance could be amended to allow for a medical necessity that requires 24 hour care even if
the caregiver is a relative.

Carol Edmonds, Deputy County Administrator, made a presentation on the County’s cost at the
Western Virginia Regional Jail. Ms. Edmonds reported that the County’s inmate population has
increased 88% over the past five years from an average of 138 inmates per day to an estimated
average of 260 per day in the current year. The daily per diem rate at the regional jail has
remained the same since FY 12 and no increase is proposed for FY 15. Of the owner
jurisdictions, Montgomery County currently houses the highest number of inmates.

The following chart shows the inmate population at the WVRJ:

How the increase in inmate population affects the FY 15 budget:

0 Debt service payments for FY 15 are reduced by $200,000 to $1.1 million, reallocating
these monies to per diem payments.

0 Based on the current population, the estimated increase in new dollars needed for the FY
15 Budget is $800,000 (increased from the initial $700,000 estimate) and the $200,000
reallocated from debt service for a total cost increase of $1 million.

0 The FY 15 budget for per diem payments will total $3.2 million for an estimated 273
ADP —an increase over the FY 13 actual numbers of inmates by 46%.

0 The total budget for FY 15 will be $4.3 million.

The Board asked why the inmate population for Montgomery County is increasing. Captain
Robbie Hall, Sheriff’s Department, reported that with the opening of the new courthouse more
cases are being heard. The number of courtrooms increased from three to nine; therefore,
increasing the number of days each court can meet and cases heard. Also, the street crimes
division has been more proactive in Montgomery County increasing the number of arrests for
drug related crimes.

Supervisor Tuck commented that the number of inmates that are to be transferred to a state
correctional center are being retained at a local/regional jail longer, which saves the state money
but costs the locality more.

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FY 2014-2015 Budget Presentation

County Administrator Craig Meadows and Deputy County Administrator Carol Edmonds
presented the FY 2014-2015 Proposed County Budget.

The FY 15 budget for the General Fund and the School Operating Fund totals $140.8 million.
The General Fund totals $43.8 million and the School Operating Fund totals $97.0 million. The
total County budget also includes the Debt Service Fund ($24.2 million), the Law Library Fund
($17,600), the School Cafeteria Fund ($4.3 million), funding for Fire and Rescue Capital
Equipment ($700,000), and School Capital Construction funds ($1.4 million). The County
budget for all funds totals $171.4 million.

The FY 15 approved real estate tax rate remains at the FY 14 approved rate of 89 cents. Two
cents of the 89 cent rate ($1.4 million) is set-aside for new school capital construction. The
approved budget also includes no other changes to the County’s existing personal property rates.
The FY 15 budget reflects a total increase of $3.8 million in state, federal, and local funds.

County funds provided in the School Operating Budget totals $42.1 million. This is level funding
from FY 14 to FY 15. The FY 15 budget includes $1.4 million in recommended addenda. Due
to limited revenue growth, only mandated services required to maintain existing service levels
are funded. Of the $1.4 million added, $0.8 million is attributable to costs associated with the
Western Virginia Regional Jail. An additional $0.2 million is added for the County’s portion of
costs for the Regional 911 Authority. The remaining $0.4 million is for utility, lease costs, fire
and rescue insurance increases, and additional funding in special contingencies for the board to
distribute at a later time. For the FY 15 budget, the County budget includes a Virginia
Retirement System rate increase from 10.51% to 13.11% and a group life increase from 1.19% to
1.32%. The budget also includes funding for an estimated 9% increase in workers’ compensation
premiums. All other fringe benefit rates remain unchanged for FY 15.

Costs for operations for the five constitutional officers total $17.4 million, of which local funds

cover 65.6% for these offices with state and other resources covering 34.4%. In FY 13, local
funds provided 62.9% of the costs with state and other resources providing 37.1%.

BE IT RESOLVED, The Board of Supervisors of Montgomery County, Virginia hereby
approves and establishes a policy to address requests from individuals who seek corporate

sponsorship to participate in national championship events, as follows:

1. The Board of Supervisors will budget funds to assist teams comprised of at least
90% of members from the Montgomery County community.

2. Teams must be affiliated with leagues which are located in the Montgomery County
_ j _ community.
3. Teams or individuals who reside in the Montgomery County community to be eligible

- for this sponsorship must win a state tournament qualifier whereby by winning the
team/individual receives automatic bid to a national championship tournament. Typical
programs which conduct national championship tournaments are Dixie, Pony, Little League,
AAU, USSA, and ASA as an example of national recreational leagues which prov1de for

national qualifier tournaments.

4, The Board of Supervisors will provide $100 sponsorship for individuals, payable
through their recreational leagues, and $500 to teams to help defray the expense of
parlicipating in a national championship and representing the community at the national

level.
