to revise condition 3(b) allowing an increase in the permitted area and height of one of the
accessory structures. The proposed structure will increase in area from 1,680 square ft. to
3,600 square ft. and from 20 ft. to 24 ft. in height. The property is located at 490 Craig
Creek Road and is identified as Tax Parcel No. 015- A 1 (Account No. 002518) in the Mount
Tabor Magisterial District (District A). The property currently lies in an area designated as
Resource Stewardship in the 2025 Comprehensive Plan.

During our meeting on December 10, 2014, the Planning Commission reviewed the request
described above. Upon a motion duly seconded and carried by a vote of 8 to 0 (Hirt absent), the
Planning Commission recommended approval of amending the existing special use permit.

After reviewing the application details, concept plan, and current photos of the site, the
Commission expressed no major concerns with increasing the square footage of a proposed
accessory dwelling from 1,680 sq. feet to 3,600 sq. feet.

The Commission felt that the application meets the requirements of the Comprehensive Plan and
recommended approval of the SUP with the following revised conditions:

1. Kennel operations shall be limited to the breeding, raising, and selling of dogs and/or
puppies owned by the property owner.

2. A yearly kennel license for no more than 50 dogs shall be obtained as required by
Montgomery County Code.

A request by John A. Barr Jr. and Kelly Burdette for an amendment to a Special Use Permit
(SUP) on approximately 57.139 acres in an Agricultural (A1) zoning district approved May 10,
2010 for a kennel and 2 (two) detached accessory structures over 1200 square ft. to revise
condition 3(b) allowing an increase in the permitted area and height of one of the accessory
structures. The proposed structure will increase in area from 1,680 square ft. to 3,600 square
ft. and from 20 ft. to 24 ft. in height. The property is located at 490 Craig Creek Road and
is identified as Tax Parcel No. 015- A 1 (Account No. 002518) in the Mount Tabor Magisterial
District (District A). The property currently lies in an area designated as Resource Stewardship
in the 2025 Comprehensive Plan.

I Nature of Request

The applicants, John Barr & Kelly Burdette, are requesting an amendment to an existing Special Use Permit
to revise condition #3(b) and allow an accessory building approximately 3,600 square feet in area and 24
ft. in height.

The original Special Use Permit was approved on May 10, 2010 to allow a kennel and the construction
two (2) accessory structures greater than 1,200 sq. ft. in area and 18 ft. in height.

II. Analysis

In 2010, the applicants desired to construct two (2) accessory structures on their property. Both accessory
structures were proposed to be utilized partially for kennel operations and were limited to the following
conditions regarding size:

- Building 1 shall not exceed 3,600 square feet in area and 27 ft. in overall height.

- Building 2 shall not exceed 1,680 square ft. in area and 20 ft. in overall height.
Due to financial constraints one (1) 42x70 accessory structure (2,940 sq. ft.) was constructed for kennel
operations. Based on the SUP conditions this building would be considered Building 1. The owners are

currently ready to construct the second accessory structure and are requesting the special use permit be
amended to allow additional square footage. The proposed building is 48x72 (3,456 sq. ft.) and will be
constructed by Morton Buildings. The building plans show a barn style construction with cupolas and will
be utilized as a three (3) car garage with storage for equipment/materials necessary to maintain the
existing property. It is proposed that the garage will be constructed to be complimentary to existing
dwelling with stone wainscoting and gray metal roofing.

All adjoining property owners were notified in compliance with the Code of Virginia and Section 10-52(3)
of the Montgomery County Code. Adjacent property owners and/or other interested parties may also be
present at the public hearing to present their views on this request.

III. Staff Recommendation

Staff preliminarily recommends approval of the request submitted by John Barr & Kelly Burdette to allow
an amendment to a Special Use Permit previously approved on May 10, 2010 (R-FY-10-168) to revise the
square footage allowed in condition #3:
1. Kennel operations shall be limited to the breeding, raising, and selling of dogs and/or
puppies owned by the property owner.

2. A yearly kennel license for no more than 50 dogs shall be obtained as required by
Montgomery County Code.

introduction:

This special use permit is requested by John Barr and Dr Kelly Burdette. My wife and | both moved
from Maryland where we attended high school together. She has lived in Montgomery County since
1988 and | moved here later. Dr Burdette is a graduate of Virgina Tech and opened Town and
Country Veterinary Clinic in Christiansburg in 1992. Town and Country has grown well over the
years and is a veterinary clinic that is fully staffed 24 hours and offers a complete line of services
including providing emergency care to the New River Vally and surrounding areas. Town and
Country employs approximately 65 people including 10 doctors. Along with the clinic we alse raise
dogs at our home. We raise Cockapoos and Goldendoodles and have done so for over 25 years. We
alse have § daughters that attend Blacksburg schools.

This special use permit was previously approved on May 10, 2010. At the time we filed a permit for 2
accessory structures and a private kennel. Since that time we have constructed a new home and
the new kennel building. The second structure, a garage/barn storage building, was delayed due to
financial constraints of undertaking all the construction at one time. We are now resubmitting our
special use permit for the second building.

Concept Development Plan:

Requested by John Barr and Kelly Burdette for 490 Craig Creek Rd, Blacksburg consisting of
57.139 acres identified as parcel 002518, tax map 15(A). This property is zoned A1 and is listed as a
Resource Stewardship area. The property consists of 1630 . of road frontage on Craig Creek and
the other 3 sides of the property are bordered by the Jefferson National Forest. Our goal is to create
a beautiful farm type residence. Our home and kennel are centrally located in the property. We
would like to continue with our original plan and construct a second accessory structure for a
garage/barn/storage building. Al site preparation was done at the time of the other construction
in May of 2011. The building would be located in the exact same location as was originally planned.
The structure was originally planned as a 42'%x80'x14° main building with an attached 36'x30°x9’
open wing. The building now would be 48'x72'x14'. The front @ 30" of the building would be a
large 3 car garage with 3 individual garage doors. The rear of the building would be for storage of
equipment and materials required for the dogs and maintenance of the 57 acres. The rear would
have one large door @ 10"¢13". The building will be constructed by Morton Buildings of Roanoke
Va., the same company that constructed our current Kennel building. The building will be a pole
barn type construction and will have a black metal roof with 2 cupolas. Morton Buildings will build
the building with the poles, metal roof, cupolas, all soffit and eave trim, gutters and downspouts. |
will then conventionally frame between the existing poles and cover the exterior of the building in
10" lap siding to match our house. A stone waiscotting will be on at least the front fascia of the
garage to match the house and kennel. Our intention is to match this building more to our house
than the kennel which has a gray roof and ivory metal sides. The building will be built with a gravel
floor with intentions for a concrete floor in the future and when financially possible.

Comprehensive Plan Justification:





Our property is listed as Resource Stewardship and our plans for this property are in line with this
use. Having animals on the property and creating a farm type residence are both good matches for
Resource Stewardship.

Additional Special Use Permit Requirements:

1. Whether the proposed Special Use Permit is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan
(Addressed under “3. Comprehensive Plan Justification”). Yes, it is consistent

2. Whether the proposed Special Use Permit will adequately provide for safety from fire hazards
and have effective measures of fire control. The building is for storage so there are no fire

safety measures to be taken.

3. The level and impact of any noise emanating from the site, including that generated by the
proposed use, in relation to the uses in the immediate area. No noise will be generated since

the main purpose of the building is storage.

4. The glare or light that may be generated by the proposed use in relation to uses in the
immediate area. The building will not produce any light or glare at this time since no

electricity will be installed.

5. The proposed location, lighting and type of signs in relation to the proposed use, uses in the
area, and the sign requirements of this Ordinance. There will not be any signs of any type for

this building.

6. The compatibility of the proposed use with other existing or proposed uses in the
neighborhood, and adjacent parcels. There are no adjacent parcels other than the
National Forest and other residences on Craigs Creek Rd are capatible with this use -
and are farm type with barns,garages and storage buildings.

7. The location and area footprint with dimensions (all drawn to scale), nature and height of existing
or proposed buildings, structures, walls, and fences on the site and in the neighborhood.
Proposed building is 48'x72'x14° @ 24" to roof peak. Existing house is 40°x84'x@34" tall
and @5400 sq. ft.. Kennel is 42°x70°x10" @ 21' to peak. There are walls/fence around
the pool behind the home. The garage will be @ 155' from the home and @ 210" from the
kennel. The kennel is @ 145" from the home. Please see the survey and scetch for the

layout of the entire home/farm.

8. The nature and extent of existing or proposed landscaping, screening and buffering on the site
and in the neighborhood. Most of the entire 57 acres is wooded and we intend to leave

the property as wooded as possible. The site where the building will go was cleared
and leveled 2 1/2 years ago when the home and kennel were constructed and there is
no additional landscaping that will be around the garage at this time.

9. The timing and phasing of the proposed development and the duration of the proposed use.
Construction would start upon approval and would hopefully be completed in





approximately 4 months. We intend to occupy the property for at least 20-30 yrs.

10. Whether the proposed Special Use Permit will result in the preservation or destruction, loss or
damage of any topographic or physical, natural, scenic, archasological or historic feature of
significant importance. As stated earlier the site is aiready cleared and leveled and there
will be no damage to anything of any kind.

11. Whether the proposed Special Use Permit at the specified location will contribute to or promote
the welfare or convenience of the public. This permit is for a garage/barn for personal

storage and will not have any impact on the general pubfic.

12. The traffic expected to be generated by the proposed use, the adequacy of access roads and
the vehicular and pedestrian circulation elements {on and off-site) of the proposed use, all in
relation to the public's interest in pedestrian and vehicular safety and efficient traffic movement.

A request by NRVP&P LLC Properties (Agent: Kendall Clay, Attorney) for a
Rezoning of 0.473 acres and a Special Use Permit (SUP) on approximately 4.442 acres in a
General Business (GB) zoning district to allow a recycling facility. The property is located at
3431 Radford Road and is identified as Tax Parcel No. 90-4-1A, 2A, 90-5-1,2,3,4,5,6,7,
90-5-40, 40A and 40B. (Account No. 011646, 019273, 019274, 019275, 019276, 019277,
014010, 014148, 015706, 014011 and 014149) in the Riner Magisterial District (District D).
The property currently lies in an area designated as Village Expansion in the 2025
Comprehensive Plan and Mixed Use in the Plum Creek Village Plan.

During our meeting on December 10, 2014, the Planning Commission reviewed the request
described above. Commissioner Kroll removed himself from the discussion and action of this
request, indicating a conflict of interest. Upon a motion duly seconded and carried by a vote of
7 to 0 (Hirt absent; Kroll abstained), the Planning Commission recommended approval of the
rezoning and special use permit.

The property is located at 3431 Radford Road
and is identified as Tax Parcel No. 90-4-1A, 2A, 90-5-1,2,3,4,5,6,7, 90-5-40, 40A and 40B.
(Account No. 011646, 019273, 019274, 019275, 019276, 019277, 014010, 014148, 015706,
014011 and 014149) in the Riner Magisterial District (District D). The property currently lies in an
area designated as Village Expansion in the 2025 Comprehensive Plan and Mixed Use in the Plum
Creek Village Plan.

L Nature of Request
The applicant is requesting rezoning of 0.473 acres to General Business (GB) and a Special

Use Permit (SUP) on approximately 4.442 acres zoned General Business (GB) to allow use of
the existing buildings, previously used as an automobile sales and repair facility, to be used
as a recycling facility.

II. Location
The property is located at 3431 Radford Road and is identified as Tax Parcel No. 90-4-1A, 2A,
90-5-1,2,3,4,5,6,7, 90-5-40, 40A and 40B. (Account No. 011646, 019273, 019274, 019275,
019276, 019277, 014010, 014148, 015706, 014011 and 014149) in the Riner Magisterial
District (District D). The property currently lies in an area designated as Village Expansion in
the 2025 Comprehensive Plan and Mixed Use/Medium Density Residential in the Plum Creek
Village Plan.

The property lies east of the City of Radford and fronts on Radford Road (Route 11). The
property is also accessible from Gantt Dr. (Rt. 798) and Testerman Dr. (Rt. 792). Properties
located to the north, east and west are zoned General Business and are either vacant or used
for some type of business use. Properties located to the south are zoned agricultural (A-1)
and most are used for single-family dwellings.
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ITL. Impacts
The owner’s current recycling facility will be relocated from 2700 Radford Road to this site

and will utilize existing buildings previously used for automobile sales and repair. The
proposed site will provide much safer access for recycling customers and allow queuing of
customer vehicles without creating a hazard within the VDOT right-of-way. All recyclables will
be unloaded, sorted and stored inside the repurposed structures until a truckload is available
for shipment. The applicant is currently operating at 2700 Radford Road and if this request is
approved, the SUP at 2700 Radford Road will be abandoned.

Transportation/traffic

The proposed recycling facility will utilize and improve one (1) of the four (4) existing
commercial entrances to Radford Rd. (Rt. 11); the remaining three (3) entrances to
Radford Rd. will be closed. During the Plan Review Meeting held on November 20, 2014,
the owner initially indicated that he may close the existing commercial entrance to
Testerman Drive (Rt. 792). However, Neal Turner, Emergency Services Coordinator,
suggested that Mr. Phillips keep the entrance on Testerman Drive with a locked gate as a
secondary access for fire and rescue vehicles in case of an emergency.

The applicant has indicated that expected traffic volume will be significantly less than the
site experienced as an automobile dealership.

This project should not require a review under the Virginia Department of Transportation
(VDOT) Chapter 527 Regulation.

VDOT has submitted comments to this department on November 20, 2014 indicating that
“a spacing exception will be required for the proposed entrance from Radford Rd. (Rt.
11)", and that “corner clearance exceptions will be required for the entrances off Gantt
Drive (Rt. 798).”

. Infrastructure

The property is served by the County Public Service Authority (PSA) with both public
water and sewer. The applicant indicates that all waste disposal will meet Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) and Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA)
regulations. The applicant explained there will be no processing on site requiring either
water or discharging of waste materials.

Schools
The business should have no direct impacts upon the public school system.

Noise and light

The applicant states there “should be no noise emanating from the site”. Recyclables will
be delivered inside the existing enclosed structure which will be closed except for
ventilation and entry/exit of vehicles. Sorting of recyclables will be completed inside;
however, no processing of them will occur on site. There will be some compaction of
materials inside the enclosed structure but the applicant suggests there should be no
additional noise produced by the compaction activity.
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1v.

Site lighting will be downward directed LED lighting. The applicants have stated that
several of the existing “new car” display lights adjacent to Radford Rd. (Rt. 11) will be
removed, thus decreasing the amount of light and glare as compared to the previous
automobile dealership. The business will be open Monday through Saturday from 7:00
a.m. to 6:00 p.m. with little noise or light impacts outside of normal business hours.

5. Other
No expansion of the existing buildings is proposed. The applicant plans to utilize the
metal garage on Parcel 2 and addressed as 1535 Gantt Drive to provide service to his
company vehicles. No service to public vehicles will be conducted on this site.

The plan includes the addition of a security fence to be erected as indicated on the
