Dialogue on Race Representatives from the Issue Group on Income Gap & Employment of the
Dialogue on Race made the following presentation to the Board of Supervisors:

Ban the Box: What it is and Why it Matters

What is Ban the Box?
=Doing away with (banning) the check box on employment applications that asks
individuals whether they have ever been convicted of a crime
*Ban-the-box laws require hiring managers to put off asking about a candidate’s criminal
history until after an interview has been conducted or a provisional job offer has been
extended
*The box, if kept, “becomes a broad brush that eliminates further contact with an employer and
prevents individuals from becoming employed” (Mr. Ted Edlich, CEO, Total Action for
Progress (TAP) in Roanoke)
=Once the hiring official is prepared to offer the applicant a job or when he/she is a finalist for the
open position, a criminal background check could be initiated as opposed to at the very
beginning of the process
=Worth considering —
°In 1996 only 50% of HR managers used background checks; in 2003 over 80% did;
in 2009 over 92% did
°The use of criminal records checks may result in a Title VIl issue: “...For a plaintiff to
succeed in challenging an employer’s criminal records policy under Title VII’s disparate
impact provision she does not need to show the employer intended to discriminate.
Instead she must establish that the employer’s consideration of criminal history
information has disproportionate adverse impact on a group protected by Title VIL.”

How does the Process Work?
=The applicant is able to explain
°the nature of the crime
°how long ago it was committed
°when incarceration ended
°successful rehabilitation efforts and certifications if available
=The applicant is given an opportunity to review the records to determine their accuracy
=The hiring official adheres to federal Equal Employment Opportunity Commission guidelines
and does not make negative decisions when the crime is unrelated to the job duties.
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Key Facts to Consider

*Nearly 1 in 4 adults in the US has a conviction history (+70 million)

=Of the 700,000 people released from state prisons, over 75% will not have a job a year after
release

A criminal record reduces likelihood of callback or employment by 50%

*The “box” discourages people from applying

=If hiring discrimination occurs, it most probably (76%) will occur at first interaction (e.g., job
application)

Relationship to Race
=In 2008 there were an estimated 2.4 million people in U.S. jails and prisons — the
disproportionate majority of whom (over 2/3) are people of color
=African Americans make up roughly 13% of the U.S. population, but are 40% of its prisoners

Economic Costs
*According to a recent report by VERA Institute of Justice, the cost to incarcerate an average
daily population of 29,792 in Virginia was $748.6 million in fiscal year 2010
°It costs just over $25,000 per year to house one prisoner in Virginia
°Although several factors affect recidivism, studies have shown that the single
largest determinant of re-arrest and re-conviction is whether an individual is able
to find employment after release
=Virginia releases approximately 13,000 ex-offenders into society each year

Following the presentation there was discussion by the Board, and it was consensus of the Board
that the County Administrator draft a resolution banning the box on county employment
applications and bring it back to the next meeting for the Board’s consideration.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

The Chair announced that the request by Betty Robertson Payne for a Special Use Permit on 9.6
acres in an A1 zoning district to allow a contractor’s storage yard had been withdrawn by the
applicant.

Variable Width Permanent Pedestrian Access Easement — Town of Christiansburg

The Town of Christiansburg has requested a variable width permanent pedestrian access
easement across a portion of County property, Tax Parcel # 527(A)-84, the former
Crowgey property, beside the old Courthouse.

The County Attorney reviewed the request from the Town of Christiansburg for an access
easement for a public sidewalk and pedestrian access along a small area commonly known as the
former Crowgey property which the county bought as part of the courthouse property for the new
courthouse. The easement is for the town to be able to put in and maintain a sidewalk and
pedestrian access. Since there is no known opposition to the request, it is listed on the agenda
under New Business for the Board’s consideration.

There being no speakers either for or against the request, the public hearing was closed.

Special Use Permit- John A. Barr, Jr. and Kelly Burdette

A request by John A. Barr Jr. and Kelly Burdette for an amendment to a Special Use Permit
(SUP) on approximately 57.139 acres in an Agricultural (Al) zoning district approved May
10, 2010 for a kennel and 2 (two) detached accessory structures over 1200 square ft. to revise
condition 3(b) allowing an increase in the permitted area and height of one of the accessory
structures. The proposed structure will increase in area from 1,680 square ft. to 3,600 square ft. and
from 20 ft. to 24 ft. in height. The property is located at 490 Craig Creek Road and is identified as
Tax Parcel No. 015- A 1 (Account No. 002518) in the Mount Tabor Magisterial District (District
A). The property currently lies in an area designated as Resource Stewardship in the 2025
Comprehensive Plan.

Zoning Administrator Dari Jenkins reported that the Planning Commission met on December 10,
2014 and reviewed the request and felt that the application meets the requirements of the
Comprehensive Plan and recommended approval of the SUP with the following revised
conditions:

1. Kennel operations shall be limited to the breeding, raising, and selling of dogs and/or
puppies owned by the property owner.

2. Avyearly kennel license for no more than 50 dogs shall be obtained as required by
Montgomery County Code.
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3. The proposed accessory structures as shown on ﬁSketeh—Shewn%—Prepesed—Heese&

Plat Showrng Ex1st1ng House & Proposed Kennel & Garage prepared bV Berkman Land

Surveying, dated October 10, 2011 (Job No. 09093) shall be limited in size as follows:
-Building 1 shall not exceed 3,600 square feet in area and 27 ft. in overall height.
-Building 2 shall not exceed ;680 3,600 square feet in area and 20-27 in overall height.

4. Accessory structures shall be used for personal and kennel use only. Retail sales and/or
other commercial activities shall not be permitted.

5. The accessory property owners were notified in compliance with the Code of Virginia
and Section 10-52(3) of the Montgomery County Code. Staff has not received any
inquiries regarding the proposed amendment to the Special Use Permit (SUP) and there
were no public comments during the hearing.

John A. Barr, Jr., applicant, spoke on behalf of his request, pointing out that if the two original
buildings are combined, in size it would still only increase by approximately 600 square feet.

Supervisor Chris Tuck asked if Board members would have a problem if this request was listed
under New Business for consideration by the Board since there had been no opposition. This
sparked a discussion about inconsistency in the approval process. It was suggested that this
would be an appropriate subject to discuss at the Board’s next extended work session.

There being no further speakers, the public hearing was closed.

Rezoning and Special Use Permit-NRVP&P LLC Properties

A request by NRVP&P LLC Properties for a Rezoning and Special Use Permit (SUP) on
approximately 5.917 acres in a General Business (GB) zoning district to allow a recycling
facility. The property is located at 3431 Radford Road and is identified as Tax Parcel No. 90-4-
1A, 90-5-1,2,3,4,5,6,7, 90-5-40, 40A and 40B. (Account No. 011646, 019273, 019274, 019275,
019276, 019277, 014110, 014148, 015706, 014011 and 014149) in the Riner Magisterial District
(District D). The property currently lies in an area designated as Village Expansion in the 2025
Comprehensive Plan and Mixed Use in the Prices Fork Village Plan.

The Zoning Administrator explained that the owner’s current recycling facility will be relocated
from 2700 Radford Road to this site at 3431 Radford Road and will utilize existing buildings
previously used for automobile sales and repair. The proposed site will provide much safer
access for recycling customers and allow queuing of customer vehicles without creating a hazard
within the VDoT right-of-way. All recyclables will be unloaded, sorted and stored inside the
repurposed structures until a truckload is available for shipment. The applicant is currently
operating at 2700 Radford Road and if this request is approved, the SUP at 200 Radford Road
will abandoned.

The proposed recycling facility will utilize and improve one of the four existing commercial
entrances to Radford Road; the remaining three entrances to Radford Road will be closed. The
owner initially indicated that he may close the existing commercial entrance to Testerman Drive
(SR 792). However, our Emergency Services Coordinator suggested that Mr. Phillips keep the
entrance on Testerman Drive with a locked gate as a secondary access for fire and rescue
vehicles in case of an emergency. The applicant expects the traffic volume will be significantly
less than the site experienced as an automobile dealership.
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Planning staff received one call related to the request, from a lady that was concerned about
people putting things in the stream, but she did not leave her name or contact information.

The Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on December 10, 2014, and voted to
recommend approval of the request, with 15 conditions.

Brenda Jean Tyler, who lives on Gantt Drive, asked if this would increase the traffic flow on
Gantt Drive. The applicant responded that he does not anticipate additional traffic on Gantt
Drive. The facility that will be accessed off Gantt Drive will be the facility for repair of
company-owned vehicles and will not be used by customers.

Ray Dadeblean also lives on Gantt Drive, and said he understands the company applied for a
high voltage line and asked what would be the purpose of a high voltage line. His main concern
is whether the trucks that would come and load the recycled material would be entering and
exiting from Radford Road, or if they would be entering into the building from one side and
exiting the building from the other side.

Kendall Clay, attorney for the applicant, explained that there was no request for a high voltage
line, there was a request for a 3-phase current which is required for some of the compacting that
would be done in the facility. He also explained that the tractor trailers would come in the same
entrance the customers would, and the outgoing material would be loaded at the loading dock
behind the building, and trucks taking the material out would follow the same pattern as
customers bringing materials to the site.

There being no further speakers, the public hearing was closed.

Special Use Permit - Request Withdrawn by the applicant

A request by Betty Robertson Payne (Armsey Living Trust) and DCI/Shires, Inc. (Agent)
for a Special Use Permit for approximately 9.6 acres in an Agriculture (Al) zoning district
to allow a contractor’s storage yard. The property is located on the south side of McCoy Road
(SR 718) identified as Tax Parcel No. 051-5 4,5,6,7, (Acct. No. 014147, 04146 and 016146, in
the Prices Fork Magisterial District (District E). The property currently lies in an area designated
as Village Expansion in the Comprehensive Plan and Mixed Use in the Prices Fork Village Plant.

The Chair announced that the Special Use Permit request to allow a contractor’s storage yard
was withdrawn by the applicant, and anyone present who had come to address the Board about
this request was welcome to speak at this time.

No one stepped forward to speak.

PUBLIC ADDRESS

David Sisson, Big Spring Drive in Elliston-as the volunteer head baseball coach at the Day
Spring Christian Academy in Blacksburg, and speaking on behalf of the school, Mr. Sisson
asked that the Board of Supervisors permit the school to once again use the baseball facilities at
the Shawsville Middle School. He asked that the Board allow them the use of the facilities for at
least five years, each spring from March 1% through May15". They would use the fields on
Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursdays, and Fridays and occasionally on Saturday mornings. Their
desire is to make the field one of the better fields in the County. They have already cleared out
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all the brush since the school district stopped using the field this summer, and plan to implement
some of the following improvements as time and finances permit:

v'Add an outfield warning track to warn the players they are approaching the outfield fence
v'To add a fence catch around the field to prevent injuries as well

v'Paint the dug outs

v'Repair the scoreboard

v'Landscape the hillside between the field and Route 460

v'Finally, if funds become available to add lights to the field.

Supervisor Matt Gabriele asked if this matter could be added to a work session agenda.

The County Administrator suggested that the Board schedule a work session right before the
PSA’s first meeting in January to talk about the issue and also to continue the discussion of
larger issues in the Shawsville area with the current middle school properties and the elementary
school property and that staff needs a clear direction from the Board as to how they want to
move forward.

Rachel Kennedy 1320 Jennelle Road in Blacksburg-wanted the Board to know that she is the
person who sent the e-mail about the bees and wanted to talk briefly about the two small bee
hives on her property. The Town has advised her that her property is zoned R2 and told her the
bees have to be moved by the end of the month. The Town told her she had the right to appeal,
but she cannot pay the $260 to appeal and the co-owner of the bees is out of town until June.
She said she will move the bees but she just needs more time.

The Chair explained to Ms. Kennedy that this is an ordinance and if she is doing something that
is in violation of the local code, the Board of Supervisors cannot give her an extension to keep
violating the local code. He also pointed out that there are some people close to Ms. Kennedy
that are allergic to bee stings and this is creating a problem. The County Attorney suggested that
Ms. Kennedy contact the County’s Zoning Administrator, who is empowered by the Board of
Supervisors and state law to enforce the zoning ordinance, and talk with her and maybe come up
with some reasonable extension of time. The County is willing to work with people if they are
working toward solving the issue.

Margaret Smith 4425 Old Rough Road in Riner — Ms. Smith addressed the Board about a
strategic plan for agriculture, and Agritourism in particular. A little over a year ago,
Montgomery County joined with Giles and Pulaski Counties to come up with a strategic plan for
agriculture and Agritourism. Ms. Smith is on a steering committee as a producer (she lives on a
farm in Riner and also has a few cattle). This came about with two grants that have been
awarded to the counties, one is a community block grant which focuses on low-income jobs and
the other one is a grant from VDoT for Agritourism, and the two together have caused some
confusion, so they ended up getting a consultant. Ms. Smith provided copies to the Board of the
mission statement the consultants included in the proposed strategic plan. She asked the Board
to read it carefully and be sure it is what they want. It reads as follows:

“Tri-County Agritourism Strategic Plan

A strategic plan that helps the tri-county area focus on agricultural development incorporating
the needs of traditional commaodity based farming (beef cattle and forestry) with emerging new
agriculture opportunities (Agritourism, grapes and wineries, and value added production and
marketing). This plan will combine the skills and resources of the public sector with the realities
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and needs of the farming community to enhance profitability, sustainability, and quality of life
for future generations”.

There being no further speakers, the Public Address Session was closed.

For the purpose of this article the-foHewing-werds-and-phrases dangerous dog shall have the
meanings respectively ascribed to-them by this section.

Dangerous dog means a canine or canine crossbreed that has bitten, attacked or inflicted
injury on a person or companion animal that is a dog or cat, or killed a companion animal that is
a dog or cat;-hewever;. wWhen a dog attacks or bites a companion animal that is a dog or cat, the
attacking or biting dog shall not be deemed dangerous (i) if no serious physical injury as
determined by a licensed veterinarian has occurred to the dog or cat as a result of the attack or
bite (ii) if both animals are owned by the same person, (iii) if such attack occurs on the property
of the attacking or biting dog's owner or custodian, or (iv) for other good cause as determined by
the court. No dog shall be found to be a dangerous dog as a result of biting, attacking or
inflicting injury on a dog or cat while engaged with an owner or custodian as part of lawful
hunting or participating in an organized, lawful dog handling event. No dog that has bitten,
attacked, or inflicted injury on a person shall be found to be a dangerous dog if the court
determines based on the totality of the evidence before it that the dog is not dangerous or a threat
to the community.

Any law enforcement officer or animal control officer who has reason to believe that a
canine or canine crossbreed within Montgomery County is a dangerous dog ervicieus-dog
shall apply to a magistrate for the issuance of a summons requiring the owner or custodian,
if known, to appear before the Montgomery County General District Court at a specified
time. The summons shall advise the owner or custodian of the nature of the proceeding and
the matters at issue.

(4) The owner's residence is and will continue to be posted with clearly visible signs
warning both minors and adults of the presence of a dangerous dog on the property;

If the owner of an animal found to be a dangerous dog is a minor, the custodial parent or
legal guardian shall be responsible for complying with all requirements of this article.

The owner of any animal which has been found to be a dangerous dog, who willfully fails to
comply W|th the requirements of this article shall be guilty of a class 1 mlsdemeanor ane-the

custodlan of an anlmal found to be a danqerous doq is charqed W|th a violation of this article, the
animal control officer shall confine the dangerous dog until such time as evidence shall be heard
and a verdict rendered. The Court, through its contempt powers, may compel the owner,
custodian, or harborer of the animal to produce the animal.

Upon conviction, the Court may (i) order the dangerous dog to be disposed of by animal control
pursuant to 83.2-6562 of the 1950 Code of Virginia, as amended, or (ii) grant the owner up to
forty-five (45) days to comply with the requirements of this article, during which time the
dangerous dog shall remain in the custody of the animal control officer until compliance has
been verified. If the owner fails to achieve compliance within the time specified by the Court, the
Court shall order the dangerous dog to be disposed of by animal control pursuant to 83.2-6562 of
the 1950 Code of Virginia, as amended. The Court, in its discretion, may order the owner to pay
all reasonable expenses incurred in caring and providing for such dangerous dog from the time
the animal is taken into custody until such time that the animal is disposed of or returned to the
OWner.

1. Class 2 misdemeanor if the canine or canine crossbreed previously declared a
dangerous dog pursuant to this article when such declaration arose out of a separate

2. Class 1 misdemeanor if the canine or canine crossbreed previously declared a
dangerous dog pursuant to this article, when such declaration arose out of a separate
and distinct incident, bites a human being or attacks a human being causing bodily
injury.

"Serious injury" means an injury having a reasonable potential to cause death or any injury
other than a sprain or strain, including serious disfigurement, serious impairment of health,
or serious impairment of bodily function and requiring significant medical attention.

If a law-
enforcement officer successfully makes an application for the issuance of a summons, he
shall contact the local animal control officer and inform him of the location of the dog and
the relevant facts pertaining to his belief that the dog is vicious. The animal control officer
shall confine the animal until such time as evidence shall be heard and a verdict rendered.
The court, through its contempt powers, may compel the owner, custodian, or harborer of the
animal to produce the animal. If, after hearing the evidence, the court finds that the animal is
a vicious dog, the court shall order the animal euthanized in accordance with the provisions
of 83.2-6562 of the 1950 Code of Virginia, as amended. The court, upon finding the animal to
be a vicious dog, may order the owner, custodian, or harborer thereof to pay restitution for
actual damages to any person injured by the animal or to the estate of any person killed by
the animal. The court, in its discretion, may also order the owner to pay all reasonable
expenses incurred in caring and providing for such vicious dog from the time the animal is
taken into custody until such time as the animal is disposed of. The procedure for appeal and
trial shall be the same as provided by law for misdemeanors.

(c) No canine or canine crossbreed shall be found to be a vicious dog solely because it is a
particular breed, nor is the ownership of a particular breed of canine or canine crossbreed
prohibited. No animal shall be found to be a vicious dog if the threat, injury, or damage was
sustained by a person who was (i) committing, at the time, a crime upon the premises
occupied by the animal's owner or custodian; (ii) committing, at the time, a willful trespass
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upon the premises occupied by the animal's owner or custodian; or (iii) provoking,
tormenting, or physically abusing the animal, or can be shown to have repeatedly provoked,
tormented, abused, or assaulted the animal at other times. No police dog that was engaged in
the performance of its duties as such at the time of the acts complained of shall be found to
be a vicious dog. No animal that, at the time of the acts complained of, was responding to
pain or injury or was protecting itself, its kennel, its offspring, a person, or its owner's or
custodian's property, shall be found to be a vicious dog.

WHEREAS, The required construction and up-fit of the Building is proposed to cost the
EDA One Million One Hundred Thousand Dollars with the monthly debt service to be paid by
monthly lease payments to be made by Luna pursuant to the Lease Agreement and from other

The
all-day work session is scheduled for Friday, January 16" beginning at 8:30 a.m. and in all
likelihood will be held at the Government Center. The County offices will be closed that day so
the building will be fairly quiet. Supervisor Gabriele asked that policies for how board meetings
are conducted be added to the agenda. Not only the addenda, but also for public comment,
where the Board seems to be a little flexible when some people they give extra time to and
answer questions, and other people we tend to cut off. Supervisor Gabriele would rather it be
more consistent and equitable in how it is done.

Supervisor Gabriele brought the Board’s attention to an e-mail he sent that was spurred by an
article he read in the Roanoke Times about state employees in Virginia, that a shocking
percentage of them are below federal poverty line just based on state wages. Thanks to the
information the Deputy County Administrator got together, the County is not so bad, but we do
have seven employees who fall below the 100% of the poverty line, and if they are a family of
four, he would like to see the Board, at some point talk about finding a way to raise that
minimum above the poverty level. If we do have an employee here who does have a family and
is living below the poverty level, we should be paying him more. Supervisor Gabriele asked that
staff provide information about what the cost would be just to raise that minimum salary and
maybe have a stated policy of this Board to make sure that our wages will never fall below the
federal poverty line.

Supervisor Todd King reported that he and Supervisor Chris Tuck attended the Christiansburg
Rescue Squad banquet, and he and the County Administrator attended the Riner Rescue Squad
banquet; both were very enjoyable. At Supervisor King’s request, the Christiansburg Rescue
Squad provided some statistics: For the year to date, they had 471 calls, only 7 of which had to
be turned over to another agency; had 23 mutual aid calls; member of the year is Nick Colson,
life member of the year is Kelly Walters, junior member of the year is Nick Colson, Jr., active
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member with the most calls is Logan Underwood. Logan ran 198 of the 471 calls. Life member
with most calls was Kelly Walters. Speaking as a volunteer himself, Supervisor King said he
appreciates everything that all of the volunteers do. He apologized that he was unable to attend
the Elliston and Shawsville events because he had already committed to attend the
Christiansburg event.

Supervisor King reported on his visit to the site on Radford Road where the owner has applied
for rezoning and special use permit to allow a recycling facility in order to relocate the facility
from 2684 to 3431 Radford Road. There will be only one entrance in and out on Radford Road
(Route 11). In the evening the traffic will sometimes back up while waiting to get into the
recycling facility at its current location. Supervisor King believes it will be an asset to the area,
and it gets the traffic off of Route 11.

Supervisor Gary Creed attended the Shawsville Rescue Squad banquet at the Farmhouse
Restaurant. He reported that Shawsville Rescue Squad owns their own building and the building
is in very bad shape. Not only is the building in bad shape, the upstairs where the men sleep
when they’re on car are not good. The Rescue Squad asked Supervisor Creed to bring this up to
the Board and see if the Board would be willing to give them some help in one of the following
options: 1) One is take the building, they are willing to sign it over, or 2) Funds to keep the
building maintained. Supervisor Creed stressed the fact that the Shawsville Rescue Squad is in
dire need of help.

The Chair recalled that a couple of months after the Board of Supervisors passed a resolution to
formulate a study group for the Riner area, Chief John Akers talked to him about having a study
group for their area (Shawsville). The problem was that the County owns the facility in Riner,
but does not own the facility in Shawsville, so they are trying to figure out how they can put a
study group together. The fact that they would sign the building and property over to the County
will give them another avenue to look at helping them, with the blessings of the Board of
Supervisors.

Supervisor Annette Perkins_attended the Fairview Home Board meeting on Thursday. She
will attend a meeting of the Social Services Board on Wednesday prior to the employee luncheon
at the Government Center. Sharing with everyone that this is her favorite time of year,
Supervisor Perkins wished everyone happy holidays and hopes everyone enjoys family and any
trips that may be planned.

Supervisor Perkins wanted the Board to know ahead of time that she will be unable to attend the
all-day work session on January 16™. She has to get her husband to a doctor’s appointment at the
Veterans Administration. She asked that notes be taken at the work session so she can be kept
up to date.

Supervisor Mary Biggs also wished everyone a happy holiday season, including staff and
volunteers and citizens and Board members. She asked the Chair to give her regards to the
employees at their holiday luncheon because she will be working that day and will not be able to
attend.

Supervisor Biggs attended the New River Community Services Board meeting. Rosemary
Sullivan will continue as the interim director for the foreseeable future, which seems to be
working very well.
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So the citizens in our county will know, the Board of Supervisors did hold their legislative dinner
with three of our legislators on December 8". Senators Edwards and Smith and Delegate Rush
attended the legislative dinner. The Board of Supervisors made it clear to them that Montgomery
County needs any help they could give in trying to proceed with a timely budget, trying to be
held harmless from state cuts if at all possible, and try to advocate for our county and our
citizens.

Delegate Yost attended the last Greater Montgomery Liaison meeting, with Blacksburg hosting.
So it did provide an opportunity to let him know that Montgomery County needs his help, and it
gave Delegate Yost a chance to talk about what he thought would be happening at the state level.

Supervisor Biggs attended the County/School Liaison meeting on December 7™. The meeting
involved a discussion where Wendell Jones got to tell everyone about his relocation to California
and everyone wished him well in his new job. Other discussions included surplus school
properties update, shared services update which seems to be making progress with our county
payroll and accounts payable and combining those functions together with the schools. The
budget outlook was discussed and we shared what we had heard from the legislators.

Supervisor Chris Tuck The December 10" Planning Commission meeting included a public
hearing on the request for a special use permit for a contractors storage yard on McCoy Road at
the intersection of Keisters Branch Road. There were approximately fifty people there in
opposition of the request, and there were a lot of folks with signed petitions. This request was
scheduled to come before the Board of Supervisors earlier in this meeting, but the request was
withdrawn by the applicant prior to this meeting. During the past three years that Supervisor
Tuck has served on the Planning Commission, the December 10" meeting was probably the most
well attended.

Supervisor Tuck reported on the Christiansburg Rescue Squad dinner that he and Supervisor
King attended. After all the awards had been given out and everyone was getting up to leave,
there was a lady there and she raised her hand and asked to speak; she said that she was just there
to thank the Christiansburg Rescue Squad. Her father has dementia and continually kept calling
the rescue squad with various emergencies and they would come out and try to address them,
over and over and over again. One lady who came out there just told him as she patted his hand
“if you need us again, you just call”. She talked about that kind of commitment and the impact
those volunteers have on everyone’s lives, and it was a very touching moment. With that being
said, Supervisor Tuck wished everyone a merry Christmas and told everyone that he looks
forward working with them next year.

Supervisor Bill Brown, referring to the Board’s last meeting and the gentleman that came
before the Board, Scott Noonkester, and requested that the Board rename a section of Prices Fork
Road in honor of his father, James Noonkester, asked if it was the consensus of the Board to look
at something further, or to do nothing and let the matter drop. With the many rural roads we
have in Montgomery County and how many former members of the boards of supervisors that
we have, we probably could rename all the roads in the county after a supervisor. Supervisor
Brown’s personal opinion is that if that door is open, then it is wide open. So whatever the
consensus of the Board is, it will be the Board’s decision.

Following discussion by the Board, there was no consensus to move forward on the request. It
was suggested that the residents of the community may want to do something to honor Mr.
Noonkester in a different way.
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Ronnie Martin, Executive Director of the NRV Workforce Investment Board, plans to retire
effective January 31%, but will continue on a part time basis. Marty Holliday will become the
Executive Director effective February 1. The WIA Consortium Board had a skill gaps analysis
for the thirteen participating counties, but in order to continue to have access to that information,
the thirteen localities will probably be asked to contribute approximately $400 a year. The Mt.
Rogers and New River Valley planning districts will also be asked to contribute. Workforce
Development contracted with Virginia Tech to keep the information updated.

Supervisor Brown asked that a resolution of appreciation be prepared for School Board
Chairman Wendell Jones to recognize his service to the County.

Supervisor Brown wished everyone the very best during the holiday season.

The current edition of Roberts Rules of Order shall govern in the deliberations of
the Board of Supervisors, except as otherwise provided by ordinance or these
rules.

The Board may temporarily suspend any of its rules by a vote of two-thirds of the
members present.

No ordinance or resolution appropriating money exceeding the sum of $500,
imposing taxes, or authorizing the borrowing of money shall be passed except by
a recorded affirmative vote of a majority of all members elected to the Board.

Items requiring Board action not on the Board’s agenda that are proper for Board
consideration may be added during the meeting under the Addendum portion of
the Agenda by a motion to Amend the Agenda, followed by a second and
majority vote of the Board.

Discussion of Agenda items will occur only after a motion is made.

In any case in which there shall be a tie vote of the Board upon any question when
all of the members are not present, that question shall be passed by until the next
meeting when it shall again be voted upon even though all members are not
present. In any case in which there shall be a tie vote upon any question after
complying with this procedure, that tie vote shall defeat the motion, resolution or
issue voted upon.

When any motion, resolution, or ordinance has been once acted upon by the
Board it cannot be considered again at the same meeting except by a motion to
reconsider. The motion to reconsider cannot be repeated on the same question
unless the question was amended when previously reconsidered.

A motion to reconsider a question which has been decided shall be made by a
member who voted with the prevailing side and shall be made at the same
meeting of the Board or the next succeeding meeting of the Board. All motions to
reconsider shall be decided by a majority vote of the members present.

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CODE OF ETHICS

Recognizing that persons who hold public office have been given a public trust and that

the stewardship of such office demands the highest levels of ethical and moral conduct, any
person serving on the Montgomery County Board of Supervisors should adhere to the following
Code of Ethics:

Uphold the Constitution, laws and regulations of the United States, the Commonwealth of
Virginia and Montgomery County, and never knowingly be a party to their evasion.

Be loyal to moral principles and the interests of the citizens of the county.

Give a full measure of effort and service to the position of trust for which stewardship has
been granted; giving earnest effort and best thought to the performance of duties.

Seek to find and use the most equitable, efficient, effective, and economical means for
getting tasks accomplished.

Adopt policies and programs that support the rights and recognize the needs of all
citizens regardless of race, gender, age, religion, creed or country of origin. Avoid
adopting policies, supporting programs or engaging in Board activities that discriminate
against or offend individuals because of race, gender, age, religion, creed or country of
origin.

Ensure the integrity of the actions of the Board of Supervisors by avoiding discrimination
through the dispersing of, or requesting, special favors or unfair privileges to anyone,
whether for remuneration or not. A member should never request or accept for himself or
herself or for family members, favors or benefits under circumstances which might be
construed by reasonable persons as influencing the performance of governmental duties,
or employees.

Make no private promises of any kind binding upon the duties of any office, since a
public servant has no private word which can be binding on public duty.

Engage in no business with the county government, either directly or indirectly, which is
inconsistent with the conscientious performance of government duties except as may be
consistent with the State and Local Government Conflict of Interest Act.

Never use any information gained confidentially in the performance of governmental
duties as a means of making private profit.

Adhere to the principle that the public’s business should be conducted in the public view
by observing and following the letter and spirit of the Freedom of Information Act using
closed sessions to deal with sensitive personnel, legal, contractual or other issues as
provided by the Code of Virginia.

Avoid using the position of public trust to gain access to the media for the purposes of
criticizing colleagues or citizens, impugning their integrity or vilifying their personal
beliefs.

Make sure, when responding to the media, that a clear distinction is made between
personal opinion or belief and a decision made by the Board of Supervisors.

Review orally and in public session at the annual organizational meeting each of these
principles.

Pledge to honor and uphold these principles, ever conscious that public office is a public
trust.

The Board recognizes that its primary role is to make policy and therefore will focus on
issues pertaining to programs, operations and issues.

The Board recognizes that discussion of personnel matters are to remain confidential,
must be discussed through appropriate channel processes, and that it is the obligation of
each Board member to protect the privacy of the individual.

Board members will follow the procedure of communicating directly with the County
Administrator and the Chairman of the Board. On personnel matters or matters relating
to incidents, issues, or problems, the Board will follow the procedure of communicating
directly with the Chairman or the County Administrator. Especially in situations where
Board members might conceivably be construed as attempting to supervise, direct, or
interfere with county personnel and the performance of their duties.

STANDARDS OF CONDUCT

Recognizing that persons holding a position of public trust are under constant observation by the
media and interested county residents, and recognizing that maintaining the integrity and dignity
of the public office is essential for maintaining high levels of public confidence in our
institutions of government, every member of the Montgomery County Board of Supervisors
should adhere to the following Standards of Conduct:

Avoid, during public meetings and during the performance of public duties, the use of
abusive, threatening or intimidating language or gestures directed at colleagues, citizens,
or personnel.

Pay all taxes due to the county, state, or national government.

Offer criticism of county employees only in private meetings with appropriate individuals
or in closed session.

Work to create a positive environment in public meetings where citizens will feel
comfortable in their roles as observers or participants.

Maintain an attitude of courtesy and consideration toward all colleagues.

Be tolerant. Allow citizens, employees, or colleagues sufficient opportunity to present
their views.

Be respectful and attentive. Avoid comments, body language or distracting activity that
conveys a message of disrespect for the presentations from citizens, personnel or
colleagues.

Be concise. Avoid the practice of taking more time to address an issue before the body
than is necessary and essential for an adequate consideration of those matters being
discussed.

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PUBLIC HEARING

Fiscal Year 2015-2016 County Budget
The purpose of this public hearing is to gather citizen comments on the upcoming 2015-
2016 fiscal year budget.

The County Administrator stated that this public hearing is to receive citizen comments on the
upcoming budget process.

Barbara Skinner expressed her concerns with the proposed Montgomery County Public School
budget. It appears that the Superintendent of MCPS will present a “needs-based” budget around
$108 million. Ms. Skinner stated that there are numerous studies that show that more money
does not necessarily lead to better achievement. A recent research conducted by Andrew J.
Coulson from the Cato Institute shows that in Virginia a large increase in education spending
between 1972 and 2012 has resulted in flat achievement on SAT scores. Ms. Skinner also
provided a copy of her editorial in the Roanoke Times entitled “MCPS: How much ‘bang for the
buck” for taxpayers? The editorial is based on the Center for American Progress report that
evaluates school spending per student and levels of student achievement. The report isn’t
advocating for less spending, but rather for better and more strategic spending. Ms. Skinner
stated that along with these studies and the efficiency report on MCPS leads her to believe that
the County needs better and smarter budgets for education rather than more money.

There being no further speakers, the public hearing was closed.

PUBLIC ADDRESS

Betsy Duane requested the Board’s assistance to resolve two problems that continue to have a
negative impact on the use and enjoyment of her family’s property on Mount Pleasant Road in
Shawsville. Ms. Duane stated that that there is a landfill operation located on Mount Pleasant
Road at the intersection of Archer Road. For more than 18 months her family has endured
almost constant construction/noise and truck traffic due to excavation and material being dumped
in this property. There has been destruction of the road surfaces on Mount Pleasant and Archer
Road. She believes regulations need to be in place to prohibit this sort of business activity on
land zoned specifically for agriculture. ~ Ms. Duncan also expressed concern with a proposed
Pig Farm and Slaughterhouse Operation near her property. A professionally printed sign at the
entrance of the landfill announcing the opening of a pig farm has been posted. She is concerned
about the size of the planned farm, its proximity to water and contamination from the farm, and
potential commercial aspects in an A-1 zoned area where parcels are not larger than 5 acres. Ms.
Duncan expressed concerns that a neighboring pig farm will lower her property value and ability
to sell her property.
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Cindy Turner expressed her appreciation to the Montgomery County law enforcement officers
for their service. She recognized the families of the law enforcement, who have to spend time
apart due to their job. Ms. Turner also thanked the Board of Supervisors for supporting the
purchase of body cameras for the Montgomery County Sheriff’s Department.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

The County Administrator reported on the following items:

Cigarette Tax: Delegate Yost will be introducing a bill that adds Montgomery and
Pulaski Counties to the list of counties authorized to impose a local cigarette tax and
requires that the revenue from such tax in those counties be used solely for school
maintenance and construction. Pulaski County had requested this and Delegate Yost
recommended that Montgomery County be included.

SB 753, Trooper Andrew Fox Memorial Bridge: The County Administrator received
information that Senator Charles Carrico introduced SB 753 requesting the designation of
the New River Bridge on Interstate 81 in Montgomery and Pulaski Counties the “Trooper
Andrew Fox Memorial Bridge”. According to the Code of Virginia, localities or private
individuals are responsible for paying the costs associated with naming a bridge.
Therefore, Montgomery and Pulaski Counties will share the costs of the sign, installation,
and maintenance. The County Administrator stated he submitted an e-mail to Senator
Carrico’s office requesting information as to who requested this.

Mandatory sewer and water connections: Senator John Edwards will introduce the bill
this year that adds Montgomery County to the list of localities that may require
connections to their water and sewer systems by owners of property that can be served by
the systems. In 2014 this bill was introduced in the House side. Senator Edwards
believes it may have a better chance of getting approved if introduced in the Senate side.

Mountain Valley Pipeline: U.S. Representative Morgan Griffith’s office called and
reported they received Montgomery County’s resolution regarding the proposed
Mountain Valley Pipeline and are aware of the County’s concerns.

Supervisor Creed believes the County needs to have restrictions on the raising of pigs/hogs in
residential areas. The County Administrator stated he will research the issue.

GOVERNOR’S DEVELOPMENT OPPORTUNITY FUND
PERFORMANCE AGREEMENT

his PERFORMANCE AGREEMENT made and cntered this =3¢ day of Jamuazy,
2015, by and among the COUNTY OF MONTGOMERY, VIRGINIA (the “Locality”) a
political subdivision of the Commonwealth of Virginia (the “Commonwealth”), WOLVERINE
ADVANCED MATERIALS, LLC (the “Company”), a Delaware limited liability company
authorized to transact business in the Commonwealth, and the ECONOMIC BEVELOPMENT
AUTHORITY OF MONTGOMERY COUNTY, VIRGINIA (the “Authority™), a political
subdivision of the Commonwealth.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Locality has been awarded a grant of and expects to receive $250,000
from the Governor’s Development Opportunity Fund (a “GOF Gran ™) through the Virginia
Economic Development Partnership Authority (“VEDP”) for the purpose of inducing the
Company to equip, improve and operate its two manufacturing facilities in the Locality
(together, the “Facility™), thereby making a significant Capital Investment and creating and
Maintaining a significant number of New Jobs, as such capitalized terms are hereinafter defined;

WHEREAS, the Locality is willing to provide the funds to the Authority with the
expectation that the Authority will provide the funds to or for the use of the Company, provided
that the Company promises to meet certain criteria relating to Capital Investment and New Jobs;

WHEREAS, the Locatity, the Authority and the Company desire to set forth their
understanding and agreement as fo the payout of the GO¥ Grant, the use of the GOF Grant
proceeds, the obligations of the Cotpany regarding Capital Investment and New Job creation
and Maintenance and the repayment by the Company of all or part of the GOY Grant under

certain circumstances;

WHEREAS, the equipping, improvement and operation of the Facility will entail a
capital expenditure of approximately $10,625,000 which will be invested in machinery and
equipment;

WHEREAS, the equipping, improvement and operation of the Facility will further entail
{he creation and Maintenance of 93 New Jobs at the Facility; and

WHEREAS, the stimulation of the additional tax revenue and economic activity to be
generated by the Capital Investment and New Jobs constitutes a valid public purpose for the
expenditure of public funds and is the animating purpose for the GOF Grant:

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, the mutual benefits, promises
and undertakings of the parties to this Agreement, and other good and valuable consideration, the
receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties covenant and agree as

follows,
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Section 1. Definitions.

For the purposes of this Agresment, the following terms shall have the following
definitions:

“Capital Investment” means a capital expenditure by or on behalf of the Company in
taxable real property, taxable tangible personal property, or both, at the Facility, excluding
existing real property improvements. The Capital Investment must be in addition to the capital
improvements at the Facility as of October 1, 2014. The purchase or lease of furniture, fixtures,
machinery and equipment, including under an operating lease, will qualify as Capital Investment.
The total expected capital expenditure of $10,625,000 is referred to in this Agreement as the
“Capital Investment.”

“Maintain” means that the New Jobs created pursuant to the GOF Grant will continue
without interruption from the date of creation through the Performance Date. Positions for the
New Jobs will be treated as Maintained during periods in which such positions are not filled due
to (i) temporary reductions in the Company’s employment levels (so long as there is active
recruitment for open positions), (ii) strikes, (iii) temporary reductions in force during model
changeovers or for tooling changes, and (iv) other temporary work stoppages.

“New Job” means new permanent full-time employment of an indefinite duration at the
Facility for which the standard fiinge benefits are provided by the Company for the employee,
and for which the Company pays an average annual wage of at least $34,609. Each New Job
must require a minimum of either (i) 35 hours of an employee’s time per week for the entire
normal year of the Company’s operations, which “normal year” must consist of at least 48
weeks, or (i) 1,680 hours per year. Seasonal or temporary posilions, positions created when a
job function is shifted from an existing location in the Commonwealth, and positions with
construction confractors, vendors, suppliers and similar multiplier or spin-off jobs shall not
qualify as New Jobs. The New Jobs must be in addition to the 232 full-time jobs at the Facility

as of October 1, 2014,

“Performance Date” means March 1, 2018, If the Locality, in consultation with the
Authority and VEDP, deems that good faith and reasonable efforts have been made and are being
made by the Company to achieve the Targets, the Locality may agree to extend the Performance
Date by up to 15 months. If the Performance Date is extended, the Locality shall send written
notice of the extension o the Authority, the Company and VEDP and the date to which the
Performance Date has been extended shall be the “Performance Date” for the purposes of this

Agreement.

“Targets” means the Company’s obligations to make Capital Investments at the Facility
of at least $10,625,000 and to create and Maintain at least 93 New Jobs at the Facility, all as of

the Performance Date.

“Virginia Code” means the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended.
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Section 2. Targeis: Statutory Criteria.

The Company will equip, improve and operate the Facility in the Locality, make a
Capital Investment of at least $10,625,000 and create and Maintain at least 93 New Jobs at the
Facility, all as of the Performance Date.

The Locality and the Authority hereby strongly encourage the Company to ensure that at
least 30% of the New Jobs are offered to “Residents” of the Commonwealth, as defined in
Virginia Code Section 58.1-302. 1In pertinent part, that definition includes natural persons
domiciled in Virginia or natural persons who, for an aggregate of more than 183 days of the year,
maintained a place of abode within the Commonwealth, whether domiciled in the

Commonwealth or not.

The average annual wage of the New Jobs of at least $34,609 is less than the prevailing
average annual wage in the Locality of $39,072, but is more than 85% of that prevailing average
annual wage ($33,211). The Locality is not a high-unemployment locality, with an
unemployment rate for 2013, which is the last year for which such data is available, of 5.5%
which is the same as the 2013 statewide unemployment rate of 5.5%. The Locality is a high-
poverty locality, with a poverty rate for 2012, which 1s the last year for which such data is
available, of 23.3% as compared to the 2012 statewide poverty rate of 11.8%.

Section 3. Disharsement of GOF Grant,

By no later than April 1, 2015, the Locatity will request the disbursement to it of the GOF
Grant. If not so requested by the Locality by April 1, 2015, this Agreement will terminate. The
Locality and the Company will be entitled to reapply for a GOF Grant thereafier, based upon the
terms, conditions and availability of funds at that time.

Within 30 days of its receipt of the GOF Grant proceeds, the Locality will disburse the
GOF Grant proceeds to the Authority. Within 30 days of its receipt of the GOF Grant proceeds,
the Authority will disburse the GOF Grant proceeds to the Company as an inducement to the
Company to achieve the Targets at the Facility. The Company will use the GOF Grant proceeds
for build-out of the Facility, as permitted by Section 2.2-115(D) of the Virginia Code.

Section 4. Break-Even Point: State and Local Incentives.

VEDP has estimated that the Commonwealth will reach its “break-even point” by the
Performance Date. The break-even point compares new tevenues realized as a result of the
Capital Investment and New Jobs at the Facility with the Commonwealth’s expenditures on
incentives, including but not limited to the GOF Grant. With regard fo the Facility, the
Commonwealth expecis to provide incentives in the following amounts:

Category of Incentive: Total Amount
GOF Grant $250,000
Virginia Jobs Investment Program (“VJIP”) (Estimated) 74,400
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Port of Virginia Economic and Infrastructure Development Grant 186,000
(“POV Grant™) (Estimated)

The Locality expects to provide the following incentives, as matching grants or
otherwise, for the Facility:

Category of Incentive: Total Amount

Local Economic Development Grant $250,000

The Locality will use its best efforts to pay the Local Economic Development Grant to the
Company on or before December 31, 2020, subject to appropriation. If, by the Performance
Date, the proceeds of the Local Economic Development Grant disbursed or committed to be
disbursed by the Locality to the Company total Jess than the $250,000 GOF Grant local match
requirement, the Locality will make an additional grant to the Company of the difference at the
Performance Date, so long as the Company has met 90% of its Targets as described in Section
5(b).

The proceeds of the GOF Grant shall be used for the purposes described in Section 3.
The VJIP grant proceeds shall be used by the Company fo pay or reimburse itself for recruitment
and training costs. The proceeds of the POV Grant may be used by the Company for any lawful
purpose. The proceeds of the Local Economic Development Grant may be used by the Company
for any lawful purpose.

Section 5. Repavment Obligation.

(a) If Statutory Minimum Eligibility Requirements are Not Met: Section 2.2-115 of
the Virginia Code requires that the Company make a Capital Investment of at least $2,500,000 in
the Facility and create and Maintaip at least 25 New Jobs at the Facility in order to be eligible for
the GOF Grant. Failure by the Company to meet either of these statutory minimum eligibility
requirements by the Performance Date shall constitute a breach of this Agreement and the entire
GOF Grant must be repaid by the Company to the Authority.

(b)  If Statutory Minimum Eligibility Requirements are Met: The provisions of this
subsection (b} shall become applicable only if the Company has met the statutory minimum
eligibility requirements set forth in subsection (a). For purposes of repayment, the GOF Grant is
to be allocated as $125,000 (50%) for the Capital Investment Target and $125,000 (50%) for the
New Jobs Target. If the Company has met at least 90% of both of the Targets at the Performance
Date, then and thercafter the Company is no longer obligated to repay any portion the GOF
Grant. If the Company has not met at least 90% of either or both of its Targets at the
Performance Date, the Company shall repay to the Authority that part of the GOF Grant that 1s
proportional to the Target or Targets for which there is a shortfall. For example, if at the
Performance Date, the Capital Investment is only $7,968,750 (reflecting achicvement of 75% of
the Capital Investment Target) and only 70 New Jobs have been created and Maintained
(reflecting achievement of 75% of the New Jobs Target), the Company shall repay (o the
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Authority 25% of the moneys allocated to the Capital Investment Target ($31,250) and 25% of
the moneys allocated to the New Jobs Target ($31,250).

(c)  Determination of Inability to Comply: 1f any of the following shall occur prior to
the Performance Date: (i) a filing by or on behalf of the Company under Chapter 7 of the U.S.
Bankruptey Code, (ii) the liquidation of the Company, (iii) an abandonment of the Facility by the
Company, or (iv) any other similar significant event that reasonably demonstrates the Company
will be unable or is unwilling to satisfy the Targets for the GOF Grant (a “Determination Date”),
upon notice and demand by the Locality, the Authority or VEDP, the Company must repay the
entire GOF Grant to the Authority.

(d)  Repayment Dates: Such repayment shall be due from the Company to the
Authority within ninety days of the Performance Date or the Determination Date, as
applicable. Any moneys repaid by the Company to the Authority hereunder shall be repaid by
the Authority to the Locality and shatl be repaid by the Locality promptly to VEDP for redeposit
into the Governor’s Development Opportunity Fund.  The Locality and the Authority shall use
their best efforts to recover such funds, including legal action for breach of this Agreement.
Neither the Locality nor the Authority shiall have any responsibility for the repayment of any
sums hereunder unless said sums have been received by the Authority from the Company.

Section 6. Company Reporting,

The Company shall provide, at the Company’s expense, detailed verification reasonably
satisfactory to the Locality, the Authority and VEDP of the Company’s progress on the Targets.
Such progress reports will be provided annually, starting at June 1, 201 5 and covering the period
through the prior March 1. Further, the Company shall provide such progress reports at such
other times as the Locality, the Authority or VEDP may reasonably require.

With each such progress report, the Company shall report o VEDP the amount paid by
the Company in the prior calendar year in Virginia corporate income tax. VEDP has represented
to the Company that it considers such information to be confidential proprietary information that
is exempt from public disclosure under the Virginia Freedom of Information Act and that such
information will be used by VEDP solely in calculating aggregale return on invested capital
analyses for purposes of gauging the overall effectiveness of economic development incentives,

Section '7 MNotices.

This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to
the benefit of the parties hereto and their respective successors and assigns. The Company may
not assign iis rights and obligations under this Agreement without the prior written consent of the
Locality, the Authority and VEDP, other than by operation of law or the sale of all or
substantially all of the capital stock or assets of the Company.

(b)  Governing Law; Venue: This Agreement is made, and is intended to be
performed, in the Commonwealth and shall be construed and enforced by the laws of the
Commonwealth. Jurisdiction and venue for any litigation arising out of or involving this
Agreement shall lie in the Circuit Court of the County of Montgomery, and such litigation shall
be brought only in such court.

{c) Counterparis: This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts,
each of which shall be an original, and all of which together shall be one and the same

instrument,

(dy  Severability: If any provision of this Agreement is determined to be
unenforceable, invalid or illegal, then the enforceability, validity and legality of the remaining
provisions will not in any way be affected or impaired, and such provision will be deemed to be
restated to reflect the original intentions of the parties as pearly as possible in accordance with

applicable law.

(e)  Artorney’s Fees: Attorney’s fees shall be paid by the party incurring such fees.

RESOLUTION URGING THE GOVERNOR
TO RECONSIDER HIS VETO OF HOUSE BILL 1417

WHEREAS, The Board of Supervisors of the County of Montgomery, Virginia requested
the General Assembly to consider eliminating split voting precincts in Montgomery County by
making minor technical adjustments to House Districts 7, 8, and 12 in Montgomery County,
Virginia as a means to reduce potential voter confusion and save taxpayer dollars by reducing the
number of ballots in the split precincts; and

WHEREAS, The Virginia General Assembly approved HB 1417 making minor technical
changes to the Districts 7, 8, and 12 in Montgomery County in order to eliminate split voting
precincts in Montgomery County; and

WHEREAS, The Governor of Virginia vetoed House Bill 1417 citing both the
constitutional concerns with changing electoral districts outside the ten year redistricting cycle
and the fear that House Bill 1417 would set a precedent of allowing the legislature to make
substantive changes to electoral districts more frequently than once a decade which may interject
partisanship into the redistricting process; and

WHEREAS, The purpose of House Bill 1417 is not to reapportion or make substantive
changes to House Districts 7, 8 and 12 in Montgomery County but to make minor technical
boundary changes by relocating a very small number of voters within these three House Districts
in order to eliminate split precinct voting; and

WHEREAS, The Board of Supervisors requests that the Governor reconsider his veto of
House Bill 1417 so that the proposed minor technical changes to House Districts 7, 8, and 12 can
move forward in an effort to avoid voter confusion and the unnecessary expenditure of taxpayer
dollars by eliminating split precinct voting in Montgomery County.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of Supervisors of the County of
Montgomery, Virginia that the Board of Supervisors hereby urges the Governor to reconsider his
veto of House Bill 1417 and allow the proposed technical changes to House Districts 7, 8, and 12
in Montgomery County to go forward in an effort to avoid voter confusion and taxpayer expense
by eliminating split precinct voting in Montgomery County.

RE:  Request for Funds for Capital Needs
Dear Mr. Meadows:

The purpose of this letter is to request $775,000 from Montgomery County to be used
for capital improvements for Montgomery County Schools. The Board of Supervisors
has recognized the importance of funds for school district capital expenses through a
one-time allocation of $400,000 in 2013 and special allocations in 2012 and 2013 for
$250,000 for roof replacement projects; $150,000 for technology; and $175,000 for bus
replacement.

These items are a part of the original School Board budget request for 2015-2016. Due to
the potential gap between identified needs and available funding, I ask that the Board of
Supervisors consider this request for one-time funds to support the school division’s
capital needs. All of these items remain critical items for funding from other sources.

The following is additional information offered regarding the request:

Provide a Building Capital Repair/Improvement Budget Line Item - The $275,000
request represents $25,000 for a state grant match to address safety enhancements and
$250,000 for building repair and the roof maintenance plan. If approved by the Board of
Supervisors, funds may be appropriated to the School Board budget or remain ina
capital account maintained by the County Administration.

Technology Improvement Plan Budget Line - In order to continue the improvement
plan $150,000 is requested to support continued improvements in hardware. We have
over 5,000 computers and associated technology valued over $6 million. The future of
instruction is tied to teacher and student access to and use of current technology. With
a three to five year life cycle, it is critical that technology is maintained, updated, and
replaced.

Replacement of Aging School Buses - The requested amount of $350,000 will provide the
division with four replacement school buses. With a fleet of 125 buses and State
guidelines for the use of a bus for twelve years on daily routes plus three years as a
spare, the school division should replace 8 to 9 buses per year. During the 5 year period
from 2011 - 2015 twenty-two buses have been purchased, an average of 4.4 per year.

I appreciate your consideration of this request. Approval by the Board of Supervisors
provides an additional $775,000 available to MCPS for designated capital needs
(roofing project/building maintenance), technology purchases for teacher and student
use, and the purchase of 4 school buses. Although MCPS anticipates carryover funds for
this year, our needs are many. Support by the Board of Supervisors for these specific
capital needs will allow the School Board greater flexibility to address other needs of
the school division with carryover funds.

Your ongoing support for quality education in Montgomery County is appreciated.

FOURTH AMENDMENT TO

REAL ESTATE PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT

THIS FOURTH AMENDMENT TO REAL ESTATE PURCHASE AND SALE
AGREEMENT (“this Agreement”) is made and entered into as of the day of :
2015, by and between TAYLOR HOLLOW MANAGEMENT, LLC, a Virginia limited liability
company and/or its successors or assigns (hereinafter referred to as “Purchaser” and/or “Buyer”)
and the MONTGOMERY COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS (hereinafter referred to as
“Seller”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Seller is the owner of that certain parcel of real property situate, being and
located in Montgomery County, Virginia, comprising approximately 8.328 acres with
approximately 340 feet of road frontage along Prices Fork Road (State Route 685), designated
Tax Map No. 52 — A — 50 and Parcel ID No. 070688, commonly known and referred to as 4237
Price’s Fork Road, Blacksburg, Virginia 24062, and being more particularly described on
Exhibit A attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference hereto (collectively, the
"Property"); and

WHEREAS, Seller and Purchaser executed and entered into that certain Real Estate
Purchase and Sale Agreement dated the 16" day of December, 2013, (the "Contract") for the sale
and purchase of the Land according to the terms and provisions therein contained; and

WHEREAS, Seller and Purchaser entered into the First Amendment to the Real Estate
Purchase and Sale Agreement dated the 12" day of May, 2014, whereby the parties agreed to
extend the Review Period in Section 7.1 from One Hundred Twenty (120) days to One Hundred
Eighty (180) days; and

WHEREAS, Seller and Purchaser entered into the Second Amendment to the Real Estate
Purchase and Sale Agreement dated the 22" day of September, 2014, whereby the parties agreed
to extend the Review Period in Section 7.1 to December 1, 2014; and

WHEREAS, Seller and Purchaser entered into the Third Amendment to the Real Estate
Purchase and Sale Agreement dated the 24™ day of November, 2014, whereby the parties agreed
to extend the Review Period in Section 7.1 to January 31, 2015; and

WHEREAS, the Seller and Purchaser are desirous of entering into a Fourth Amendment
to the Real Estate Purchase and Sale Agreement amending the Contract to address contingencies
for closing associated with the improvements to Prices Fork Road being required by VDOT and
extend the Review Period in Section 7.1 to June 1, 2015.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the respective undertakings of
the parties hereinafter set forth, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and
sufficiency of which consideration are hereby acknowledged, it is hereby agreed as follows:
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l.
CONDITIONS FOR CLOSING / VDOT

The parties acknowledge and agree that Price’s Fork Road, including the section of right
of way that provides ingress and egress to the Property, is the subject of a proposed revenue
sharing project by the County of Montgomery, Virginia (“County”) with the Virginia
Department of Transportation (“VDOT”) which entails a 50/50 sharing arrangement in the costs
to improve Prices Fork Road between VDOT and the County, (“Prices Fork Road Revenue
Sharing Project”). The Prices Fork Road Revenue Sharing Project as proposed would, in
addition to improving sections of Prices Fork Road that are not adjacent to the Property, provide
for the necessary ingress and egress improvements to Prices Fork Road that are required by
VDOT to develop the Property. To date, the County has not been advised by VDOT whether the
Prices Fork Road Revenue Sharing Project has been approved and funded by VDOT. As such,
the parties agree as follows:

1) If VDOT approves and funds the Prices Fork Road Revenue Sharing
Project with the County the Buyer agrees that it shall pay and deliver to the Seller, the
sum of One Hundred Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($100,000.00) which funds shall be
used by the County to offset and pay for a portion of the County’s revenue sharing costs
with VDOT associated with the Prices Fork Road Revenue Sharing Project. The parties
further agree that the $100,000 payment and contribution by Purchaser shall be
accomplished in two (2) payments of Fifty Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($50,000.00).
The first payment of $50,000 shall occur upon the earlier of i) the completion of the work
performed by the County and/or VDOT for such road improvements, or ii) upon the
issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy (“C.0.”) for occupancy of the former School
Building. The second payment of $50,000.00 shall occur upon the earlier of: i) the sale
and conveyance of any portion of the Property from the Buyer to any third party (save
and except any third party entity which is substantially owned and /or controlled by the
Buyer or a principal of the Buyer); or ii) the date upon which the Buyer secures a
building permit and site approval from the County for the development of the ‘rear
portion’ of the Property.

2) Notwithstanding the foregoing, if all or a part of the Property is sold or
conveyed to a third party (save and except a third-party which is owned or controlled by
the principal(s) of the Buyer), the remaining amount unpaid of the $100,000 financial
commitment set forth above shall be paid upon the closing and transfer of such part of the
Property.

3) If VDOT fails to approve and fund the Prices Fork Road Revenue Sharing
Project the Buyer and Seller agree that they shall equally share in the cost to make
improvements to Price’s Fork Road necessary to secure a VDOT approved entrance,
consistent with VDOT requirements and feed-back.





The parties further agree that if VDOT approves and fully funds the Prices Fork Road
Revenue Sharing Project with the County and the County enters into an agreement with VDOT
to locally administer the design and construction of the improvements to Prices Fork Road
pursuant to a revenue sharing arrangement, then the failure of the completion of the proposed
improvements to Price’s Fork Road shall not hinder or affect the issuance by the County of any
demolition permit, building permit or other permit or C.O., and shall not otherwise affect the
Buyer’s anticipated use and development of the property.

The parties further acknowledge that the Buyer is seeking preliminary approval from
VDOT on what needs to be submitted and approved by VDOT from an ingress/egress standpoint
in order for the Buyer to obtain a Land Use Permit from VDOT to develop the Property. The
parties agree that the Review Period in Section 7.1 shall be extended until June 1, 2015 in order
for the Buyer to complete this review with VDOT in seeking preliminary approval on obtaining a
Land Use Permit to develop the site.

I

EXTENSION OF REVIEW PERIOD

7.1. Review Period. After the Effective Date, Purchaser shall have the right until June 1,
2015, at 5:00PM, EST (the "Review Period™), and thereafter until Closing, to have performed
any and all inspections or studies of the Property which Purchaser may desire, including but not
limited to a physical and mechanical inspection of the Property, seeking preliminary approval
from VDOT on obtaining a Land Use Permit to develop the Property, a feasibility study of the
Property, such environmental audits, reports and tests as Purchaser or its agents and consultants
may request, and to inspect all books, records, financial information and other documents and
information related to the Property. In addition, Seller shall provide Purchaser, promptly upon
request, such updated or other information that Purchaser deems necessary, in its sole and
absolute discretion, to complete its review. All information derived from such studies and
inspections shall be used only for the purposes intended herein and Purchaser shall use
commercially reasonable efforts to maintain the confidentiality of such information subject to
providing same to Purchaser's proposed lenders, agents, and other third-parties consistent with
purposes as may be required in the furtherance of this Agreement and as may otherwise be
required by law. If Purchaser subsequently elects to terminate this Agreement, Purchaser shall, at
Seller's request, exercise diligent efforts to destroy or return to Seller all information received
from Seller with regard to the Project. If Purchaser shall find such inspections or studies to be
unsatisfactory, for any reason or for no reason, or if Purchaser otherwise determines that the
Property is not suitable for its intended use, for any reason whatsoever, in Purchaser's sole
discretion, Purchaser shall have the right, at its option, to terminate this Agreement within said
Review Period and, upon such termination, all Earnest Money previously deposited shall be
promptly refunded to Purchaser and the parties hereto shall have no further duties or liabilities
one to the other, except as herein specifically set forth. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the
event Purchaser fails to notify Seller prior to the expiration of the Review Period that Purchaser
intends to proceed with the transaction, Purchaser will be deemed to have terminated this
Agreement pursuant to the preceding sentence. Seller hereby directs and authorizes the Escrow
Agent to, and the Escrow Agent shall, notwithstanding any contrary instructions that Seller may
hereafter give, immediately return any and all Earnest Money to Purchaser without further
inquiry of any sort whatsoever in regard to the Seller, any broker or any other party in connection
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with this Agreement and without requiring the execution of any further release or consent by any
party whatsoever. Purchaser shall indemnify and hold Seller harmless from and against any and
all losses, liabilities, claims, causes of action and expenses arising out of inspections by
Purchaser or its agents in accordance with this Section, except with respect to any reduction in
value of the Property due to information discovered by Purchaser during the Review Period or
other loss, damage or expense resulting from a legal obligation of Purchaser or its agent(s) to
report a matter pertaining to the Property.

specifically amended and modified herein shall remain in full force and effect and shall not be
modified hereby.
