WHEREAS, Governor Terry McAuliffe’s proposed budget includes
development of a plan for closure of Catawba Hospital, reflecting the next step in
transforming our mental health system to one that is focused on community-based
care and individualized treatment for citizens who need these services; and

WHEREAS, Governor McAuliffe’s proposed budget requests $1 million
to plan for the closing of the 110-bed facility in 2018 and move toward more
community-based services that would aid people before they require
hospitalization; and

WHEREAS, There is an increased demand for both geriatric patients and
patients with temporary detention orders when no beds in private facilities are
available; and

WHEREAS, The closure of Catawba Hospital would place an undue
burden on patients in crisis; and

WHEREAS, Approximately 100 patients are served by Catawba Hospital
and family members of the patients are deeply concerned about the safety of their
loved ones should they be forced to leave the facility; and

WHEREAS, The addition of 56 beds at Western State Hospital is not
enough to cover the losses at Catawba; and

WHEREAS, The loss of 250 jobs and the hospital’s $20 million budget
would cause serious negative economic impacts.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Board of Supervisors
of Montgomery County, Virginia hereby requests that the Catawba Hospital not
be closed and that it remain open and continue to accept new admissions for those
who need these services.

WHEREAS, Most residents have profound and/or other serious
intellectual disabilities, often accompanied by severe medical or behavioral
problems and need full time assistance to perform the basic functions of living;
and

WHEREAS, The Commonwealth of Virginia will close four of its five
institutions for housing the developmentally and intellectually disabled and
transition those services to the community under a 10-year, $2 billion settlement
agreement the state entered with the Department of Justice; and

WHEREAS, The Commonwealth of Virginia agreed to close the
institutions by 2020, leaving open 75 beds at Southeastern Virginia Training
Center in Chesapeake, Virginia. There are currently more than 1,000 people
housed at the state's five facilities; and

WHEREAS, Family members of residents are deeply concerned about the
safety of their loved ones should they be forced to leave the center; and

WHEREAS, Montgomery County will be impacted with the moving of
the residents into the community; and

WHEREAS, The closure of this facility would be detrimental to our
community with the responsibility of helping the families from Montgomery
County find the care that is the same as, or better, than the care that is currently
offered at Southwestern Virginia Training Center.

State law and County ordinance requires any
livestock claim to be filed within 60 days of the
discovery of the livestock killed. = Montgomery
County Ordinance specifies that compensation of
fair market value is not to exceed $400.00 per
animal.

Virginia Department of Transportation
David Clarke, VDOT, provided an update on road projects/issues in Montgomery County. Mr.
Clarke reported on the following:

- SR 773 Lafayette Bridge project is complete. The old truss bridge was replaced. Mr.
Clarke stated that the bridge was almost 100 years old.

- North Fork Road (SR 603) project is scheduled to be completed in 2016.

- Piney Woods Road (SR 600) project is scheduled to be completed in the Summer of
2016.

- Southgate Drive Interchange project is ongoing. This is a 4-5 year project. Residents
should see a significant amount of progress in three years.

- The turn lane at the Riner Post Office located on Rt. 8 is still being designed. The
project should begin in another year.

- VDOT is finishing up summer maintenance projects. They have surface treated
several roads in Montgomery County which includes Den Hill Road, Norris Run
Road and Craig Creek Road.

- VDOT is reviewing the Board of Supervisors request for a speed study on Rt. 8 near
the Auburn Hills Golf course.

Supervisor Perkins asked for an update on the issues along Coal Bank Hollow. Mr. Clarke
stated they ran into some problems that delayed the project. They had hoped to have the project
finished before school started.

Supervisor Tuck asked Mr. Clarke to clarify the Coal Bank Hollow project. There are rumors
that the project to replace the bridge on Coal Bank Hollow is due to the proposed pipeline. Mr.
Clarke stated this project has nothing to do with the pipeline. The bridge on Coal Bank Hollow
has rusted and for safety reasons the pipe needed to be replaced. This project, along with the
Lafayette Bridge, is part of VDOT’s statewide bridge replacement/repair plan. VDOT is slowly
getting older bridges that are not structurally sound replaced.

Supervisor King asked for an update on the Old Sourwood Road problems. Mr. Clarke reported
that VDOT and Montgomery County have met with the dirt glue company. VDOT will grade
and take up the dirt glue product that was applied to the road in order to restore it to the original
road. It will be a month or so before VDOT can schedule to have this work done. The
contractors are finishing up the revenue sharing project on Brush Creek Road and then can be
scheduled to start work on Old Sourwood Road.

Children’s Trust — Children’s Advocacy Center of the New River Valley

Melissa Almond with Radford Social Services and Lt. Randy Bonds with the Christiansburg
Police Department made a presentation on the Children’s Advocacy Center of the New River
Valley. Children Advocacy Centers provide a comprehensive community response to child
abuse.
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Ms. Almond reported that Children Advocacy Centers are located throughout the area with one
located in the Town of Christiansburg that serves the counties of Floyd, Giles, Pulaski and
Montgomery and the City of Radford. Ms. Almond stated that the Children Advocacy Center is
mostly funded by grants; however, they do rely on community support. She reported that the
Christiansburg Center is $25,000 short of their $100,000 budget and are requesting localities to
help fund what they can. The Town of Christiansburg has allocated $3,000 toward funding the
Center.

Lt. Randy Bonds reported on the Children Advocacy Center’s Investigation Department. He
provided a summary of the investigation process when they receive a case of child abuse. Their
goal is to decrease the number of times a victim is interviewed by the numerous agencies
involved. Lt. Bonds reported during the period of FY 2013-2014 they interviewed 92 children,
in FY 2014-2015 they interviewed and provided services to 130 children and families.

Lt. Bonds stated any funding that Montgomery County could provide would be appreciated.

PUBLIC ADDRESS

Marilyn Hill addressed the Board with her concerns about the condition of Old Sourwood Road
(SR 717). Ms. Hill stated that the residents of Old Sourwood Road have been petitioning the
State and Montgomery County since 1997 to have the road upgraded and paved. The County in
2012 decided to use a dirt glue process on Old Sourwood Road, which did not work. Ms. Hill
requested that the County have the road fixed.

Louise Hutchins addressed the Board about the condition of Old Sourwood Road. Ms. Hutchins
submitted a petition with thirty signatures requesting the County to repair Old Sourwood Road.
She reported that the residents have had nothing but problems since the application of the dirt
glue and have been told repeatedly that something would be done. Ms. Hutchins questioned
why other roads in the County are getting repaired and not Old Sourwood Road.

Patsy Stull addressed the Board with concerns to the condition of Brush Creek Road (SR 617).
Ms. Stull submitted pictures taken of Brush Creek Road on April 21, 2015, July 27, 2015 and
August 10, 2015 showing the condition of the road. Ms. Stull also submitted a copy of a letter
dated April 2, 2011 to Delegate Dave Nutter expressing her concern with the lack of regular
maintenance and lack of money for maintenance. She stated respond times for emergency
vehicles have decreased because of the condition of the road and there are a number of residents
who are in poor health who live on Brush Creek Road.

Unit 83 Received a call at 725am on 11-8-15 from the MCSO stating that a deputy had two dogs
in custody that had attacked and killed some poultry. Unit 83 arrived at the intersection of Elliot
Creek Rd. and Pilot Rd where the deputy had managed to capture the dogs. Unit 83 loaded the
dogs in the truck and followed the deputy to 2980 Pilot Rd where the poultry had been killed.
Unit 83 talked to Mr. Alderman who stated that they heard some noise and stepped outside to see
two dogs, a blk and tan Australian shepherd and a blk and créme shepherd mix chasing and
grabbing their ducks and chickens. They yelled at the dogs and the dogs ran off. There were 5
dead ducks, one of which had been decapitated. There were also two injured ducks that were not
moving around and had evidence of blood on legs and wings. Unit 83 took photos of the dead and
injured animals and advised the owner of his options if the dogs were reclaimed as well as if they
were not. The owner found another dead duck in the duck enclosure and the two injured ducks
died that evening. The dogs were never reclaimed.

WIOA PROGRAMS
WIOA brings together, in strategic coordination, the core programs of Federal investment in skill
development:

* employment and training services for adults, dislocated workers, and youth and Wagner-Peyser
employment services administered by the Department of Labor (DOL) through formula grants to
states; and

¢ adult education and literacy programs and Vocational Rehabilitation state grant programs that
assist individuals with disabilities in obtaining employment administered by the Department of
Education {DoED),

WIOA also authorizes programs for specific vulnerable populations, inciuding the Job Corps, YouthBuild,
Indian and Native Americans, and Migrant and Seasonal Farmworker programs as well as evaluation and
multistate projects administered by DOL. In addition, WIOA authorizes other programs administered by
DoED and the Department of Health and Human Services.

WIOA replaces the Workforce investment Act of 1998 and retains and amends the Adult Education and
Family Literacy Act, the Wagner-Peyser Act, and the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.

HIGHLIGHT OF WIOA REFORMS

Fosters Regional Collaboration: WIOA promotes alignment of workforce development programs with
regional economic development strategies to meet the needs of local and regional employers.

s States will identify regions within their state,

* Local areas in regions will have coordinated planning and service delivery strategies,

Improves the American Job Center (AJC] System: WIOA increases the quality and accessibility of

services that job seekers and employers receive at their local AiCs.

s States will establish criteria to certify AICs at least every three years to ensure continuous
improvement, access to services (including virtual access), and integrated service delivery for job
seekers and employers.

» Key partners and services will be available at AlCs through the co-location of the Wagner-Peyser
Employment Service and the addition of the TANF program as a mandatory partner.

» The workforce system will have a common identifier so workers that need employment or training
services and employers that need qualified workers can easily find their local AIC.

e The Secretary of Labor, with input from a new advisory council, other Federal agencies, and states
will develop and implement plans to improve the national workforce and labor market information
system and help job seekers make informed career choices.

* States and local areas are encouraged to imprave customer service and program management by
integrating intake, case management, and reporting systems.

e AJC partner programs will dedicate funding for infrastructure and other shared costs.

Improves Services to Employers and Promotes Work-Based Training: WIOA contributes to economic
growth and business expansion by ensuring the workforce system is job-driven — matching employers
with skilled individuals.

e State and local boards will promote the use of industry and sector partnerships to address the
workforce needs of multiple employers within an industry.

» State and local boards are responsible for activities to meet the workforce needs of local and
regional employers.

* Local areas can use funds for demonstrated effective strategies that meet emnployers’ workforce
needs, including incumbent worker training, Registered Apprenticeship, transitional jobs, on-the-job
training, and customized training.

» Employers are incentivized to meet their workforce needs and offer opportunities for workers to
tearn with increased reimbursement rates for on-the-job and customized training.






Provides Access to High Quality training: WIOA helps job seekers acquire industry-recognized
credentials for in-demand jobs.

Training that leads to industry recognized post-secondary credentials is emphasized.

States and local areas will use career pathways to provide education and employment and training
assistance to accelerate job seekers’ educational and career advancement.

Hazel: Why Catawba Hospital should be
closed

Hazel is Virginia Secretary of Health and Human Reéources.

The proposal in Gov. Terry McAuliffe’s budget to develop a plan for closure of Catawba
Hospital reflects the next step in Virginia’s work to transform our mental health system to one
that is focused on community-based care and individualized treatment for citizens who need
these services.

That shift requires a change in our approach to the treatment of mental illness as well as a
reinvestment of public funds into more efficient and effective care options,

Catawba is a sprawling facility that is getting older and more costly to maintain, while best
practices in mental health care have long been trending toward community-based services, rather
than institutional care.

Virginia currently houses some 200 people in state hospital beds who are ready for discharge, but
can’t leave because housing options and support services for them need to be developed in the
community.

Development of more robust community services will help free up those beds for others,
ensuring that Virginia has enough bed space to meet the needs. We are committed to building
community-based services.

The two-year budget proposal calls for the development of a plan, with participation from
stakeholders, for the development of much-needed community services and, ultimately, the
closure of Catawba.

The General Assembly last year asked the Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental
Services to provide an analysis of the future of the Catawba facility and the Piedmont Geriatric
Hospital. The budget proposal is a response to that request, and state legislators must give final
approval before any additional steps are taken.

The Catawba proposal is part of the shift of Virginia’s mental health system from one focused on
institutions to one focused on communities. Virginia is not experiencing this change in isolation.
We are part of a national movement toward community-based services in response to the






Supreme Court’s landmark Olmstead decision and the Americans with Disabilities Act, both of
which require that we serve individuals in the most integrated settings possible.

Yet Virginia is behind the national curve. On average, we spend 46 percent of the general fund
mental health dollars in our state budget on institutions, while the national average is 29 percent.
We spend 51 percent on community-based services, while the national average is 68 percent.

Community integration is being embraced across the country because it provides better outcomes
for individuals with mental illness, and it does so more efficiently.

A 2014 report by the Virginia Office of the State Inspector General noted that the annual average
cost to care for an individual in our state hospital system is more than $230,000. The cost to care
for an individual through community services is about $27,000.

Catawba Hospital’s 35 buildings are, on average, 75 years old. The main building dates back to
1953. It would cost an estimated $46 million to repair the facility’s aging HVAC and other
systems.

Virginia cannot afford to continue operating aging and costly institutional facilities while also
expending the funds required to develop robust community-based programs. We want to put
state resources into treatment and services, not into building maintenance.

The Governor’s budget requires DBHDS to develop a detailed closure plan. It will lay out the
resources necessary to provide community-based services to the approximately 100 patients
served by the hospital. This plan will then be considered during the 2017 General Assembly
session by lawmakers who will decide whether to move forward with closing Catawba.

Virginia currently has more state-run psychiatric beds per capita than the national average. The
1,443 beds in our state institutions make up 53 percent of the psychiatric beds in Virginia;
another approximately 1,280 beds are in private facilities.

When we develop the community alternatives to serve those 200 people who are in hospitals but
could be released, and address the waiting list of inmates in our jails who require mental health
services, we should need about 1,331 state beds. DBHDS also plans to add 56 additional beds at
Western State Hospital in Staunton, a more modern and efficient facility. This action will ensure
that beds are available for those who require inpatient treatment. Closing Catawba and adding
beds at Western State will result in 1,389 beds in the DBHDS system.

We understand that change can be unsettling, but we are committed to an inclusive process that
gives affected individuals and their families a meaningful role in this transformation, Together,
we can build a system that works better for everyone.

We writs to commend you and the members of the General Assembly for your bipartisan collaboration to
address the continued care for fndividuals with intellectual and refated disabitities throngh the adoption of
Senate Bill 627, Like you, we want to cnsure the best possible care for our fellow Virginiang and to provide
adeguate support for the family members orlegal guardians who supplement those services.

As you know, parents who have children living in one of the Commonwealth’s five training centers have i
expressed eoncern about the continnum of eare that will be availabie for those individuals transitioning fromi a
traitting centet info ‘a community-based setting as a result of Virginia's 2012 agreement with the T, 8;
‘Department of Justice to close four of its five centers. Thanks {o your zfforts with SB 627, we hope these
individuals and their families will find greater comfort knowing that they now must be provided wrilten
certification that the guality of care they receive will be “comparable” to their current sérvices. Further the new
law reqnires that certification to address the individual medical, health, developmental, behavigral; and safety
considérations of each famdly.

We are particularly encouraged by the creation of a working group, consisting of relevant stakeholders, who
have been directed to consider options for keeping one or more additional training centers open, “in whole or in
part,” to supplement the single statewide center envisioned by the agreement. We have heard from many
constituents who have children living in one of the training centers, which historically have. provided a high-
level of care for their residents. In response to the 2012 agreement, most families have actively pursued
placenent for their loved ones in a community-based setting, usuaily in the form of specialized group homes.
Unforiunately, many of them report having diffienlty finding such services or services that they feel meet their
needs. Local- Community Services Boards across the state, as well as private providers, who support the o
transition to comenunity-based services, bave expressed similar concerns, warning that most communities Jack
the resources and physical capacity to care for severely disabled residents by the scheduled closing date of the

‘training centers.

The timeline for closing four of the Commonwealth’s five training centers was arbitrarily established. Since :
then, the parents and professionals overseeing this fransition have come to learn more about the tremendous
challenges of not only providing conmensurate medical care in a community-based sctting but also in :
addressing the practical and logistical hurdles for delivering that care. I they are unable to identify a i
community-based sétting before the scheduled closures, they face the prospect of moving thefr loved-ones to'the :

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Central Virginia Training Center in Lynchburg, which may pose considerable hardship on the residents and
their families.

While these families are hopeful that the working group will identify additional options for providing
commuiiity-based care, they remain anxious that Virginia officials appear to be moving forward with the
scheduled closure of the remaining training centers: Southside Training Center closed on June 30, 2014,
Northern Vlrglma Tr&mmg Cenier in 2016, and Southwestern Virginia Training Center and Central Virginia
Training Center m 2018 and 2020 respectively. These center closures leave only Seutheastern Virginia Training
Center with its 75 beds open. In keeping with the spirit of the 8B 627, we respectiuily requcstthai you consider
deferring dny actions with respect 1o the clostire of the training centers or the proposal of the sale of any
properties and that you urge the working group to proceed swiflly in conducting its review and submitting
recommendations that will directly aifect whether orie or more of the centers remains opetational in who}e orin

2) Explain the DOJ Settlement agreement with the state of Virginia
a. August 21, 2008 — DQOJ initiated an investigation into CVTC. A family
member filed a complaint with DOJ that their I/DD person was capable of
living in a community setting; yet, remained at CVTC
b. April 21, 2010 — DOJ put Virginia on notice that DOJ was expanding its
investigation to include all five (5) of the training centers

¢. February 10, 2011 ~ DOJ issued its findings: Virginia was not doing

enough to move the training center residents into a community setting
d. January 26, 2012 — The DOJ Settlement Agreement with the

-Commonweaith of Virginia was signed

e. August?23, 2012 - Judge Gibney issued his ruling

i. Judge Gibney made it clear that Virginia need not close the
centers: “Nothing in the decree [the DOJ Settlement Agreement]
compels Virginia to close any facility. Decisions of that sort lie in the
hands of the Virginia General Assembly [or the Governor]. If it
deems it wise, the General Assembly [or the Governor] can
appropriate funds to continue to operate some or all of the Training
Centers, even while funding the Medicaid waivers.”

a. Our previous Governor signed a ruling that all but one of the Training Centers
in Virginia would be closed and these individuals would be moved into the.
community

a. This is not required under the settlement agreement; the agreement
states that individuals and/or legal guardians can choose a training

center environment for the individual.

w
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b. The training center that was chosen to remain open is SEVTC in
Chesapeake, which has 75 beds and 69 are filled. This is too far for
the families of the SWVTC to drive and visit their loved ones.

b. Our current Governor could reverse this procedure with a stroke of his pen.

c. Virginia Code 37.2-837{A)}(3) states that people can have the choice of a
Training Center. “Pursuant to regulations of the Centers for Medicare &
Medicaid Services and the Department of Medical Assistance Services, no
consumer at a training center who is enrolled in Medicaid shall be discharged
if the consumer or his legally authorized representative on his behalf chooses
to continue receiving services in a training center.”

3) If SWVTC clloses, this locality will be responsible to help make sure that all of the
services that are now available at the training center will be available in the
community setting. The settlement agreement states that the care must be as
good as, or better than, the individual is currently receiving.

a. SB627 (2015): 1. § 1. “That the Department of Behavioral Health and
Developmental Services shall, before transferring any training center
resident to another training center or to community-based care,
provide written certification to such training center resident or his
legally authorized representative that (i) the receiving training center
or community-based option provides a quality of care that is
comparable to that provided in the resident's current training center
regarding medical, health, developmental, and behavioral care and
safety and (ii) all permissible placement options available under the
Commonwealth's August 23, 2012, settlement agreement with the
U.S. Department of Justice, including the option to remain in a
training center, have been disclosed to the training center resident or
his legally authorized representative. A training center resident or his
legally authorized representative may waive the certification

requirement imposed in clause (i).”

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b. As we well know, this region is sorely lacking in appropriate community
housing, supports, services, medical care, and safety for the /DD
individuals.

4) The services presently offered at SWVTC are as follows: medical care (doctor
on staff Monday-Friday and on call nights and weekends), 24 hour nursing
services, pharmaceutical services, 24 hour direct care services, occupational
therapy, physical therapy, speech therapy, dental services, when needed,
including routine exams, (NOTE: this dental clinic is utilized by other /DD people
living in our SW Virginia region), neurology, dietary, community involvement
including, and not limited to, work possibilities, trips, volunteer work, and any
other activity that enhances the lives of each individual and meets their needs.
The individuals must have a safe environment where their safety and the safety
of others are of the utmost importance.

5) Individuals must have the same type of setting, including and not limited to,
private bedrooms, a comfortable, home-like setting, outdoor space in which to

_ move about freely and in saféty.

6) The secure setting of the individual's surroundings is mandatory. Some cottages
have attractive fencing around the yards, allowing the residents safety while
freely moving about.

| 7) Each individual must be able to thrive while déveloping that individual's wishes
and talents. For example, at SWVTC, there are numerous far-ranging Hobby
Clubs that cater to the residents’ interests, such as Cooking, Gardening, and
Hiking. At SWVTC there is a large contingency of volunteers that interact with
~ the residents both on-campus and off-campus.
8) The health of all individuals is the most important requirement, this has to be

guaranteed to be the best possibile care equal to or better than the training
center. The medical staff at SWVTC is intimately familiar with each resident and
that person’s medical needs and requirements.

9) What is the Carroll County willing, and financially able, to provide for our loved

ones? Can the county take on this enormous responsibility and financial

burden?
