WHEREAS, The Virginia Department of Transportation (“VDOT”) has
developed guidelines for requests for transportation projects under the Smart Scale
program; and

WHEREAS, The Town of Christiansburg has requested funding under the
Smart Scale program for an extension of Parkway Drive from its current terminus
to an intersection with South Franklin Street; and

WHEREAS, Both the Town of Christiansburg and the New River Valley
Metropolitan Planning Organization (“MPO”) have adopted resolutions of support
for the request; and

WHEREAS, VDOT has requested that Montgomery County also adopt a
resolution in support of the Town’s Smart Scale request, as a portion of the proposed
project lies outside of the Town’s corporate limits; and

WHEREAS, Montgomery County’s support of the project does not obligate
the County to provide funding for any portion of the project.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Board of Supervisors
of Montgomery County hereby endorses the Town of Christiansburg’s application
to the Smart Scale program for an extension of Parkway Drive, from its current
terminus to an intersection with South Franklin Street.

3) Intersection upgrade at N. Franklin Street and Depot Street to add dedicated left tum lanes for
northbound and southbound N. Franklin Street traffic

4) Parkway Drive extension to 8. Franklin Street

pay its share of the total cost for preliminary engineering, right-of~way and construction of these
projects in accordance with Code of Virginia § 33.1-44 and that if the Town of Christiansburg
