A. SUBJECT: MOUNTAIN VALLEY PIPELINE

RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE VIRGINIA DEPARTMENT OF CONSERVATION
AND RECREATION (VDCR) PROPOSED MODIFICATION TO THE MVP PIPELINE
CORRIDOR TO REDUCE IMPACTS TO SLUSSERS CHAPEL CONSERVATION SITE
AND REQUEST OF THE UNITED STATES FOREST SERVICE TO LIMIT ANY
RIGHT OF WAY GRANT THROUGH THE NATIONAL FOREST TO FIFTY FEET

WHEREAS, Mountain Valley Pipeline, LLC, (“Mountain Valley
Pipeline”) proposes to construct and operate a three hundred one (301) mile long,
forty-two (42) inch diameter natural gas pipeline and associated facilities between
Wetzel, West Virginia and Pittsylvania County, Virginia, traversing approximately
nineteen (19) miles through Montgomery County; and
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WHEREAS, The Virginia Department of Conservation and Recreation
(VDCR) has proposed a modification to both the proposed corridor (MVVP-REV4)
and the Mount Tabor Alternative in a submittal dated September 9, 2016. “As
proposed, both the proposed corridor and the Mount Tabor Alternative cross the
center of the Slussers Chapel Conservation Site, including several tributaries to the
sinking stream that enters Slussers Chapel Cave and/or Mill Creek, which sinks into
the system as well. These tributaries are first and second order streams that are
extremely flood prone, lying along the lower, southeastern slopes of Brush
Mountain. Such slope areas will be difficult to revegetate and will be subject to high
erosion both during and subsequent to construction.”?

WHEREAS, The VDCR determined that the area previously thought to be a
Wilderness Area, was confined to the north slope of the National Forest and not the
south slope, they “recommend avoidance of the Slussers Chapel Conservation Site.
Routing the pipeline north along or near these topographic divides could avoid or
minimize the disturbance of channels, and by removing the pipeline from areas of
concentrated water flow significantly reduce the potential for erosion and
sedimentation to affect the underground streams and caves of the Slussers Chapel
Conservation Site. This, or a similar modification could greatly reduce the potential
impact to the Slussers Chapel Conservation Site, cave and karst hydrology and
associated lands in conservation management.”?

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of Supervisors of
the County of Montgomery, Virginia, that should the United States Forest Service
provide written concurrence to the BLM in accordance with Title 43 Code of Federal
Regulations (CR) Part 2882.3(i), and a ROW Grant is issued, then:

I. the 500-foot ROW in the “new Rx 5C land allocation,” should be
limited to 50 feet, and the USFS Land Resource Management Plan
(LRMP) prescription should also be limited to 50 feet, which would
discourage future collocation opportunities for utility corridors, and

ii. the modification as discussed by the VDCR in their letter to FERC,
dated September 9, 2016, to minimize negative impacts to the Slussers
Chapel Conservation Site should be adopted.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, By the Board of Supervisors of the
County of Montgomery, Virginia, that the Board of Supervisors hereby directs
staff to transmit this Resolution to FERC for inclusion in Docket Number CP 16-
10-000.

TO THE UNITED STATES FOREST SERVICE LAND RESOURCE MANAGEMENT
PLAN TO PROVIDE MVP A RIGHT OF WAY GRANT TO CONSTRUCT PIPELINE
ON FEDERAL LANDS MANAGED BY THE U.S. FOREST SERVICE

WHEREAS, Mountain Valley Pipeline, LLC, (“Mountain Valley
Pipeline”) proposes to construct and operate a three hundred one (301) mile long,
forty-two (42) inch diameter natural gas pipeline and associated facilities between
Wetzel, West Virginia and Pittsylvania County, Virginia, traversing approximately
nineteen (19) miles through Montgomery County; and

WHEREAS, The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) in the US
Department of the Interior, has requested comments on the issuance of a Right-of
Way (ROW) Grant that would permit the pipeline to be constructed on Federal
lands managed by the United States Forest Service (USFS) and the United States
Army Corps of Engineers (USACE), specifically crossing the Jefferson National
Forest on Brush Mountain in Montgomery County, Virginia, the headwaters to
Mill Creek and Slussers Chapel Cave, and bisecting the state designated Slussers
Chapel Conservation Site; and

WHEREAS, The BLM’s purpose and need for the proposed amendments
are a ROW application grant submitted by Mountain Valley Pipeline on April 5,
2016, to cross federal lands under the jurisdiction of the USFS and the USACE.
Before issuing the ROW Grant, the BLM must receive written concurrence from
both agencies, or any specific stipulations applicable to “their lands, facilities,
waterbodies, and easements for inclusion in the ROW Grant;”* and

WHEREAS, The purpose and need for the amendments to the USFS Land
Resource Management Plan (LRMP) would be a “plan-level amendment that
would change future management direction for the lands reallocated to a new

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management prescription (Rx) and is required by LRMP Standard FW-248;”4
those amendments are:

Proposed Amendment 1 —The LRMP would be amended to reallocate 186 acres
to the Management Prescription 5C—Designated Utility Corridors from these Rxs:
4J—Urban/Suburban Interface (56 acres); 6C—OIld Growth Forest Communities-
Disturbance Associated (19 ac); and 8A1—Mix of Successional Habitats in
Forested Landscapes (111 acres).

Rx 5C—Designated Utility Corridors contain special uses which serve a public
benefit by providing a reliable supply of electricity, natural gas, or water essential
to local, regional, and national economies. The new Rx 5C land allocation would
be 500 feet wide (250 feet wide on each side of the pipeline), with two exceptions:
(1) The area where the pipeline crosses Rx 4A—Appalachian National Scenic
Trail Corridor would remain in Rx 4A; and (2) the new 5C area would not cross
into Peters Mountain Wilderness so the Rx 5C area would be less than 500 feet
wide along the boundary of the Wilderness.

The second type of amendment would be a “project-specific amendment” that
would apply only to the construction and operation of this pipeline. The following
amendments would grant a temporary “waiver' to allow the project to proceed.
These amendments would not change LRMP requirements for other projects or
authorize any other actions.

Proposed Amendment 2 — The LRMP would be amended to allow construction
of the MVP pipeline to exceed restrictions on soil conditions and riparian corridor
conditions as described in LRMP standards FW-5, FW-9, FW-13, FW-14 and 11-
017, provided that mitigation measures or project requirements agreed upon by the
Forest Service are implemented as needed.

Proposed Amendment 3 - The LRMP would be amended to allow the removal of
old growth trees within the construction corridor of the MVP pipeline. (reference
LRMP Standard FW-77)

Proposed Amendment 4 — The LRMP would be amended to allow the MVP
pipeline to cross the Appalachian National Scenic Trail (ANST) on Peters
Mountain. The Scenic Integrity Objective (SIO) for the Rx 4A area and the ANST
will be changed from High to Moderate. This amendment also requires the SIO of
Moderate to be achieved within five to ten years following completion of the
project to allow for vegetation growth. (reference LRMP Standards 4A-021 and
4A-028).°

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WHEREAS, Proposed Amendment 1 would allow a 500 foot utility
corridor through the forest, allowing multiple disruptions of steep slopes
repeatedly for each new pipeline, and make a huge visual scar through the forest,
as well as causing severe erosion and sedimentation impacts on the mountain
slopes and on private property as it exits; and

WHEREAS, Proposed Amendment 2 would allow construction to exceed
restrictions on soil conditions and riparian corridors. Presently the Forest Service
requires Standards for construction. Standard FW-5 requires that “on all soils
dedicated to growing vegetation, the organic layers, topsoil, and root mat be left in
place over at least 85% of the activity area and revegetation accomplished in 5
years.” Standard FW-9 requires that “Heavy equipment is operated so that soil
indentations, ruts, or furrows are aligned on the contour and the slope of such
indentations is 5% or less.” Standard 11-017 allows for tree removal from the
riparian corridor only to enhance the recovery of diversity of vegetation native to
the site, or to rehabilitate natural and human caused disturbances, or to provide
habitat improvements for aquatic or riparian species. Relaxing these standards
would allow National Forest destruction for the benefit of a private for-profit
corporation to the detriment of the public and future generations; and

WHEREAS, Proposed Amendment 3 would allow the removal of old
growth forest. MVP has unilaterally decided, “For purposes of MVP planning, the
following forest types are considered well represented in the current inventory of
existing old growth for the Jefferson National Forest...and may be cut through
resource management activities”. This proposal by MVP indicates that a private
for-profit company assumes that their knowledge and interests supersede the plans
and recommendations of the professional planners of the Forest Service; and

WHEREAS, Proposed Amendment 4 would amend the Forest Plan to
allow the MVP to cross the Appalachian National Scenic Trail (ANST) on Peter’s
Mountain. Presently the forest plan requires all management activities to meet or
exceed a Scenic Index Observation (S10) of High and to locate new public utilities
and rights-of-way in areas where impacts already exist. MVP would amend the
Forest Plan to change the SIO for this area from High to Moderate with an
additional requirement that would allow the SIO to finally achieve Moderate status
in 5-10 years. This would be an unacceptable concession for the ANST, one of our
national treasures especially since the Forest Service Plan already requires that
new public utilities and Rights-of-way be located where major impacts already
exist. MVP Hybrid Alternative 1A does cross the Appalachian Trail at an existing
electric line Right-of-Way.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of Supervisors of
the County of Montgomery, Virginia, that the Board of Supervisors hereby
strongly opposes the proposed amendments to the USFS’s LRMP to provide a
ROW Grant permitting the crossing of Federal lands, owned by all Americans, for
the purposes of the construction of the Mountain Valley Pipeline.
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, By the Board of Supervisors of the
County of Montgomery, Virginia, that the Board of Supervisors hereby opposes
the proposed Mountain Valley Pipeline Project filed under Docket Number CP16-

WHEREAS, The Economic Development Authority of Montgomery
County, Virginia (the "Authority") has approved the application of Virginia Tech
Foundation, Inc. (the "Borrower"), a nonstock, not-for-profit Virginia corporation,
requesting that the Authority issue up to $142,100,000 of its revenue bonds in one
or more series at one time or from time to time (the "Bonds") to provide funds to the
Borrower to finance the plan of finance (the "Plan of Finance") described below:

1) To refund all or a portion of (a) the Authority's Variable Rate
Revenue Bonds (Virginia Tech Foundation), Series 2005 (Non-AMT) (the "Series
2005 Bonds"), in the original principal amount of $49,830,000, (b) the Authority's
Revenue Bonds (Virginia Tech Foundation), Series 2009A (the "Series 2009A
Bonds") in the initial principal amount of $71,480,000, (c) the Authority's Revenue
Refunding Bonds (Virginia Tech Foundation), Series 2010A (the "Series 2010A
Bonds") in the original principal amount of $53,155,000 and (d) the Authority's
Revenue and Refunding Bonds (Virginia Tech Foundation), Series 2011A (the
"Series 2011A Bonds" and collectively with the Series 2005 Bonds, the Series
2009A Bonds, and Series 2010A Bonds, the "Prior Bonds"), in the original principal
amount of $53,275,000, each of which financed or refinanced costs associated with
certain facilities owned (unless otherwise indicated) by the Foundation or the
Virginia Polytechnic and State University (the "University"), including facilities or
projects commonly referred to as:

@) To refinance the costs associated with the acquisition, construction
and improvement of the Collegiate Square Shopping Center, located at Prices Fork
Road and Turner Street in Blacksburg, Virginia; and

(3) To finance, if and as needed, capitalized interest on the Bonds, a debt
service reserve fund for the Bonds and costs of issuance related to the issuance of
the Bonds, including costs associated with terminating any interest rate hedge
agreement related to any Prior Bonds.

WHEREAS, The Authority held a public hearing on November 15, 2016;
and

WHEREAS, Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as
amended (the "Code"), provides that the governmental unit having jurisdiction over
the issuer of private activity bonds and over the area in which any facility financed
with the proceeds of private activity bonds is located must approve the issuance of
the bonds and Section 15.2-4906 of the Industrial Development and Revenue Bond
Act, Chapter 49, Title 15.2, Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended ("Act") sets forth
the procedure for such approval; and

WHEREAS, The Authority issues its bonds on behalf of Montgomery
County, Virginia (the "County"), the facilities to be financed and refinanced with
the proceeds of the Bonds are located in the County and the Board of Supervisors
of Montgomery County, Virginia (the "Board"), constitutes the highest elected
governmental unit of the County; and

WHEREAS, The Authority has recommended that the County approve the
Plan of Finance and the issuance of the Bonds; and

WHEREAS, A copy of the Authority's resolution approving the issuance of
the Bonds, subject to the terms to be agreed upon, a certificate of the public hearing
and a Fiscal Impact Statement have been filed with the Board.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF
SUPERVISORS OF MONTGOMERY COUNTY, VIRGINIA:

1. The Board approves the issuance of the Bonds, in an aggregate
principal amount up to $142,100,000, by the Authority for the benefit of the
Borrower, solely to the extent required by Section 147(f) of the Code and Section
15.2-4906 of the Act, to permit the Authority to assist in accomplishing the Plan of
Finance.

2. The approval of the issuance of the Bonds does not constitute an
endorsement to a prospective purchaser of the Bonds of the creditworthiness of the
Plan of Finance or the Borrower. In accordance with Section 15.2-4909 of the Act,
the Bonds shall not be deemed to constitute a debt or a pledge of the faith and credit
or taxing power of the Commonwealth or any political subdivision thereof,
including the Authority and the County.

3. This resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, The Board of Supervisors of
the County of Montgomery, Virginia approves a county-wide ban on open air
burning effective November 15, 2016 and supports continuation of the ban until
lifted by the County Emergency Services Coordinator.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, The County Administrator is authorized to
enact future bans as needed or requested by the County‘s Emergency Services
Coordinator.
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ISSUE/PURPOSE: Authorize a County-Wide Ban on Open Fires.

BE IT RESOLVED, The Board of Supervisors of Montgomery County,
Virginia hereby cancels its November 28, 2016 meeting due to the holidays.

ISSUE/PURPOSE: Resolution to cancel the November 28, 2016
meeting.
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Proposal and recommendation from “The Friends of the Meadow” to the Montgomery
County Board of Supervisors regarding the disposal of former AEP Property, Tax Parcel
No. 054-A 4A, Parcel ID 035574 for development. hereinafter referred to as “The Property

or the Meadow”

Friends of the Meadow proposes that the ~9.25 acres of the former AEP property North of Nik
Ryan drive be conveyed to the Town of Blacksburg with the stipulation that the property be used
in perpetuity as a passive recreational area with no permanent structures erected, parking
facilities or roads constructed, or other development to be conducted except those in
accordance with the existing passive recreational use. Structures such as simple playgrounds,
picnic shelters, limited parking and a modest community garden shall be allowed. The
remaining ~2.75 acres south of Nik Ryan Drive shall be conveyed to the neighboring landowner,
Jeff Stosser, for $100,000 with the stipulation that no more than one single family dwelfing may
be constructed on the remainder of the property after any lot lines are redrawn. Additionally, we
request that a sign (or plaque of some sort) be erected in the Meadow or at the entrance to
honor Mrs. Annette Perkins for her efforts in obtaining and preserving the property.

HISTORY AND PHYSICAL ASPECTS OF THE PROPERTY- The main access point to this
property is at the south end of Shelor Lane and is located in Montgomery County, but is
adjacent to Nellie's Cave Park in Blacksburg. This was originally about a 20 acre farm
belonging to the Shelor family. The land also sits at the very top of Nellie’s Cave Mountain with
both open fields and forest. There are tremendous mountain top views to the east, south and
west.

Over 15 years ago when the Shelor family sold the property, American Appalachian Power
purchased the farm and sought permission from Montgomery County to allow an electric
substation to be built. AEP used a corner of the property for construction of the electric
substation, and Annette Perkins was instrumental in her position as a member of the
Montgomery County Board of Supervisors to have AEP convey 12 acres to the county. 1t is our
understanding that studies were made for the best uses of the property and a decision was
made for the property to remain natural with no immediate plans for development.

Much of the property is a hilltop/mountain top with two major sinkhole areas consistent with
karst topography. Soon after the property was conveyed to the county, some neighboring
residents approached the Montgomery County General Services Department and the
Montgomery County Parks and Recreation department and obtained permission to mow grass
walking trails.

Thereafter, the neighboring residents mowed and maintained grass walking trials over a large
portion of the 12 acre property. Montgomery County was kind enough to provide some gates to
discourage vehicle traffic on the 12 acre property. Also Montgomery County has routinely






mowed and bush hogged the fields twice each year to keep the fields from becoming
overgrown.

RECREATIONAL USES OF THE PROPERTY- Over the years, this property has seen a
continued increase use by the citizens of Montgomery County and the neighboring citizens.
Such uses have been primarily walking the trails, enjoying the natural setting and view, dog
walking, children playing and sleigh riding on the hills when it snows. A trail was also developed
from the top of the property down the woods to connect to Nellie’s Cave Park. The
neighborhoods of Shelor Lane, Crestwood Drive and Nik Ryan Drive have no sidewalks, so the
trail to Nellie's Cave Park is heavily used as a way to Nellie's Cave Park.

Additionally, the Nellie's Cave Park Nature Trail/Arboretum connects to the same trail leading
down from the Meadow allowing persons using the town park to access the hiking trails in the
Meadow. There are several apartments and condominium complexes surrounding Nellie's
Cave Park, and many of those residents hike up the hill to the Meadow to enjoy the hiking trails.

ABANDONED STRUCTURE ON PROPERTY- Thankfully, there have been no reported serious
injuries of persons using this property of the 15 years. However, there is a dilapidated structure
that is potentially an ‘attractive nuisance’. The Montgomery County Sheriff's Department has
been called to the property in the past for concerns about persons being in the structure. We
recommend the structure be demolished to reduce the chance of injury and to enhance the
natural setting of the property. It is our hope that should the Town of Blacksburg accept the
property with restrictions, the Town will demolish the building and remove the debris.

FRIENDS OF THE MEADOW - In the summer of 20186, persons interested in the property
heard that Montgomery County was considering selling the Meadow property. Neighbors and
concerned citizens came together to seek the preservation of the beautiful natural area. A
petition was circulated in the neighborhoods with in excess of 100 signatures seeking
preservation of the entire parcel. A committee of approximately 6 people representing the
interests of the community has been meeting regularly to develop plans and proposals to help
preserve the property.

THANKS AND RECOGNITION The Friends of the Meadow wish to expressly thank Supervisor
Annette Perkins for having the foresight and courage to obtain and preserve this beautiful
natural area for all of the citizens of Montgomery County. We also wish to thank the County for
mowing and bush hogging the area over the years to keep it from becoming overgrown. The
County also installed two gates to discourage unwarranted vehicle traffic which would destroy
the natural walking trails. Finally, we also wish to thank Chris Tuck and the current Board of
Supervisors its willingness to consider proposals to preserve this special piece of land for
current and future citizens of Montgomery County and the Town of Blacksburg.

PUBLIC ADDRESS

Kenneth Hester reported on the newly formed Montgomery County Sheriff’s Office Citizen
Support Group. Mr. Hester stated the mission is to support and recognize the individuals and
organizations within the Montgomery County Sheriff’s Office that continuously support the
residents and businesses of Montgomery County. The Citizen Support Group will support
community events to foster better county resident awareness of MCSO duties and activities,
acknowledge the Sheriff’s employees life events and assist the Sheriff’s Office as requested. Mr.
Hester thanked the Christiansburg Police Department Citizen Support Gorup, Bill and Cindy
Turner and Rhonda Rash for their help in getting the Montgomery County Sheriff’s Office Citizen
Support Group started.

Joel Herbein spoke in support of the resolution listed on the Board’s agenda supporting efforts to
obtain additional funding for a grade separated interchange as a permanent solution to the safety
issues at the U.S. 460 and North Main Street interchange. He thanked the Board of Supervisors
for their support.

Mode Johnson requested the Board of Supervisors to petition the Virginia Department of
Transportation to restrict through tractor-trailer trucks and other long-load vehicles on Mount
Tabor Road for health, safety and welfare of its citizens. Ms. Johnson stated over the years many
tractor trailers, mobile home and other long-load vehicles were not able to safely complete the
hairpin turn, blocking the road to traffic in both directions for hours. VDOT did place signs at
each end of the road warning tractor trailers drivers that through traffic is not recommended. This
has reduced the number of trucks; however, it has not solved the problem. Ms. Johnson stated that
public safety is affected since first responders cannot pass a tractor trailer incident and must
respond to 911 calls via Dry Run Road or Gallion Ridge Road, which adds to the response time.
Ms. Johnson submitted a map of Mt. Tabor showing the hairpin turn location and photographs
showing the damages to the road and guardrail of the most recent incident on May 12, 2016.
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Sandy Schlaudecker expressed concern with discrepancies in the information that Mountain
Valley Pipeline (MVP) has sent to FERC. She asked if anyone from Montgomery County is
reviewing the information MVP has submitted regarding Montgomery County. Ms.
Schlaudecker also spoke in favor of a grade interchange at the North Main Street/US 460
intersection, and restricting truck traffic on Mt. Tabor Road.

Diane Richardson expressed her appreciation to the Board for considering hiring outside legal
counsel in the fight against the Mountain Valley Pipeline. She understands there may be
conflicts in considering Water & Powers law firm due to the resolutions adopted by Montgomery
County may differ from other localities’ position on the pipeline. Ms. Richardson believes that
these differences may be worked out as it is best to work as a region and there may be cost
savings to hire the same legal counsel.

Linda Majors spoke in support of restricting truck traffic on Mt. Tabor Road. There is a hairpin
turn that is steep and the majority of the trucks are not able to make the turn. She stated that
during the construction of the proposed pipeline the company will use Mt. Tabor Road. Ms.
Majors also supports a grade separated interchange at the North Main Street/US 460 intersection.

Javad Torabinejad thanked the Board for supporting a grade separated interchange at the North
Main Street/US 460 intersection. He believes it would be beneficial for the Town of Blacksburg
to take into consideration the concerns by the County and the citizens before making a decision
on type of upgrade it needs at this intersection. Mr. Torabinejad also asked the Board to make
careful decisions regarding the former Blacksburg High School property.

Bill Turner supports restricting truck traffic on Mt. Tabor Road. Mr. Turner stated he does a lot
of work along Mt. Tabor Road and it is hard to navigate a large truck on this road. He also
expressed his support for a grade separated interchange at the North Main Street/US 460
intersection. Mr. Turner thanked Mr. Hester for recognizing him and Cindy for helping with the
creation of the Montgomery County Sheriff’s Office Citizen Support Group. He credits all law
enforcement and first responders for all they do as many don’t understand what they go through
on a daily basis and putting their lives on the line.

Chair Tuck reported that residents who live on Mt. Tabor Road (SR 624) have requested that
tractor trailers be restricted from use of the road. According to the residents’ tractor-trailers,
mobile homes and other long-load vehicles were not able to safely complete the hairpin turn on
Mt. Tabor Road, blocking the road to traffic in both directions. A list of issues that could arise
was submitted as follows:

- All traffic can be blocked in both directions for hours.

- Public safety is affected since first responders cannot pass the tractor-trailer truck
incident and must respond to 911 calls via Dry Run Road or Gallion Ridge Road which
increases the response time.

- Health of residents could be affected if hazardous materials are spilled into Mill Creek
that flows under the hairpin curve.

- Family welfare could be affected if residents cannot reach work, school, daycare,
appointments, etc. in a timely manner.

- Repeated repair to the guardrail and road could cost thousands of dollars to taxpayers.

- Expense to truck owner for repair of the guardrail and road.

- Expense to truck owner to have truck extricated and repaired.

Chair Tuck stated that the Virginia Department of Transportation has guidelines for considering
requests to restrict through trucks on primary and secondary roads. A copy of the guidelines was
provided to the Board members. Reasonable alternate routing must be provided.

The County Administrator reported there was discussion with Dan Brugh, MPO Executive
Director, regarding the history of the road. Mr. Brugh suggested that the County request
information from VDOT on history of accidents and type of trucks involved in accidents.

The Board discussed the concerns and issues the residents have expressed to them regarding Mt.
Tabor Road. By consensus, the Board agreed to pursue restricting tractor trailers on Mt. Tabor
Road.

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basically updating, but also bringing about a new approach to a possible fee structure and
charging more, but doing it in a different way, along with other issues that need to be addressed.
This will be on the Board’s agenda in July for a work session. Following a work session, the
Board will be asked to advertise the ordinance for approval, most likely in August.

Dear Mr. Tuck and Supervisors:

| am writing on behalf of the Freedom From Religion Foundation (“FFRF”) to urge you not to display the
phrase “In God We Trust” in council chambers. We were contacted by a concerned Montgomery County
resident. FFRF is a national nonprofit organization with nearly 24,000 non-religious members across the
country, including more than 500 in Virginia. FFRF’s purpose is to protect the constitutional principle of
separation between state and church.

It is our understanding that the controversial national motto, “In God We Trust”, is being considered for
display in Montgomery County council chambers.

It is inappropriate for Montgomery County to display “In God We Trust” on county property.
Statements about a god have no place in public buildings. Elected officials should not use their
government position and government property to promote their religious views. Supervisors are
elected to represent all residents of Montgomery County, including those who do not believe in a
monotheistic god or any gods.

As you are aware, citizens interact with and rely on the Board of Supervisors —as elected officials—in
order to voice concerns. Citizens should not be made to feel offended, excluded, or like political
outsiders because the local government they support with their taxes oversteps its power by
prominently placing a religious statement in the place they go to participate in local government. Nor
should the Board of Supervisors turn religious citizens into “insiders”. We think you’ll agree that
Montgomery County must be even-handed and avoid any appearance of bias toward some citizens and
hostility toward others.

Citizens of Montgomery County place trust in their elected officials that they will attend to their elected
secular duties. Spending taxpayer time and dime on resolutions about a god is beyond the scope of
secular government. Additionally, it does not inspire confidence that county officials apparently feel “In
God We Trust” must be displayed in council chambers in order to make the right civic decisions.

The history of the motto “In God We Trust” evidences no secular purpose; on the contrary, the motto
was first adopted during the Cold War as a reaction to the purported “godlessness” of communism.
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America’s original motto was purely secular — “E Pluribus Unum” (“out of many [come] one”) — and was
selected by a distinguished committee of Thomas Jefferson, John Adams, and Benjamin Franklin.

Overall, 23% of Americans identify as nonreligious. That an 8-point increase since 2007 and 15-point
jump since 1990 makes the “nons” the fastest growing identification in America. Nationally, about 35%
of millennials are nonreligious. “In God We Trust” is not even accurate. For it to be accurate, it would
have to read, “In God Some of Us Trust”, and that would make a very silly motto.

On behalf of Montgomery County residents and taxpayers, we urge you to abstain from placing “In God
We Trust “ in council chambers. The Montgomery County Board of Supervisors should respect the rights
of conscience of all citizens, including those who in good conscience reject belief in a god. Please inform
us in writing of the actions you are taking on this matter. We look forward to a reply at your earliest
convenience.

Susan Miller 3005 Mudpike Road, Christiansburg Ms. Miller is currently the Chair of the Parks
and Recreation Commission, and addressed the Board about the proposed Parks and Recreation
Master Plan that was presented earlier in this meeting. Ms. Miller considers the plan a road map
for the future in Montgomery County, and asked that Board members read and act on the plan.
She went on to compliment the Director of the Parks and Recreation Department, Mitchell
Haugh, saying that he squeezes every penny out of every dollar he is given for use in recreational
services; and he has spent untold hours at the frog pond to make it right for all our community
members to come and enjoy. Ms. Miller has read the proposed Plan many times and admits to its
many facets which will require discussion and some decision making by the Parks and
Recreation Commission and by the Board of Supervisors. She found the most shocking point
being the fact that per capita in our region, Montgomery County is far behind all of our
neighboring areas in financial commitment to parks and recreation, which she finds alarming
considering what services are provided to our citizens. Ms. Miller invited Board members to
participate in the Montgomery County parks and recreation activities, free of charge, so they
could see, feel and experience recreation at its best. She thanked the Board for their time and
commitment to Montgomery County.

Jamie Bond, 2263 Pilot Road, Christiansburg spoke in support of putting “In God We Trust” on
the wall of the Government Center, located in a country that was founded on Godly belief. One
argument is that the Board of Supervisors represents the whole county, with which she agrees.
The Board represents her as well, and every other believer in this county that is here, and those
who have not yet been here but know this issue was up for a vote tonight. We live in a digital
world where most people don’t read the newspaper any more. Ms. Bond cannot imagine not
having faith and trust in God. She asked that the Board consider tabling their vote so more
citizens may have a chance to share their opinions. She asked that the Board find another venue
other than the newspaper, to let people know because people who aren’t in local government
don’t hear about things that on the agenda and don’t really look because they feel like they
elected the Board of Supervisors to represent them.

Brian Farrell, 4006 Eastview Terrace, Blacksburg asked the Board to not support the resolution
to add “In God We Trust” to the board chambers. Mr. Farrell stated that he is an atheist, and
when he attended the last Board meeting, he thought it was very interesting listening to
everybody who spoke in support of the resolution because it sounded to him like a lot of those
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talks were forms of preaching and not forms of debate. They sought to make it clear that this is a
Christian county, that everyone should believe as they do, they clearly supported the idea of
bringing God and prayer back in schools. He remembers that someone read from a quote that he
(Mr. Farrell) was a fool for not believing in God. Mr. Farrell believes that a part of the Board’s
task as being secular supervisors is making sure that personal beliefs about religion don’t
override their secular duty. He asked the Board to not support the resolution, or to table it
indefinitely. Other options are available, such as the county motto or the fantastic display of art
from children from across the county.

Bobby Alderman, 3351 North Fork Road in Elliston spoke in support of putting up the sign “In
God We Trust”. He believes Montgomery County is a Christian county, and as a Christian he
asked that they stand up for his God. Referencing the statement made by the previous speaker
that someone had called him a fool because he doesn’t believe in God. Mr. Alderman explained
that the person had not called him a fool. God says in his heart, God says that he is a fool that
doesn’t believe in his God, and the Bible says that.

Betty Hanes, 160 Rosehill Drive in Christiansburg said she prays every day that the Board would
consider putting “In God We Trust” up in the board chambers. We are a Christian nation but
there are many people that are against God, but we need to trust in Him. She asked the Board to
please consider putting the motto “In God We Trust” in the board chambers.

Wendell Bond, 2263 Pilot Road in Christiansburg spoke in support of the motto “In God We
Trust”. He reminded everyone that is talking about this being Christian issues, that this country
was founded on Christian values. Five times the word God is mentioned in the Declaration of
Independence and while it is not specifically mentioned in the Constitution, the founders that
created the Constitution based it upon God’s law. When everyone stood at the beginning of this
meeting to recite the Pledge of Allegiance, the word God was also mentioned there. Mr. Bond
explained that when this country was formed with Godly values, and if you look, a lot of people
don’t understand this but a lot institutions back then didn’t have a lot of buildings. They only
had one and it had to serve as a church, had to serve as a court, it had multiple purposes. If you
look at some of the early church buildings you will see the glass over the top has three triangles,
two looking up and one looking down. One represented government, one represented the
church, with the triangle in the middle looking both up and down, represented by our God
overlooking it all.

Thelma Hutchins, 2605 Warmhearth Drive in Blacksburg stated that not everyone in this area is
a Christian. Saying that you aren’t a Christian and if you don’t participate in this religion, you
are a second-class citizen. She deems that religion should not play a part in civil life, and only a
percentage of people in this area are Christians. We need to take into account that there are
people who are not Christians that also live in this county and to act accordingly.

At the request of the County Administrator, this matter was deferred to the Board’s July 11, 2016
meeting.

“In God We Trust” Motto

Supervisor Todd King reminded everyone that he brought a petition (which he did not collect) to
the Board’s June 13" meeting. The citizens in Montgomery County collected the signatures on
the petition. The signatures were from all around the County — Blacksburg, Christiansburg,
Riner, Shawsville, all areas of the County. Supervisor King expressed his appreciation to all the
citizens who had come to this meeting, whether they supported or opposed putting the motto “In
God We Trust” in the Board chambers. He appreciates them coming to the meeting and being
involved in local government.

E-2 Precinct Polling Place — Change in Location

The Electoral Board and Registrar recently requested that the E-2 precinct polling place be
moved from the Long Shop/McCoy Fire Department to Price’s Fork Elementary School. The
residents of the McCoy area have asked that it not be moved because they want to keep the
polling place at the center of all the community’s activities.

Supervisor Darrell Sheppard reported that he had met with the Long Shop/McCoy Fire Chief and
others in the department, and they agreed to use part of the base where the fire trucks are parked
for the polling locations, which would give them at least three times more room than they have
now. The parking is just not an issue there. Other events are held there which bring a lot more
than 14 vehicles. Supervisor Sheppard had spoken to the Registrar prior to speaking with the
Fire Chief and the Registrar agreed that if they could get twice the amount of space he felt like
that would be sufficient.

Supervisor Todd King said he had spoken to the Registrar earlier on this date, and the Registrar
told him that his main concern was parking. However, Supervisor King pointed out that there is
plenty of parking in the back. Supervisor King also spoke to Supervisor Sheppard earlier on this
date about his concerns with pulling the trucks out in the winter time in freezing weather.
Following their discussion it was decided that the boats would be pulled out instead.
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Supervisor Sheppard understands there are some issues at other precincts as well. His intention
before the next presidential election, or sooner if possible, is to add a precinct to that district. Not
only split the one for McCoy, but also the one at the Lutheran Church due to the number of
people who go there to vote.

Alliance for Better Childcare Strategies

In December 2015 the County Administrator was asked to serve as a board member for the
Alliance for Better Childcare Strategies, an initiative that is being spearheaded by Virginia Tech
to address the need for childcare services in our community. Their initial meeting was in
February. The mission is to build collaborative partnerships that improve the availability,
affordability, and quality of early care and education in Blacksburg, Christiansburg, and
Montgomery County. This will strengthen our early care and education infrastructure to attract
and retain talented people who have young children. The purpose of the Alliance Board is to
lead the work of the alliance by securing resources for its operations and programming,
developing policies for its operation, and monitoring its finances, programs and overall
performance. The Alliance for Better Childcare Strategies will consist of 17 total board
members, nine elected positions from the private sector and stakeholder groups, and eight ex-
officio board members including: President of Virginia Tech, President of New River
Community College, Mayor of Blacksburg, Mayor of Christiansburg, Montgomery County
Administrator, President of the Virginia Tech Corporate Research Center, Executive Director of
the Montgomery Chamber of Commerce, and the Superintendent of Montgomery County
Schools.

The Alliance Board is projecting that local governments will provide $40,000 in funding for the
project. The Towns of Blacksburg and Christiansburg and Montgomery County would each
provide 1/3 or $13,333. The County Administrator spoke with the two Town Managers recently
regarding this program, and both towns included $13,333 in their proposed FY 2016-17 budgets
for funding for this program. Because the County’s budget was already proposed and under
review by the BoS, this figure was not included in our proposed FY 17 budget for the Board’s
consideration. Within the next few weeks it is expected that Montgomery County will be asked
if we are “on board” with the program for 2016-2017. The County Administrator asked for
direction from the Board as to how this should be addressed.

Following discussion, it was the consensus of the Board to participate in the study on affordable,
quality daycare, along with Virginia Tech and the two Towns, and place on the Board’s July 11%"
agenda and appropriate the County’s share of $40,000 which is $13,333 (for one year). The
Board will then determine whether to adopt options for child care.

School Operating Fund-Request Deferred

The School Board’s request for a supplemental appropriation to the School Operating Budget for
fiscal year 2015-2016 of funds received from a variety of revenue sources as reimbursement of
expenditures already incurred, in the amount of $600,000 was deferred to the Board’s July 25, 2016
meeting.

COUNTY ATTORNEY’S REPORT

The County Attorney wanted to make a public statement that the County is close to finalizing a
contract for legal assistance to deal with the Mountain Valley Pipeline (MVP) and the Federal
Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC). It is not the same firm that adjoining localities are using,
which would be a conflict. Hopefully, everything will be finalized by the Board’s next meeting.
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COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

The County Administrator reported on the following:

-June 20" was pretty much an all-day meeting for the NRV Regional Water Authority
strategic planning. Will provide information to the BoS in the upcoming days about some
of the challenges the water authority is facing with an antiquated plant, and needs that are
going to have to be addressed.

-Had a meeting on this date with the Director of the Roanoke/Blacksburg Regional Airport,
and conversation included air service into the Roanoke Valley and the need to continue
letting folks know our concerns regarding air service there and encourage people to continue
to fly out of Roanoke. One of the things that has actually hurt some of their ability to recruit
air lines is people driving to Charlotte and Greensboro and Raleigh in North Carolina, and
they need to show that there is the business base in Roanoke. It was a very good meeting
with good attendance.

-Last week the Governor made an announcement about the $2.5 million grant for the old
Price’s Fork Elementary School project. It was a great opportunity to work collaboratively
with folks in the community and see that project take another giant step forward.

-The County Administrator and Deputy County Administrator had the opportunity to attend a

reception for Barry Helms who is retiring as Christiansburg Town Manager. The new Town
Manager, Steve Biggs, will begin the first week of July.

BOARD MEMBERS’ REPORTS

Supervisor April DeMotts referring to recent discussions about upgrades to the Board
Chambers, she requested that if there is a firm that is already involved in designing some
safety and accessibility upgrades to the room, that a presentation be made to the Board, if this
is something that would be supported by the other members of the BoS.

Carryover funds when the Board discussed carryover funds at an earlier meeting Supervisor
DeMotts had requested that the Board look into possible funding for a position in our
planning department for an environmental or comprehensive planner. She is very invested in
finding a revenue stream for adding staff to the planning department to serve in the capacity
of long range and comprehensive planning or environmental planning. She believes it would
help in navigating some of the FERC issues if there was an environmental planner on staff.
She is very interested in finding out about the carryover dollars in that department.

Mount Tabor Ruritan Club will have their next fish fry on July 9" from 5 to 7 p.m. She
invited everyone to come -the event is great and the food is delicious.

Supervisor DeMotts congratulated Downtown Blacksburg, Inc. on the great success of their
Summer Solstice Fest on June 17" in downtown Blacksburg. Supervisor DeMotts was an all-
day volunteer for the fest. She has volunteered for the festival every year since it was started
and it has really grown over time.
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Since the Board won’t be meeting again until after the 4™ of July, she wished everyone a
happy and safe 4™ of July. The Town of Blacksburg will celebrate the 4" with a parade and a
free movie at the Lyric that is sponsored by the Mount Tabor Ruritan Club. The parade
begins at 2 p.m. and the movie immediately follows. The music starts at 6 p.m. at the old
Blacksburg High School, and is followed by fireworks at 9:30 p.m.

West Virginia flood victims Supervisor DeMotts has been asked by several people if there is
anything they can do to help the flood victims in West Virginia. She looked up two ways to
help, funding and donation of time. To donate money you can go to United Way of Central
West Virginia web site a. And to volunteer as an individual or as a group, you can go to
www.volunteerwv.org The County Administrator reported that Deputy Ann McGrath in the
Sheriff’s Office is helping the flood victims. She has a trailer set up at the Sheriff’s Office
that is being filled with donations to be delivered to the flood victims in West Virginia.

Supervisor Darrell Sheppard reported that he has made several requests to the Parks and
Recreation Department, including maintenance on the walking trail or upgrading the trail.

Supervisor Todd King complemented the Parks and Recreation Director and his staff for the
excellent job they did on the frog pond. He suggested that anyone who hasn’t been over to
the frog pond should go over and take a look at it. The County is fortunate to have such good
employees.

Supervisor Annette Perkins had several things to report about the last two School Board
meetings she attended. Several policy changes were made, including:

-People who address the School Board cannot be from outside of Montgomery County unless
there is leftover time.

-The School Board Chair can make exception for business people who live outside the
County if they are doing some work with the school system.

-They want to make sure that employees and people who live inside Montgomery County
notify their board clerk 24 hours ahead of time, and get their name on the list to speak
because they have a time limit for public speaking.

At the last School Board meeting she attended, there was discussion about the MCPS capital
needs. The first school the School Board would deal with would be Falling Branch, the
second school would be Belview. They will also be looking at a new school called northwest
elementary school somewhere on Route 114, and mentioned a new Blacksburg elementary
school. Also discussed was renovations at Christiansburg Primary School (CPS),
Christiansburg Elementary School (CES), Gilbert Linkous and Harding Avenue.
Christiansburg High School is last on their priority list. Shawsville Middle School is also on
their list of priorities and Supervisor Perkins believes it will come up as number two on their
list. All of this will be done over a very long period of time; however, they are aware that we
may have money earlier than 2022 so they want to get started looking into it.

The School Board has decided that there should be 720 pupils in every elementary school, so
they have looked at that and started their planning. When they first started talking about the
schools, particularly with a new northwest elementary school, it was something like $25
million, now they estimate $30 million for an elementary school. The School Board also
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discussed their request for $600,000 in carryover funds to purchase chrome books for 6" and
7" grade students.

Parks and Recreation Master Plan Supervisor Perkins expressed her appreciation for what the
Parks and Recreation Commission has done with their master plan. She believes this is one
area that has really been neglected. She knows that 4-H is still around and they have a good
program, but the Board needs to look at the Parks and Recreation Master Plan. The Board
also needs to have some projected costs for these projects as they go along.

Supervisor Perkins wished everyone a happy and safe 4" of July.

Supervisor Gary Creed Parks and Recreation is the only thing that Supervisor Creed sees that
really needs attention. There is an excellent group of people running this department and
they are doing every nickel’s worth they can do with the funding they receive.

Supervisor Mary Biggs reminded everyone that she had e-mailed her report to Board
members this afternoon, which was a summary of eight different meetings she had attended.
Included in these eight meetings were:

-Chamber of Commerce meeting she attended on behalf of the Board Chair. At that meeting,
Blacksburg Town Council member John Bush reported that the Town of Blacksburg was
studying the areas of North Main Street, South Main Street, and the Price’s Fork corridor as
they relate to land use planning. At the Price’s Fork crossing where they’re having trouble
and put in a fence that they thought was going to be temporary will have to be there a little
while longer because their consultant said that the plan they originally thought they were
going to be able to do, really is not sustainable and not safe, so they are going to have to go
back and re-look at it. The Police Chief will go and talk to the students when they return in
the fall and encourage them to use the stop light.

Supervisor Biggs agreed with Supervisor DeMotts’ earlier remarks concerning upgrades
needed in the Board Chambers. She mentioned some accessibility and safety issues that need
to be looked at. She also would like to see a presentation from the firm that is proposing to
do the upgrades.

Supervisor Biggs asked the other Board members how they felt about doing resolutions of
commemoration for Louie Heslip, Montgomery County Sheriff’s Office; Jeffrey McCoy,
LongShop/McCoy Volunteer Fire Department; Donald (Don) Robertson, Elliston VVolunteer
Fire Department; and Glenn Wood, Riner Volunteer Fire Department. It was the consensus
of the Board that resolutions be placed on the Board’s next meeting agenda.

Supervisor Biggs wished everyone a happy and safe 4" of July

Supervisor Chris Tuck reported that he and the County Administrator had a very interesting
meeting with the Roanoke County Administrator and the Roanoke County Board Chair,
talking about everything from the Mountain Valley Pipeline to the smart road. They wanted
to talk to us about several things including going along with us on the completion of the
smart road and getting a better connection with Roanoke, and fire and rescue cooperation.
Joining together for an industrial park, with revenue sharing, was also discussed. Although
they don’t have a lot of open land for an industrial park, they would be interested in
something along those lines. While the Chair obviously could not commit our Board, he
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asked that everyone think about these things and ways that we can work with our neighbor,
Roanoke County.

Supervisor Tuck also had the opportunity to attend the Chairs, Mayors, Town Managers and
County Administrators meeting in Pulaski. Conversation at that meeting included Pulaski
County sharing information about how they utilize their inmate labor by projecting the
savings from the cost of the jail to their county by approximately $120,000 and paid for the
County’s own drug course. This is something that can be looked into in the future. Giles
County also utilizes their inmate labor. To utilize our inmate labor, Montgomery County will
start with the animal shelter and mowing; these are things that Giles and Pulaski counties
have been doing for years.

Mr. Turner stated that former Board Chair Bill Brown was instrumental in addressing the idea of
recognizing the senior most members of the respective departments in Montgomery County.

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He thanked the committee members who served as the guidance for these awards and also
thanked Justin Ayers, who while interning, developed and ensured the awards were fitting for the
occasion.

Radford Army Ammunition Plant

LTC Alicia Masson, Commander of the Radford Army Ammunition Plant (RAAP), addressed
the Board of Supervisors about RAAP’s Hazardous Waste Open-air Incineration process. LTC
Masson introduced Rob Davie, Chief of Operations and bioengineer, who will help answer any
questions the Board may have. LTC Masson stated that RAAP has gone through the permitting
process for replacement of the open-air incinerator. A new contained incinerator will handle the
majority of the waste that cannot be put into a grinder. When asked for an estimated date for the
operation of the new incinerator, LTC Masson stated that until the release date on funding is
announced, an exact date is unknown.

The Board discussed the open-air incineration and RAAP’s plan for a contained incinerator. The
Board asked LTC Masson what RAAP’s plans are for continued public meetings and if there are
plans to test the air for pollutants. LTC Masson stated it is her goal to have five community
meetings per year. Also, it is planned to have drone testing to monitor the air quality.

The Board thanked LTC Masson and Mr. Davie for attending the meeting.

Montgomery County Regional Tourism

Lisa Bleakley, Director, made a presentation on the new Tourism website. She introduced Irene
Kilmore, Tourism Assistant, who provided a visual slide show of the new website and the new
features that have been added. The official tourism website is www.GoToMontVa.com. The
new website is mobile friendly with phone or tablet devices.

The Board thanked Ms. Bleakley and Ms. Kilmore for their presentation and commended them
on the new website.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

The County Attorney provided a brief summary on each request by the Electoral Board to
change the three precinct polling places. He requested Randy Wertz, Director of Elections &
General Registrar to explain the Electoral Board’s request.

Mr. Wertz introduced the members of the Electoral Board who are available to answer questions
if needed, as follows:

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Mr. Wertz explained the request for the three precinct polling place changes as follows:

- B-3 precinct polling place, Belmont Christian Church located at 2149 Dominion Drive in
Christiansburg, built a new church, therefore, a change to the address is needed to reflect
the new location.

- D-5 precinct polling place move from the Christiansburg Library to the Christiansburg
Middle School. The Christiansburg Library has become inadequate as a polling place
due to the changes in voting technology and an increase in voter population. The school
facility will provide increased floor space and parking.

- E-2 precinct polling place move from the LongShop-McCoy Fire Department to the
Prices Fork Elementary School. The LongShop-McCoy Fire Department has become
inadequate due voting technology and increase in voter population. The Falling Branch
Elementary School will provide additional floor space and parking. The fire department
has only 14 available parking spaces for voters. With an anticipated 75% turnout that
would mean an average 101 voters every hour for the thirteen hours the polls are open.
The LongShop-McCoy Fire Department is the third smallest floor space (864 sg. ft.) of
the 24 precincts in the County and the last redistricting doubled the number of registered
voters at 1,744. In the past only 4 voting booths were utilized and with the estimated
turnout a total on 9 voting booths are needed according to a Virginia Tech study group.
The floor space available does not accommodate the number of booths needed.

The Chair at this time opened each public hearing for public comment.

Melinda Pauley, Chief Officer of Election for E-2, stated that the majority of the residents in
LongShop-McCoy are not in favor of moving the precinct to Prices Fork Elementary School. Ms.
Pauley indicated a strong sense of community and the majority of the residents have lived in
McCoy their entire lives.

Debra Smith, Officer of Election for E-2, expressed concerns with the elderly voters who live in
the McCoy area who vote at the LongShop-McCoy Fire Department. She stated there are a lot

of elderly voters who live in McCoy and believes it will hinder them coming out to vote if they

have to drive to Prices Fork Elementary School.

Angie Roberts has worked 25 years as an Officer of Election at the LongShop-McCoy Fire
Department and there have been no major complaints with using this facility as a polling
precinct. The only complaints she has heard was from voters who have to drive into McCoy who
live in other areas. Ms. Roberts also expressed concern that increasing the number of voting
booths to nine will create a need for additional workers.

There being no further speakers, the public hearing was closed.

James Bradley encouraged the Board to approve displaying “In God We Trust” in the Board
Chambers. Mr. Bradley asked those in attendance who supports displaying “In God We Trust”
to stand, approximately 30+ people stood in favor. He stated the slogan is displayed in other
government buildings such as the House of Representatives.

Susan Delay addressed her concerns regarding the open burn of hazardous waste at Radford
Army Ammunition Plant. Ms. Delay questions the monitoring of the air quality and how
effective the data will be when the prominent western winds blow the polluted air away from the
area to be monitored. She stated that Belveiw Elementary School is in the path of the polluted
air and expressed concern about the students’ and teachers’ health.

Buford Linkous spoke in support of displaying the motto “In God We Trust” in the Board
Chambers. He sees the motto not as a religious symbol but a comfort, as a veteran, to know that
freedom and protection of rights were fought for.

Allen Worrell supports displaying the motto “In God We Trust”. Mr. Worrell quoted several
inspiration scriptures from the Bible and also noted several high profile business founders who
founded their business on their faith.

Betty Haynes supports displaying the motto “In God We Trust”. Ms. Haynes stated that the
world is in a terrible place and needs God.

Phyllis Albritton spoke on several issues. 1) Expressed concern with the open burning of
hazardous waste at RAAP. She stated that the process of open burning is not necessary and
urged the Board to continue to stay in contact with RAAP’s representatives. 2) “In God We
Trust” motto. Ms. Albritton stated that she does not talk about her faith in public as it is a
personal belief. She declared herself a Christian; however, she stated Montgomery County is a
diverse community and should let the community decide their future.

Irene Peterson spoke in opposition to displaying “In God We Trust” motto in the Board
Chambers. She believes this to be a religious phrase and does not need to be in the government
building.

Stanley Smith spoke in support of displaying “In God We Trust” motto. When Mr. Smith was in
school, his teacher read a scripture a day in the classroom and he believes we need to get back to
this practice. He stated the soldiers gave us the freedom to worship and Jesus gave his life so
we could have freedom.

He stated that
VDOT has yet to come and repair the road damaged caused by the flooding and asked for the
Board’s help in getting Mt. Pleasant Road repaired.

Chambers. Mr. Abraham stated here are 40 million people who do not believe in God and
believes displaying this motto violates the principal of separation of Church and State. He
believes that Montgomery County has gotten along just fine without these words in the Board
Chambers.

Brian Ferrell stated he is an atheist and opposes the display of “In God We Trust”. Mr. Ferrell
believes the County needs to stay out of religion and it is a secular decision to display this motto.
He stated that the County is a diverse County and needs to stay unified. He pointed out that the
Court of Appeals has shown that this motto has no meaning.

Clem Carter spoke on behalf of Gil Yearwood and supports adding Taylor Hollow Road to the
County’s Six-Year Road Improvement Plan for Secondary Roads.

Gil Yearwood requested the Board approve adding Taylor Hollow road to the County’s Six-Year
Road Improvement Plan for Secondary Roads. Mr. Yearwood stated the road has 140 vehicles
per day and needs upgrading.

Cindy Turner expressed her appreciation to the Board for honoring the Fire and Rescue
Volunteers earlier tonight. The volunteers have devoted many years of their lives to the County.
Not only do these volunteers work an average of 40 hours a week, they also put in many hours of
training and services. Ms. Turner also spoke in support for displaying “In God We Trust” motto.

Kevin Albert thanked the Board for honoring the senior Fire and Rescue Volunteers and
recognizing their years of service. Mr. Albert also spoke in support of displaying “In God We
Trust” motto saying that, if it, can be displayed at the monuments in Washington, D.C. then why
not in the County’s Board Chambers.

Bill Turner spoke in support of displaying “In God We Trust” motto. He does not believe this to
be a religious statement but a statement of faith.
