ISSUE/ PURPOSE: Burn Building supplemental appropriation.

JUSTIFICATION: The burn building, funded by a Virginia Department
of Fire Programs grant, will be used to conduct fire
service training for fire departments located in the
County, including Blacksburg and
Christiansburg. The grant covers design and
construction of the building, but does not cover
costs associated with providing a water source. The
towns of Blacksburg and Christiansburg are
working together with the County to address
this. Blacksburg will provide a fire hydrant for the
project. The Blacksburg VFD Training Grounds,
LLC owns the land on which the building will be
constructed and is leasing the land at no cost to the
County for 20 years. Christiansburg will provide
the line from the water meter to the building. The
Montgomery County Public Service Authority has
provided a fire hydrant, and the County will provide
the connection from the water meter to the main
water line.
