Mr. St. Jean reported that the Virginia Department of Aviation investment includes $1.5 million 

on past projects and will provide an estimated $3.2 million for the future projects.    Montgomery 

County leverages $18.50 for every $1.00 of local investment.  The current economic impact from 

the Virginia Tech/Montgomery Executive Airport is $5 million annually.  With a longer runway 

a 40% increase is projected thus bringing more jobs to the area and allowing the airport to 

increase its operational revenues through land leases and fuel sales.

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Animal Shelter: Facility Update and Finance Plan   

 

The County Administrator announced that a presentation on the facility design and financial plan 

for the proposed Montgomery County Animal Care and Adoption Center would be presented by 

Carol Edmonds, Deputy County Administrator.   

 

Ms. Edmonds presented a brief video of the current facility.  Following the video she introduced 

Jason Shelton with the Friends of Animal Control and Care (FACC) and Jack Murphy, 

Thompson & Litton, who provided information on the proposed  new shelter.  

 

Jason Shelton, FACC, reported on the volunteer work provided by Friends of Animal Control 

and Care at the existing County Animal Shelter and the urgent need to replace the current 

facility.   Mr. Shelton reported that FACC is totally committed to helping the County build a new 

shelter.  They have held fundraising events and educational programs regarding the animal 

control program.   

 

Jack Murphy, Thompson & Litton, gave a presentation on the design plan and cost of the 

proposed Animal Care and Adoption Center.  He provided an overview of the facility as follows:

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Mr. Murphy provided the following chart on the cost estimate:   

 
Ms. Edmonds reported on how the new facility will be financed.  There are funds remaining in 

bonds to cover the majority of the cost of the new shelter; however, a total of $246,134 is still 

needed to cover the estimated cost.   Staff is recommending that funds from Capital Reserves be 

used to cover this amount.  A resolution of appropriation was submitted if the Board decided to 

approve the financing after the work session. A chart outlining the financing of the new shelter is 

below.  

 
The Board discussed the design of the new facility and cost.  The majority of the Board agreed 

that it is time to move forward and agreed to add the appropriation resolution to the agenda under 

New Business.  
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Illicit Discharge Ordinance  

 

Doug Burton, Director of Engineering and Regulatory Compliance, reported on regulations by 

the State requiring localities designated as a Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) to 

control unlawful pollutants into the County’s regulated stormwater collection system located in 

the MS4 areas.   An ordinance is proposed to establish a code to control the contribution of 

pollutants by prohibiting illicit discharges and to inspect, monitor and enforce the prohibitions of 

illicit discharges into the County’s regulated MS4.   

 

Mr. Burton stated a public hearing is needed on the proposed ordinance and adoption of the 

ordinance by July 1, 2015.  

 

The Board discussed the need to regulate unlawful pollutants into the County’s stormwater 

collection system.   The Board agreed to move forward with the proposed ordinance with a 

resolution to schedule a public hearing to be added to the agenda after the work session.

The County Attorney reported a friendly boundary line adjustment with the Town of 

Christiansburg is needed in order to place a small parcel of land located near the new Animal 

Shelter owned by Montgomery County located in the town limits into the County.  This parcel is 

located near the Animal Shelter.   A survey is being conducted on the property and a boundary 

line adjustment agreement between the County and the Town of Christiansburg is being drafted.  

A public hearing will be scheduled in the near future.  

 

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT  

 

The County Administrator reported on the following items:  

 

 A ribbon cutting was held May 4, 2015 for Polymer Industrial expansion.  

 Hubbell Lighting announced a $6 million expansion at their Christiansburg Plant that will 

create 100 new jobs.  

 The Roanoke-Blacksburg Technology Communities (RBTC) TechNite was held May 8, 

2015.  TechNite is an awards ceremony recognizing areas business in six categories:   

Rising Star, Entrepreneur, Regional Leadership, Innovation, Educator and People's 

Choice.  

 Mountain Valley Pipeline:  FERC held a scoping meeting on May 5, 2015 regarding the 

proposed Mountain Valley Pipeline (MVP).  Several Board members attended.  

Representatives from MVP will be present at the Board of Supervisors meeting on May 

26, 2015.   

 

BOARD MEMBERS’ REPORTS  

 

Supervisor Biggs attended the FERC scoping meeting.  She also attended the Fur Feast 

fundraising event hosted by the Friends of Animal Control and Care.   

 

Supervisor Biggs thanked fellow Board members for supporting the new animal shelter.   She 

stated a new shelter has been needed for a long time and she can’t believe it is finally happening.  

 

Supervisor Biggs requested a resolution of commemoration be prepared for Henry Jablonski, 

former member of the Board of Supervisors, who recently passed away.  Supervisors Biggs 

stated Mr. Jablonski was a huge asset to the Montgomery Museum.   

 

Virginia Association of Counties (VACo) Region 10 Directors will have a joint meeting with 

Region 11 in Rocky Mount on May 18, 2015.  Supervisors Biggs and Perkins plan to attend.   

 

Supervisor Tuck agreed with Supervisor Biggs on a resolution of commemoration for Henry 

Jablonski.  

 

FERC Scoping Meeting:  Supervisor Tuck reported he also attended the FERC meeting 

regarding the proposed Mountain Valley Pipeline and has numerous concerns. He asked if the 

Board would reconsider placing a resolution on the agenda to support a route that would impact 

the least amount of citizens.   

 

Supervisor Creed  reported that Cinnabar Road needs to be added to the list of roads for trash 

pickup.  He asked staff to check with the Sheriff to see if the inmates are still picking up trash on 

county roads. 

 

Shawsville Elementary School Property – Supervisor Creed asked for the status of demolishing 

the SES building.  The County Administrator reported that the building is being checked for 

asbestos and then Purchasing will issue a request for proposals to demolish the building.   

 

Supervisor King expressed his appreciation to the County Administrator, Economic 

Development Director, and the Town of Christiansburg, for all their hard work on the Hubbell 

Lighting project.  He wanted to point out that it was not just a State effort but also a local effort 

as well.  
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Supervisor Brown attended the FERC scoping meeting on the proposed Mountain Valley 

Pipeline.  He commented that he was not impressed with the FERC representatives during the 

course of the meeting.  There were 100-120 people signed up to speak and approximately 60 

people spoke.  It took the representatives 30 minutes to go over the rules, which in his opinion 

was valuable time that citizens could have spoken.    He stated there are numerous questions that 

need to be answered regarding the compressor station that is proposed to be located in 

Montgomery County.  

 

National Police Officer Memorial Event will be held on May 18, 2015 at the Government Center 

to honor all fallen police officers.
