PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
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DELEGATIONS

Virginia Tech/Montgomery Regional Airport

Michael St. Jean, Executive Director, provided an update on the Virginia Tech/Montgomery
Regional Airport activities and capital plans. Mr. St. Jean provided a history of the airport as
follows:

1913 - A flying field was set up in a local farmer's pasture.
1929 - The Virginia Highway Department started work on the VVPI Airport.
1931 - The Virginia Tech Airport officially opened.

1940 - A hangar was added to the initial construction. The airport was a valuable training facility
for University Cadets prior to World War I1.

Today - The Airport's mission has evolved to mainly serving the community.

Mr. St. Jean reported that the airport is seeing less recreational use and more corporate use;
therefore, in order to accommodate larger corporate planes the runway needs to be extended. The
runway length is being extended to 5,500 ft and the runway rehabilitation project is underway
with the engineering work almost completed. The construction of the runway is scheduled to for
the Spring 2011. The runway will be closed for at least 10 months to allow for the construction.
There will be one 2,000 ft. runway open for private planes.

Mr. St. Jean thanked the Board for the opportunity to update them on the Airport activities and
upcoming projects.

Virginia Department of Transportation

David Clarke, VDOT Residency Maintenance Manager, updated the Board of Supervisors on
road issues/concerns in Montgomery County.

Mr. Clarke reported that the area has already seen its first round of snow on December 3, 2010
and believed the snow removal crew did a good job. He stated that VDOT had a meeting with
the Virginia State Police and Public Safety Officials concerning future weather events on 1-81.

Mr. Clarke reported that the safety project (shoulder upgrade) along Prices Fork Road is
completed and VDOT will soon begin installing/replacing guardrails.

Supervisor Brown noted there was a letter in the Current section of the Roanoke Times that was
very complimentary of VDOT’s Prices Fork Road project.
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Board of Supervisors reported the following concerns:

Big Vein Road & McCoy Road — ditching work. Supervisor Brown asked for a time
frame when the ditching work to alleviate flooding problems at the Big Vein Road &
McCoy Road Intersection will be on VDOT’s list. David Clarke replied VDOT has
plans to install 2 more pipes but could not give a timeframe when work will begin.
Supervisor Brown stated that if VDOT could keep the brush cut back it would also help.

Keisters Branch Road — Supervisor Brown was asked by citizens if double yellow lines
could be painted on the road. David Clarke will review.

High Rock Hill Road - Supervisor Politis reported yellow lines were painted only on the
bridge at High Rock Hill Road and asked that the road also be striped.

The Chair thanked Mr. Clarke for updating the Board of Supervisors and wished him a Happy
Holiday.

Virginia Cooperative Extension

Michelle Dickerson, Extension Agent, reported on the Montgomery County Extension Quarterly
Report. Ms. Dickerson reported that the state-wide restructuring plan for Virginia Cooperative
Extension (VCE) is in the ecarly stages. Montgomery County’s Agriculture and Natural
Resources Director position was cut with Pulaski, Giles and Floyd County helping out where
needed.

Ms. Dickerson introduced Michael Martin, VCE Southwest Virginia Regional Director, to
discuss the restructuring plan. Mr. Martin’s territory covers twelve counties, from Alleghany to
Lee County.

Mr. Martin explained that the plan allows Virginia Cooperative Extension to reduce costs,
maintain a local presence across the commonwealth, and continue to provide high-quality,
science-based educational programming for Virginia. It calls for consolidating field staff into a
regional structure. Over the years the VCE’s budget has been reduced significantly with $5.3
million cut last year.

Mr. Martin reported they are in early discussions on how the restructuring plan will impact
Montgomery County and will continue discussions for at least 4-5 months.

PUBLIC ADDRESS

Paul Smeal, a member of the Parks and Recreation Commission, addressed the Board regarding
the County’s Parks and Recreation program. Mr. Smeal commended the recreation program in
the County and praised the recreational staff. He supports the Parks and Recreation budget as
submitted. He stated all county recreation programs are growing with increased participation.
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For some of the youth programs, the number of applications received far out number the spaces
available. Mr. Smeal thanked the Board of Supervisors for their continued support of the
County’s recreational programs.

Jeff Mitchell addressed the Board regarding school capital needs. Mr. Mitchell thanked
Supervisor Politis for his leadership and recommendation on finding a solution for funding new
schools. He commented the School Board at their last meeting adopted PPEA guidelines and
there seems to be interest already. Mr. Mitchell noted that on the Board of Supervisors’ agenda
tonight for consideration is a resolution of appropriation to the Schools for $4.8 million for the
Auburn and Blacksburg school projects. He expressed concern that if this money is appropriated
it will detour the School Board from proceeding with the PPEA process.

Lynn Ewing spoke in support of Montgomery County’s Extension program especially the Master
Gardener Program. Ms. Ewing urged the Board to fund the Extension’s budget at level funding.

There being no further speakers, the public address session was closed.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

The County Administrator reported that EMT Classes in Montgomery County are scheduled to
start in January with 22 people signed up to take the class. The EMT class is a training class for
the County’s fire and rescue volunteers. According to the Emergency Services Coordinator they
may be short on funding to cover the cost of the class. The County Administrator stated that staff
is reviewing the budget to see if funds are available.
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BOARD MEMBERS’ REPORTS

Supervisor Creed recognized the Eastern Montgomery High School’s football Team, the
“Mustangs” in winning the 2010 State Championship. He stated that several all time records
were set this year.

Blacksburg High School Gymnasium Roof Collapse Supervisor Creed received an e-mail
regarding the Roanoke Times article published on December 5, 2010 reporting that School
officials knew of significant structural problems inside the school and particularly the gym for
more than ten years. The e-mail contents express disbelief on what was reported and if the report
is true then the citizen is appalled about the gross negligence on behalf of the School Board and
Board of Supervisors.

Supervisor Biggs commented that this issue was brought up at the last School Board meeting and
the School Superintendent was given instructions by the School Board to investigate what was
reported.

Supervisor Brown also congratulated the Eastern Montgomery High School Mustangs on
winning the 2010 State Football Championship.

Virginia Municipal Clerks Association (VMCA) — Supervisor Brown reported that the VMCA
will be holding their annual state conference in Blacksburg in April 2011. The Town of
Blacksburg and Montgomery County will be hosting the conference.

Supervisor Marrs congratulated the Eastern Montgomery High School Mustangs on winning
the 2010 State Football Championship. He also recognized the Christiansburg High School foot
ball team for winning the District Championship. They are the 2010 River Ridge District
Champions.

Supervisor Biggs echoed comments made by fellow Board members recognizing the East Mont
Mustangs and the Christiansburg Blue Demons.

Inspection of County Facilities —Supervisor Biggs asked for an update on inspections of county
facilities. She knows that county staff has been working with the school administration;
however, is there a policy in place.

The County Administrator replied that two firms have been interviewed for the inspections of
county facilities. He will have more information by the first of the year.

Supervisor Politis thanked all the citizens who have been coming out and participating in the
Board meetings. He also thanked his fellow board members for their support.

Supervisor Perkins congratulated students in all the County schools who have excelled in their
field. There have been state and national winners in many different areas, such as drama,
science, sports, and music.
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Supervisor Perkins reported this was her last meeting as Chair. It has been her pleasure to serve
as the Chair of the Board of Supervisors since 2008.
