BEIT ORDAINED, That theBoard of Supervisorsof the County of Montgomery, Virginiahereby
creates Chapter 9.3 of the Code of the County of Montgomery, Virginia, Entitled Cross Connection
Control in Order to Establish and Enforce a Cross Connection Control and Backflow Prevention
Ordinance asfollows:

Purpose and Authority of the Ordinance
@ Purpose of the Ordinance

Purpose of this ordinance isto abate or control actua or potentia cross connections and
protect the public hedlth. This ordinance provides for establishment and enforcement of
a program of cross connection control and backflow prevention in accordance with the
Commonwedth of Virginia, State Board of Hedlth, Waterwor ks Regulations 1995, or
as amended. THIS ORDINANCE IS DIRECTED AT SERVICE LINE
PROTECTION (CONTAINMENT).

(b) Authority for Ordinance

Commonwedth of Virginia, Department of Hedth
Waterworks Regulations, Part 11, Article 3:
Cross Connection Control and Backflow Prevention in Waterworks

Administration of the Ordinance

@ The Public Service Authority Director, herein caled the Director, shal administer
and enforce the provisons of this ordinance under the direction of the County
Adminigrator.

(b) It shdl bethe duty of the Director to cause assessment to be made of properties
served by thewaterworkswhere cross connection with thewaterworksis deemed
possible. The method of determining potential cross connection with the
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waterworks and the administrative procedures shdl be established by the Director
in a Cross Connection Control Program (Program) approved by the
Commonwedth of Virginia, Department of Hedlth, Divison of Water Supply

Engineering.

The respongibility to carry out the Program lies with the Water Operations
Supervisor or hisgher designee.

Section 9.3.3 Enforcement of the Ordinance

Upon request, the owner or occupants of property served shdl furnish to the
Water Operations Supervisor or his’her designee pertinent information regarding
the consumer’s water supply or systems on such property for the purpose of
ng the consumer’ s water supply system for cross connection hazards and
determining the degree of hazard, if any. The refusal of such information, when
requested, shall be deemed evidence of the presence of a high degree of hazard
Cross connection.

Notice of Violation

Any consumer’s water supply system owner found to be in violation of any

provison of this ordinance shall be served a written notice of violation sent

certified mail to the consumer’ swater supply system owner’ slast known address,

gaing the nature of the violation, corrective action required and providing a
reasonable time limit, not to exceed 30 days, from the date of receipt of the notice
of violation, to bring the consumer’ swater supply system into compliancewith this
ordinance or have water service terminated.

Pendties

Any owner of properties served by a connection to the waterworks found guilty
of violating any of the provisons of this ordinance, or any written order of the
County Adminigrator in pursuance thereof, shal be deemed guilty of a
misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shal be punished by afine of not less
than $100 or more than $1,000 for each violation. Each day upon which a
violation of the provisons of this act shal occur shal be deemed a separate and
additiond violation for the purpose of this ordinance.

Section 9.3.4 Responsibilities of the Public Service Authority (PSA), and Water Operations
Super visor

Effective cross connection control and backflow prevention requiresthe cooperation of the
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PSA, Director, Water Operations Supervisor or hisher designee, the owner(s) of the
property served, the Local Building Officia and the backflow prevention device tester.

The Program shall be carried out in accordance with the Commonwesdlth of
Virginia, State Board of Health, Waterwor ksRegulations and shdl asaminimum
provide containment of potentid contaminants a the consumer’s service
connection.

The PSA has full respongbility for water qudity and for the congruction,
mai ntenance and operation of the waterworks beginning at the water source and
ending at the service connection.

The owner of the property served and the PSA have shared responsibility for
water qudity and for the congruction, maintenance, and operation of the
consumer’ s water supply system from the service connection to the free flowing
outlet.

The Director shal, to the extent of ther jurisdiction, provide continuing
identification and evauation of al cross connection hazards. Thisshall include an
assessment of each consumer’s water supply system for cross connection to be
followed by the requirement, if necessary, of ingtdlation of abackflow prevention
device or separation. Assessments shdl be performed at least annudly.

Intheevent of the backflow of pollution or contamination into the waterworks, the
Director shdl promptly takeor cause corrective action to confineand eiminate the
pollution or contamination. The Director shal report to the appropriate
Commonwedth of Virginia, Department of Hedlth, Office of Water Programs
FHed Officein the most expeditious manner (usualy by telephone) when backflow
occurs and shall submit awritten report by the 10 day of the month following the
monthduring which backflow occurred addressing the incident, its causes, effects,
and preventative or control measures required or taken.

The Director shall take positive action to ensurethat the waterworksis adequately
protected from cross connections and backflow at dl times. If across connection
exigs or backflow occurs into a consumer’s water supply system or into the
waterworks or if the consumer’ s water supply system causes the pressure in the
waterworks to be lowered below 10 ps gauge, the Director may discontinue the
water service to the consumer and water service shdl not be restored until the
deficiencies have been corrected or diminated to the satisfaction of the Director.

Inorder to protect the occupants of apremises, the Water Operations Supervisor
or hisher designee should inform the consumer’s water supply system owner(s)
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of any cross connection beyond the service connection that should be abated or
controlled by application of an appropriate backflow prevention device or
separation.  Appropriate backflow prevention device or separation should be
applied at each point-of-use and/or applied to the consumer’s water supply
system, isolaing an area which may be a hedth or pollutiond hazard to the
consumer’ s water supply system or to the waterworks.

Records of backflow prevention devices, separations, and consumer’s water
supply systems, including inspection records, records of backflow incidents, and
records of device tests shdl be maintained by the Director for ten years.

Section 9.3.5 Responsibilities of the Consumer’s Water Supply System Owner

The consumer’ s water supply system owner(s), a their own expense, shdl indal,
operate, test, and maintain required backflow prevention devices or backflow
prevention by separation.

The consumer’ swater supply system owner(s) shall provide copies of test results,
maintenance records and overhaul records to the Director within 30 days of
completion of testing or work. Such testing or work shdl have been performed
by device testers which have obtained a certificate of completion of a course
recognized by the American Water Works Association, the Virginia Department
of Hedth or the Virginia Cross Connection Control Association for cross
connection control and backflow prevention ingpection, maintenance and testing
or otherwise be certified by a Commonweslth of Virginiatradesman certification

program.
All new residences shdl be fitted with aresidential dual check (ASSE#1024).

All existing residences shdl be fitted with aresdentia dua check (ASSE#1024)
by January 1, 2001.

A backflow prevention device or backflow prevention by separation shal be
inddled at each service connection to a consumer’ swater supply system serving
premises where the following conditions exist:

Premises on which any substanceis handled in such amanner asto cregte
an actud or potentid hazard to awaterworks (this shdl include premises
having auxiliary water systems or having sources or systems containing
process fluids or waters originating from a waterworks which are no
longer under the control of the waterworks owner).

Premises having internd cross connection thet, in the judgement of the
Director may not be easily correctable or intricate plumbing arrangements
which make it impracticable to determine whether or not cross
connections exig.

Premiseswhere, because of security requirementsor other prohibitionsor
regtrictions, it is impossble or impracticad to make an evduation of dl
Cross connection hazards.

Premiseshaving arepeated history of cross connections being established
or reestablished.

Other premises specified by the Director where cause can be shown that
apotentia cross connection hazard not enumerated above exigts.

Premises having booster pumps or fire pumps connected to the waterworks shall
have the pumps equipped with apressure sensing device to shut off or regulate the
flow from the booster pump when the pressure in the waterworks drops to a
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minimum of 10 ps gauge a the service connection.

An approved backflow prevention device or backflow prevention by separation
shdl be ingtdled a each service connection to aconsumer’ swater supply system
or ingtaled under Speciad Conditions, Section V11.B. serving, but not necessarily
limited to, the following types of facilities

Section 9.3.7 Type of Protection Required

The type of protection required shal depend on the degree of hazard which exists or may
exig.

The degree of hazard, either high, moderate, or low, is based on the nature of the
contaminant; the potentid health hazard; the probability of the backflow occurrence; the
method of backflow either by a backpressure or by backsphonage; and the potential
effect on waterworks structures, equipment, and appurtenances used in the storage,
collection, purification, treetment, and distribution of pure water.

Table 1, entitted DETERMINATION OF DEGREE OF HAZARD, which isattached as
an gppendix and incorporated by reference to this chapter, shall be used as a guide to
determine the degree of hazard for any Stuation.

@ ar gap or physicad disconnection gives the highest degree of protection and shdll
be used whenever practical to do so in high hazard Stuations subject to
backpressure.

2 An air gap, physical disconnection and a reduced pressure principle backflow
prevention device will protect against backpressure when operating properly.

3 ressure vacuum breakers will not protect againgt backpressure, but will protect
againg backs phonage when operating properly. Pressure vacuum breakers may
be usad inlow, moderate or high hazard Stuations subject to backs phonage only.

Backflow prevention devices for containment include the reduced pressure
principle backflow prevention assembly, the double gate - double check vave
assembly, and the pressure vacuum bregker assembly.

Backflow prevention by separation shdl be an air gap or physica disconnection.
The minimum air gap shdl be twice the effective opening of a potable water outlet
unlesstheoutlet isadistance lessthan three times the effective opening away from
awdl or amilar verticd surface, in which case the minimum air gap shdl be three
times the effective opening of the outlet. In no case shdl the minimum air gap be
less than one inch.

Backflow prevention devices shdl be of the gpproved type and shdl comply with
the most recent American Water Works Association Standards and shall be
approved for containment by the University of Southern Cdifornia, Foundation for
Cross Connection Control and Hydraulic Research.

Backflow prevention devices shdl be ingtaled in a manner gpproved by the
Director and in accordance with the University of Southern Cdifornia, Foundation
for Cross-Connection Control and Hydraulic Research recommendationsand the
manufecturer’ singalation ingructions. Verticad or horizontal positioning shdl be
as gpproved by the University of Southern California, Foundation for Cross-
Connection Control and Hydraulic Research.

Exiging backflow prevention devices approved by the Director prior to the
effective date of this ordinance shall, except for ingpection, testing, and
mai ntenance requirements, be excluded from the requirements of Section X. C.
and D. if the Director is assured that the devices will protect the waterworks.

For the purpose of application to Specid Conditions, Section VI1.B.2., point-of-
use isolation devices or separations shall be as specified by the Director where
reasonabl e assurance can be shown that the device or separation will protect the

waterworks. As a minimum, point-of-use devices should bear an appropriate
American Society of Sanitary Engineering Standard Number. See the Cross

Backflow prevention devices with openings, outlets, or ventsthat are designed to
operate or open during backflow prevention shal not be ingtdled in pits or areas
subject to flooding.

Maintenance and | nspection Requirements

It shall be the respongibility of the consumer’s water supply system owner(s) to
maintain al backflow prevention devices or separations indalled in accordance
with Section VII in good working order and to make no piping or other
arrangements for the purpose of bypassing or defeating backflow prevention
devices or separations.

Operationa testing and ingpection schedules shall be established by the Director
as outlined in the Cross Connection Control Program for al backflow prevention
devices and separations which are indaled at the service connection or ingtaled
under Specid Conditions, Section VII. The interva between testing and
ingpection of each device shdl be established in accordance with the age and
condition of the device and the device manufacturer’s recommendations.

Backflow prevention device testing procedures shdl be in accordance with the
Universty of Southern Cdifornia, Foundationfor Cross-Connection Control and
Hydraulic Research, Backflow Prevention Assembly Field Test Procedureandthe
manufacturer’ s ingtructions.

Definitions
Definitions. Unlessaprovison explicitly sates otherwise, thefollowing termsand

phrases, asusad in this Chapter, shall have the meanings hereinafter designated for
the purpose of this Chapter:

Air Gap — meanstheunobstructed vertica distancethrough thefree atmosphere between
the lowest point of the potable water outlet and the rim of the receiving vessd.
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Authority — means the Montgomery County Public Service Authority.

Auxiliary Water System — meansany water system on or availableto the premisesother
than the waterworks. These auxiliary waters may include water from a source such as
wells. lakes, or streams; or process fluids; or used water. They may be polluted or
contaminated or objectionable, or condtitute an unapproved water source or system over
which the water purveyor does not have control.

Backflow — means the flow of water or other liquids, mixtures, or substances into a
waterworks from any source or sources other than its intended source.

Backflow Prevention by Separation (* Separation” ) — means preventing backflow by
either anair gap or by physical disconnection of awaterworks by the removal or absence
of pipes, fittings, or fixtures that connect a waterworks directly or indirectly to a
nonpotable system or one of questionable quality.

Backflow Prevention Device (“ Device” ) — means any gpproved device intended to
prevent backflow into a waterworks.

Backpr essur e Backflow— meansbackflow caused by pressurein thedownstream piping
which is superior to the supply pressure a the point of consideration.

Backsi phonage Backfl ow — means backflow caused by a reduction in pressure which
causes a partid vacuum cregting a sphon effect.

Consumer — means person who drinks water from a waterworks.

Consumer’ sWater Supply System(* Consumer’ sSystem” ) — meansthe water service
pipe, water distributing pipes, and necessary connecting pipes, fittings, control vaves, and
al appurtenances in or adjacent to the building or premises.

Contai nment — meansthe prevention of backflow into awaterworksfrom aconsumer’s
water supply system by a backflow prevention device or by backflow prevention by

separation in the service connection.

Contaminant — meansany objectionable or hazardous physica, chemical, biologicad, or
radiologica substance or matter in water.

Cross Connection — means any connection or structurd arrangement, direct or indirect,
to the waterworks whereby backflow can occur.

Degree of Hazard — means ether a high, moderate or low hazard based on the nature
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of the contaminant; the potentia hedlth hazard; the probability of the backflow occurrence;
the method of backflow ether by backpressure or by backsiphonage; and the potential
effect on waterworks structures, equipment, and appurtenances used in the storage,
collection, purification, treetment, and distribution of pure water.

Director — meansthe Director of the Montgomery County Public Service Authority.

Distribution Main — means awater main whose primary purpose is to provide trested
water to service connections.

Division — meansthe Commonwedth of Virginia, Virginia Department of Hedlth, Office
of Water Programs, Divison of Water Supply Engineering.

Domestic Use or Usage — means normd family or household use, including drinking,
laundering, bathing, cooking, heating, cleaning and flushing toilets(see Appendix A for Title
32.1, Article 2, Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended).

DoubleGate-Double Check Valve Assembly — means an approved assembly designed
to prevent backs phonage or backpressure backflow and used for moderate or low hazard
Stuations, composed of two independently operating, spring-loaded check vaves, tightly
closing shutoff valveslocated at each end of the assembly and fitted with properly located
test cocks.

Entry Point — means the place where water from the source is delivered to the
digtribution system.

Health Hazard — means any condition, device, or practice in a waterworks or its
operation that creates, or may create, a danger to the health and well being of the water
consume.

| solation — means the prevention of backflow into a waterworks from a consumer’s
water supply system by a backflow prevention device or by backflow prevention by
Separationat thesourcesof potentia contaminationin the consumer’ swater supply system.
Thisisadso cdled point-of-useisolaion. Isolation of an areaor zone within aconsumer’s
water supply system confines the potentid source of contamination to a specific area or
zone. Thisiscaled area or zone isolation.

Maximum Contaminant Level — meansthe maximum permissibleleve of acontaminant
in water which is delivered to the free flowing outlet of the ultimate user of awaterworks,
except in the cases of turbidity and VOC's, where the maximum permissible leve is
measured at each entry point to the distribution system. Contaminants added to the water
under circumstances controlled by the user, except those resulting from corrosion of piping
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and plumbing caused by water qudity, are excluded from this definition. Maximum
contaminant levels may be ether “primary” (PMCL) meaning based on hedth
congderations or “secondary” (SMCL) meaning based on aesthetic considerations.

Plumbing Fixture — means a receptacle or device which is either permanently or
temporarily connected to the water distribution system of the premises, and demands a
supply of water therefrom; or discharges used water, waste materials, or sewage either
directly or indirectly to the drainage system of the premises; or requires both a water
supply connection and a discharge to the drainage system of the premises.

Pollution — means the presence of any foreign substance (chemica, physicd,
radiologicd, or biologica) in water that tends to degrade its quality so asto condtitute an
unnecessary risk or impair the usefulness of the water.

Pollution Hazard — means a condition through which an aestheticaly objectionable or
degrading materia may enter the waterworks or a consumer’s water system.

Premises — means a piece of red estate; house or building and its land.

Pressure Vacuum Breaker — means an approved assembly designed to prevent
backs phonage backflow and used for high, moderate, or low hazard situations, composed
of one or two independently operating, spring-loaded check valves; an independently
operating, spring-loaded air-inlet vave; tightly closng shutoff valves located at each end
of the assembly; and fitted with properly located tests cocks.

Process Fluids — means any kind of fluid or solution which may be chemicaly,
biologicdly, or otherwise contaminated or polluted which would condtitute a hedth,
pollutiond, or system hazard if introduced into the waterworks. Thisincludes, but is not
limited to:

1 Polluted or contaminated water,

2. Process waters,

3. Used water, originating from the waterworks which may have deteriorated in
sanitary qudity,

4, Cooling waters,

5. Contaminated natural waters taken from wells, lakes, streams, or irrigation
systems,
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6. Chemicdsin solution or suspenson, and

7. Oils, gases, acids, dkalis, and other liquids and gassous fluid used in industrid or
other processes, or for fire fighting purposes.

Pure Water or Potable Water — means water fit for human consumption and domestic
use which is sanitary and normdly free of mineras, organic substances, and toxic agents
in excess of reasonable amounts for domestic usage in the area served and normally
adequatein quantity and quaity for the minimum hedth requirementsof the personsserved.

Reduced Pressure Principle Backflow Prevention Device (RPZ) device) — means an
approved assembly designed to prevent backs phonage or backpressure backflow used
for high, moderate, or low hazard Situations, compased of aminimum of two independently
operating, spring-loaded check vaves together with an independent, hydraulicaly
operating pressure differentia relief valve located between the two check valves. During
normal flow and at the cessation of norma flow, the pressure between these two checks
shdl beless than the supply pressure. The unit must include tightly dosing shutoff vaves
located at each end of the assembly and be fitted with properly located test cocks.

Service Connection — means the point of delivery of water to a customer’s building
sarvice line asfollows.

1. If ameter isingdled, the service connection isthe downstream side of the meter;

2. If ameter is not ingtdled, the service connection is the point of connection to the
waterworks;

3. When the water purveyor is aso the building owner, the service connectionisthe

entry point to the building.

System Hazard — means a condition posing athresat of or actualy causing damageto the
physical properties of the waterworks or a consumer’s water supply system.

Used Water — meanswater supplied from the waterworksto aconsumer’ swater supply
system after it has passed through the service connection.

Water Operations Supervisor — means the licensed respongble person in charge of
water operations for the PSA.

Water Supply — means the water that shal have been taken into awaterworks from all
wells, streams, springs, lakes, and other bodies of surface water (natura or impounded),
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and the tributaries thereto, and al impounded groundwater, but the term “water supply”
shal not include any waters above the point of intake of such waterworks.

Waterwor ks— means a system that serves piped water for drinking or domestic useto
(2) the public, (2) at least 15 connections, or (3) an average of 25 individuals for at least
60 days out of the year. The term “waterworks’ shdl include al structures, equipment,
and gppurtenances used in the storage, collection, purification, treetment, and distribution
of pure water except the piping and fixtures ingde the building where such water is
ddivered (see Title 32.1, Article 2, Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended).

Waterworks Owner — means an individud, group of individuds, partnership, firm,
asociation, inditution, corporation, government entity, or the Federa Government which
supplies or proposed to supply water to any person within this State from or by means of
any waterworks (see Title 32.1, Article 2, Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended).
