No significant portion of the services
provided by the Blacksburg New School are generated by fundsreceived by local, state or federa
grants.

The Blacksburg New School provides services for the common good of the public.

No pat of the activities of the Blacksburg New School involves carrying on propaganda or
otherwise attempting to influence legidation. The organization does not participate in or intervene
in any political campaign on behdf of any candidate for public office.

The Blacksburg New School has no rule, regulation, policy or practice which discriminates on the
basis of religious conviction, race, color, sex or nationd origin.

In 2000, the above mentioned persond property isassessed a avaue of $17,135  with persond
property taxes in the amount of $420.00 .
