CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

The Chairman called the meeting to order and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

Specid Use Permit Request

Quorum Holding Company (Agent: Christopher Tuck) request for aSpecid Use Permit (Tax Parcel
No. 067-A-75) to alow performance space for community theater. Property is located at 805 Triangle
Street in the Prices Fork Magigterid Didtrict. The property lies in an area designated commercid in the
Comprehensive Plan.

Christopher Tuck, representative from Quorum Holding Company, on behdf of the gpplicant. The
community theater will be used by Play Makers, a group who has been in the community for along time.
Thistheater will dlow for a permanent home for the Play Makers.

Grant Clatterbuck spoke in support of the specia use permit. Mr. Clatterbuck mentioned one item of
concern with the request was the parking Situation. He stated that the request before the Board included
conditions for parking but it al so should include that parking should be confined to owner’ s property which
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includes the upper and lower parking lot.

Rezoning Request

Paul and Rebecca Underwood request torezone21.02 acresfrom A-1 (Agriculture) toR-R (Rural
Residential). Property is Tax Parcel No. 103-A-13E, located adjacent to 609 Lovely Mount Drive, in
the Riner Magiderid Didrict. The Comprehensve Plan designates this areafor high intensity uses.

Paul Underwood, applicant, asked the Board to approve his request to divide 21.02 acresinto four lots.
He explained that one lot would be divided for his Mother and the other three lots would be sold.

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Proposed Application for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Funds

FISCAL POLICY GUIDELINES- OBJECTIVES

This fiscd policy is a datement of the guiddines and gods that will influence and guide the financid
management practice of Montgomery County. A fiscd policy that is adopted, adhered to, and regularly
reviewed is recognized as the cornerstone of sound financid management. Effective fisca policy:

Contributes Sgnificantly to the County's ability to insulate itsdlf from fiscd crigs,

Enhances short term and long term financid credit ability by helping to achievethe
highest credit and bond ratings possible,

Promotes long-term financid ability by edtablishing cdear and consistent
guiddlines,
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Directs attention to the total financid picture of the County rather than sngleissue
aress,

Promotes the view of linking long-run financid planning with day to day
operations, and

Providesthe Board of Supervisorsand the citizensaframework for measuring the
fiscd impact of government services againg established fiscd parameters and
guiddines.

To these ends, the following fiscal policy statements are presented.

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT BUDGET POLICIES

1.  The County will consder dl capita improvements in accordance with an adopted capita
improvement program.

2. TheCounty will develop afive-year plan for capita improvementsand update each annualy.

3. The County will enact an annud capita budget based on the five-year capita improvement
plan. Future capital expenditures necessitated by changes in population, changes in red
estate development, or changes in economic base will be caculated and included in capital
budget projections.

4. The County will coordinate development of the capitd improvement budget with
development of the operating budget. Future operating costs associated with new capital
improvements will be projected and included in operating budget forecasis.

5. The County will useintergovernmental assstanceto finance only those capital improvements

that are conagtent with the capitd improvement plan and County priorities, and whose
operating and maintenance costs have been included in operating budget forecadts.

6. The County will maintain dl its assets at a level adequate to protect the County's capitd
investment and to minimize future maintenance and replacement codts.

7. The County will project its equipment replacement and maintenance needs for the next
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severd years and will update this projectioneach year. From thisprojection amaintenance
and replacement schedule will be developed and followed.

8.  The County will identify the estimated costs and potentia funding sources for each capitd
project proposa beforeit is submitted for approval.

9.  The County will atempt to determine the least costly financing method for &l new projects.

DEBT POLICIES

1.  TheCounty will confinelong-term borrowing to capital improvement or projectsthat cannot
be financed from current revenues except where gpproved judtification is provided.

2. When the County finances capitd improvements or other projects by issuing bonds or
entering into capital leases, it will repay the debt within a period not to exceed the expected
ussful life of the project. Target debt ratios will be annudly calculated and included in the
review of financid trends.

3. Net debt per capita should remain under $2,000. Net debt is defined as any and dl debt
that is tax-supported.

4.  Net debt asapercentage of estimated market value of taxable property should target 3.0%
but not exceed 4.0%.

5.  Therdioof debt service expendituresasapercent of governmental fund expendituresshould
target 10% but not exceed 12%.

6. Theratioof net debt per capitaasapercentage of income should target 7.5% but not exceed
10.0%.

7.  The County recognizes the importance of underlying and overlapping debt in andyzing
financid condition. The County will regularly andyzetota indebtednessincluding underlying
and overlapping debt.

8.  Wherefeashble, the County will explore the usage of specid assessment, revenue, or other
sdf-supporting bonds instead of generad obligation bonds.

9.  The County will retire tax anticipation debt, if any, annualy and will retire bond anticipation
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debt within Six months after completion of the project.

10. Ondl General Fund support, debt-financed projects, the County will attempt to make a
down payment of at least 5% of total project costsin the aggregate from current resources.

RESERVE POLICIES

1. The County will establish an emergency reserve to pay for needs caused by unforeseen
emergencies, including unanticipated expenditures of a nonrecurring nature, or to meet
unexpected small increases in service delivery costs. This General Contingency will be
budgeted at not less than 1.0% of the Genera Fund.

2. Undesignated fund balances at the close of each fiscal year should be at |east 8% to 10% of
the Tota Annua Operating Revenue Budget of the County. Should the County find it
necessary to access these funds in an emergency situation the Undesignated Fund
Balance would be allowed to fall below the targets described above. Once the
Undesignated Fund Balance drops below the targeted level the County will include
enough fundsin its next budget toincrease the Undesignated Fund Balance so that it
meets the targeted level.

OVERVIEW

The County Board of Supervisorsrecognizesthat it isthe explicit condtitutiona responsbility of the County
Treasurer to invest County Fundsin accordance with VirginiaLaw. It isthe desire of the County Board
of Supervisors to provide the Treasurer with the most timely information in order to best execute the
powers of the Treasurer’s Office. To tha end, the following Investment Policies are intended as aguide
for the County Board of Supervisorsto facilitate this relaionship.

INVESTMENT POLICIES

1. The County will attempt to provide a cash-flow analyss of dl funds on a continuous basis.
Disbursement, collection, and deposit of funds will be scheduled to insure maximum cash
avalability.

2. The County will develop an annua cash-flow budget for County Operations to be reviewed

quarterly with the Treasurer.

The Town of Blacksburg asked if
Montgomery County and the Town of Christiansourg has problems with dogs and cats and if so it they
were interested in working together to solve the problems.

Hazardous Waste Collection Pickup A county wide hazardouswaste collection pickup will be scheduled
for the County and the Towns. The details are till being worked ot.

Industrial Appreciation Day The Industrid Appreciation Day isscheduled for May. Moreinformation will
be forwarded to the Board regarding the date and time.

VDOT Predllocation Hearing The Predll ocation Hearing has been postponed in order to dlow the Virginia
Department of Trangportation more time to review projects and funding alocations.

Tdecommunication Towers The Planning Director reported that the Planning Commission has been
working diligently regarding the request for telecommunication towersin Montgomery County. A work
sessionis scheduled for Wednesday, March 29, 2000 to review dl requestsand conditions. The Planning
Commission should have recommendations to the Board by the end of April.
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Community Development Block Grant - Ydlow Sulphur Sorings The County Adminigrator defined the
terms for the CDBG grant gpplication more clearly for the Board. Montgomery County would be the
gpplicant for requesting grant funding for extending water and sewer to Y elow Sulphur Springs. 1t would
be up to theownersof Y dlow Sulphur Springsto meet al termsand requirements of thegrant. If not, then
they would be responsible to pay the State back any funding received through the grant, not Montgomery
County. A bond or letter of credit would be issued to the County to guarantee this project.
