
 

JOINT NEWS RELEASE: Montgomery County, Town of Blacksburg and Town of Christiansburg first 
responders may begin wearing masks or face coverings  

April 4, 2020: Montgomery County, Town of Blacksburg and Town of Christiansburg first responders are 
taking precautionary measures in an effort to prevent the spread of COVID-19 (coronavirus). Police, fire 
and rescue personnel have been encouraged to wear masks or face coverings when responding to calls 
and interacting with the public. 

This change will not affect how public safety personnel operate. All police, fire and rescue agencies in 
Montgomery County and the two Towns will continue to respond to calls, but this added precaution will 
help ensure the safety of the first responders and the public.  

“First responders never know the exact nature of the calls they’re answering, but they always answer 
the call regardless,” said Blacksburg Police Chief Anthony Wilson. “Not knowing what they’re walking 
into places them at a higher risk of potential exposure. By protecting them, we’re protecting the public 
and our healthcare system, and it helps keep us all safer.” 

Please continue to do your part to help prevent the spread of COVID-19 by:  

• washing your hands with soap and water or use hand sanitizer,  
• keeping household surfaces clean (including cell phones),  
• coughing or sneezing into a tissue (and discard it) or your elbow,  
• avoiding touching your face,  
• practicing “social distancing,”  
• avoiding shaking hands,  
• remaining at home if you’re sick,  
• avoiding others who are sick, and 
• staying home except in extremely limited circumstances.
